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Día de los Muertos (Day of the Dead) is a Mexican celebration in which family
and friends remember deceased loved ones and celebrate their souls. Spirits
return to visit their families on Oct. 31 and leave on Nov. 2. Participants of this
celebration see death as a positive, continuation of life.

Families create ofrendas (altars) that are filled with flowers, candles, pan de
muerto, sugar skulls, pictures, past hobbies, and favorite foods. This tradition
is important because it welcomes the spirits and shows them that they haven’t
been forgotten.

Families display the altars in their homes, decorating them with festive colors.
The four essential elements of nature (earth, wind, water and fire) are always
included because each of these elements represents steps in the spirit's
journey.

For my family, Día de los Muertos  reminds us to never forget our loved ones
who have passed away. Although I was born after one of my grandmothers
passed away, pictures and stories help me celebrate her life. Family is
important to me, and embracing my Hispanic culture and participating in
events such as Day of the Dead helps me appreciate my loved ones even more.

I love when my family looks at old photographs of relatives who have passed
on. I enjoy taking trip to their graves to bring them flowers and other
decorations. I hope that after reading this that you understand a little more
about Día de los Muertos and that maybe you and your family can create an
ofrenda of your own.
