 The Legend of the Easter Bunny dates 

back to Germany 1682 and shows many simi-

larities with Santa Clause, as he would judge 

whether the children were obedient enough to 

receive treats at the beginning of Eastertide.   

 Because of their ability to produce large 

and frequent litters rabbits and hares alike be-

came a symbol for spring and fertility along 

side eggs which are laid by birds in the spring.   

The custom of egg painting  came from Ortho-

dox Churches whose members would abstain 

from eating eggs during lent.  The eggs were 

boiled to preserve them and then painted in cel-

ebration to 

break the fast.

by boiling 

eggs with 

spring flower 

thereby brin-

ing spring in-

to their 

homes.
