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Other Discussion:

Asking about teachers who have been excessed for next year, including Mr. Brinton. Mr. Cordts
explained that those changes in staffing numbers come from county/state based on number of
students due to be in the school the next year (schools get told the number of staff positions they have
based on the number/population count of enroliment). The practice is by seniority so those who are
the most recent hires are, unfortunately, the ones to get excessed when it’s required. There is a new
Maryland Blue Print the state is using so this has changed the classroom size/staffing positions.



e Chromebook question — about turning them into the school at the end of the school year. Mr. Cordt’s
understanding is the school will provide them in school, families would be responsible for having a
device at home (doesn’t have to be a chromebook), and there should be help available for those who
financially need support. He is still waiting for more information as well.
