Just to let you know ...

Since September of 2003, when our new club house building was ready for us, our
first year's total amount of rental fees was $95. Our all time high was in 2012 at
$7,859 when a church met every Sunday morning until they outgrew our space.
Last year we came close to that amount, mainly because of weekly Weight Watch-
er meetings which are held every Friday morning and Tuesday afternoon.

The IWC club house is THE place to hold Bridal and Baby Showers. In fact, this
past year there was a Baby Shower for a lady who had her Bridal Shower here.
We'll stay tuned for that baby's first birthday party. Now that's a tradition! Over
the years we have booked many various meetings from annual post office gather-
ings, Mary Kay sales groups, various associations to memorial services, church
services, a few weddings, Christmas parties, a 95 year old lady's birthday party
and a 10 year old little girl who wanted a birthday tea party. We have the absolute
best renters in Citrus County and many repeat bookings.

We charge $115 for four hours (giving renters an hour ahead at no charge so they
can set up). If they need more than four hours the cost is $25/hr. We also ask that
they take home whatever garbage they generate and leave the building clean the
way they found it. If they don't want to clean it, there is an extra $50 charge. The
best deal in town!!! Bottom line to renters: respect the care and upkeep of the
building. And they do.

*Americans use approximately 2.5 million plastic bottles each hour.
*Plastic caps don’t biodegrade, meaning it will take hundreds of years for them to decompose in a landfill.

*Caps are among the most common trash items found in our oceans (which often end up in the food chain when in-
gested by sea life).

However, recycling caps and lids can help to minimize plastic waste. Our collection of caps and lids will be given
to Crystal River Harley Davison. The company is supporting a program that creates school and park benches from
the recycled plastic, thereby, supporting the community as well as the environment.

Much of your work will depend on your personal
initiative. Be a team player, but do not rely on others to guide you every
step of the way.

8. Be empathetic. Your ability to succeed will depend entirely on your
connection to and understanding of the people you work with.

9. Be humble. Don’t speak much. Listen. Avoid grandiose conclusions
about a problem, community, or philosophy that you were recently intro-
duced to. Act. Think. Feel. But don’t come to too many conclusions—they
will only halt your experiential learning process.

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Women's History Month has grown from a week in March to the entire month itself.
If you want to celebrate, educate yourself about women's history. Do reading online
or read books on women and women's history. You can also celebrate with oth-
ers by attending events or having movie nights with friends.

Women’s History Month is a celebration of women’s contributions to his-
tory, culture and society and has been observed annually in the month of
March in the United States since 1987. Women’s History Month 2021 will
take place from Monday, March 1-Wednesday, March 31, 2021.

Why Do We Celebrate Women’s History Month?

Women’s History Month is a dedicated month to reflect on the often-
overlooked contributions of women to United States history. From Abigail
Adams to Susan B. Anthony, Sojourner Truth to Rosa Parks, the timeline
of women’s history milestones stretches back to the founding of the United
States.

The actual celebration of Women’s History Month grew out of a weeklong
celebration of women’s contributions to culture, history and society orga-
nized by the school district of Sonoma, California, in 1978. Presentations
were given at dozens of schools, hundreds of students participated in a
“Real Woman” essay contest and a parade was held in downtown Santa
Rosa

Did you know? To coincide with Women's History Month 2011, the White House
issued a 50-year progress report on the status of women in the United States. It found
that younger women are now more likely than their male counterparts to hold a col-
lege degree and that the number of men and women in the labor force has nearly
equalized.

A few years later, the idea had caught on within communities, school dis-
tricts and organizations across the country. In 1980, President Jimmy
Carter issued the first presidential proclamation declaring the week of
March 8 as National Women’s History Week. The U.S. Congress followed
suit the next year, passing a resolution establishing a national celebration.
Six years later, the National Women’s History Project successfully peti-
tioned Congress to expand the event to the entire month of March.

International Women’s Day

International Women’s Day, a global celebration of the economic, politi-
cal and social achievements of women, took place for the first time on
March 8, 1911. Many countries around the world celebrate the holiday
with demonstrations, educational initiatives and customs such as present-
ing women with gifts and flowers. The United Nations has sponsored In-
ternational Women’s Day since 1975. When adopting its resolution on the
observance of International Women’s Day, the United Nations General
Assembly cited the following reasons: “To recognize the fact that securing
peace and social progress and the full enjoyment of human rights and fun-
damental freedoms require the active participation, equality and develop-
ment of women; and to acknowledge the contribution of women to the
strengthening of international peace and security.”

State President's Project: Dianne Foerster, Florida
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Love, Respect, and Kindness for All is the GFWC Florida President’s Project for 2020-2022. The goal is for
all of the clubs in Florida to reach out to their local communities and support any and all special needs that
are occurring.

The words “special needs” extend far beyond GFWC Florida’s usual definition, especially during this Ad-
ministration and the pandemic. Florida has special needs under every Community Service Program area and
most Advancement Plan areas. Projects that GFWC Florida clubs have already supported in their communi-
ties range from helping people with Alzheimer’s and autism to raising awareness about domestic violence,
working to prevent human trafficking, and supporting GFWC Affiliate Organizations St. Jude and Opera-
tion Smile. Florida clubwomen are also actively supporting causes concerning libraries, scholarships, fos-
tering/sheltering animals, a cleaner environment, and veterans (both men and women).

In December 2020, a Day of Service President’s Project was planned by the President’s Project Chairmen
and team along with the Day of Service Chairman. With representatives in all of Florida’s 14 Districts,
clubs were asked to sponsor at least one project in their communities. More than 500 projects were orga-
nized across the entire state during the month of December, ranging across a wide spectrum. This was ac-
complished with the pandemic worsening, so masks were used and social distancing guidelines were fol-
lowed. The GEWC Florida website shows a wide array of photos featuring the clubs and their projects.
Woman’s clubs, Junior clubs, and Juniorette clubs enthusiastically participated. The President’s Project
Chairman developed an interactive map with a blue umbrella indicating each club that sponsored a project.
The entire state of Florida was covered in little blue umbrellas representing  Love, Respect, and Kindness
for All!
