What is the name of the container 
used to take Communion to the 
sick or homebound? 
 

Answer: A pyx is a small container 
used to store and transport the 
Eucharist, which is the consecrated 
host. They are often carried by priests, 
deacons, or extraordinary ministers to 
bring the Eucharist to people outside a 
church. Pyxes are usually small, flat, 
clamshell-style containers, often about 
the size of a pocket watch and usually 
made of brass or other metals. 

 

A fabric or leather pouch in which the 
pyx may be carried is known as a 
burse. Burse is a case or pouch 
designed to hold a pyx, and a cord is 
usually attached so that the pyx may 
be placed inside and then worn about 
the neck, close to the heart of the 
person carrying the Blessed 
Sacrament.

INTRODUCTION FOR TODAY’S READINGS  
Fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time (Cycle B) 

 

First Reading: Job 7: l -4, 6-7 
The Book of Job is a long parable which grapples with why bad things happen to good 
people. This question was especially crucial to people of that time because they didn't 
believe in life after death, and therefore one received reward or punishment in this life. 
Job has lost his children, his property and his health, and he lives at the city dump. In 
this passage, he gives an understandably pessimistic evaluation of life. 
 

Second Reading: I Corinthians 9: 16-19, 22-23 
Paul's enemies frequently criticized him for t he least little thing. At a time when most 
teachers received compensation from those they instructed, Paul was criticized 
because he refused financial support from the community.  Because of this, they 
discredited him as not being a legitimate apostle. Today we hear his response.

S tewardship Reflections 
Our readings today remind us 

that Christ came to serve. The world 
often encourages us to look inward – 
for ways that someone or something 
can better serve us. Countering this 
typical mindset, Jesus’ entire life was 
focused on others. He came to fulfill 
His Father’s mission – the salvation 
of mankind. And He labored for this 
mission by becoming the humblest 
of servants. This is made evident in 
our Gospel today. 

  

As Christian stewards, we too are 
called to be humble servants who 
labor for our Father’s mission. We 
should strive to imitate Christ – the 
Perfect Steward – Who was 
constantly aware of the needs of 
those around Him and put His gifts 
to good use. For us, this begins right 
here in our homes, parish and 
community. It doesn’t need to be 
complex, but rather, very simple – to 
live each moment in awareness of 
our Father’s mission and in gratitude 
for all He has given us. When we 
intentionally live each moment for 
Christ, even the ordinary moments 
are made significant.
