Introduction

= What do we mean by Divine Inspiration?

= The belief that the human authors of Scripture were directly influenced in their

writin b% God the Holy Spirit. In that sense, the Bible has one Divine Author,
though the actual books which comprise it have many human authors.

= Scripture as the Revealed Word of God

= Because God is the Author of all truth and there is no deceit in Him (1 Peter
2:22), anything that comes from God is /nfallible - it cannot be false.

= Christian belief is that God is a God who is self-revelatory; He has
acted in human history to reveal Himself to us.

= YHWH means "I AM", or "l will show you who | am by what | do.”



Types of Revelation

= General Revelation (revelatio reals)
= Sometimes called "natural revelation®
= God has revealed Himself in general terms, to a general audience, i.e. the world
= Communicates God's existence, His power and His glory
= Revealed through the works of God and understood through reason
= Most common example is creation

= Psalm 19:1-2
= Romans 1:19-20

Types of Revelation

= Special Revelation (revelatio verbalis)
= Sometimes called "supernatural revelation®
= Communicates God's specific purpose to a specific audience

= Revealed through the word of God and understood through faith

= i.e. through the prophets (the spoken word), the scriptures (the
written word) and especially through Jesus (the incarnate Word).

= John 12:44-45
= Hebrews 1:1-2

= Special revelation reveals the way of salvation
= John 3:16-17/



How do we respond to God's written revelation?

= How would you respond if you believed God spoke directly to you?

= Just because the Bible is inspired by God doesn't mean that we should be
passive consumers — we need to be actively engaged with God's Word

= |f the Bible is the perfect Word of God, then it is sufficient; it contains all
we need for life and godliness. We grow in that by engaging with fit.

= James 1:25 - "But whoever looks intently into the perfect law that gives
freedom, and continues in it - not forgetting what they have heard, but
doing it - they will be blessed in what they do." (NIV)

What's in the hot dog?

= The protestant Bible is comprised of 66 books written by about
40 different authors over the span of over 1,000 years

= These books are divided into Old Testament and New Testament

= "Testament” means "covenant”

= The Old Testament contains 39 books

= The New Testament contains 2/ books
