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1. Introduc,on: 
Ballers Academy is fully commi1ed to providing a safe and healthy environment for all 
individuals engaged in grassroots football ac9vi9es. This Health & Safety Policy underscores 
our unwavering dedica9on to safeguarding the well-being of our members while upholding 
strict compliance with The Football Associa9on's Health & Safety guidelines. 
 
2. Responsibili,es: 
a) The Club Commi1ee bears the responsibility for establishing and upholding effec9ve 
health and safety protocols within the club. 
 
b) Every member of the club, including players, coaches, volunteers, and visitors, is 
accountable for adhering to health and safety regula9ons and guidelines while present on 
club premises or par9cipa9ng in club-related events and ac9vi9es. 
 
3. Risk Assessment: 
a) Ballers Academy shall rou9nely carry out comprehensive risk assessments covering club 
facili9es, equipment, and ac9vi9es to proac9vely iden9fy poten9al hazards. 
 
b) Measures to mi9gate iden9fied risks will be promptly implemented, and risk assessments 
will be subject to regular review and updates to maintain their relevance. 
 
4. Facili,es and Equipment:

5. First Aid: 
a) Adequate first aid facili9es and proficiently trained personnel will be available at all club 
ac9vi9es and events. 
 
b) Individuals sustaining injuries will receive immediate and appropriate first aid treatment, 
with serious injuries being reported to the relevant authori9es as s9pulated by regula9ons. 
 
6. Fire Safety: 
a) Ballers Academy shall maintain appropriate fire safety measures encompassing fire 
ex9nguishers, clearly marked fire exits, and emergency evacua9on procedures. 
 
b) Regular fire safety drills and training exercises will be conducted to ensure that all 
par9cipants are well-versed in the requisite procedures in the event of a fire. 



 
 
7. Repor,ng Incidents: 
a) All instances of accidents, injuries, and near misses occurring during club ac9vi9es must 
be promptly reported to the designated club safety officer.

a) Ballers Academy shall diligently adhere to all government and Football Associa9on 
guidelines pertaining to COVID-19, encompassing hygiene measures, social distancing 
norms, and restric9ons related to spectators. 
 
b) The club shall vigorously communicate and enforce these measures to safeguard the 
health of our members and the broader community. 
 
9. Training and Awareness: 
a) Coaches, volunteers, and relevant club members shall receive comprehensive training in 
health and safety procedures, including me9culous instruc9on regarding COVID-19 safety 
measures. 
 
b) Ballers Academy shall ac9vely promote health and safety awareness across all members 
to foster a collec9ve commitment to maintaining a secure environment. 
 
10. Review and Update: 
This Health & Safety Policy shall be subject to periodic review to ensure its con9nuing 
effec9veness and alignment with per9nent regula9ons.
