Upgrading the Laundry Area for Women's Shelter in Baja California, Mexico

Mujeres Nuevo Comienzo (MNC) is a women's
shelter that provides a safe home to abused,
abandoned and shattered women and their
children with a desire to see them experience
healing through a personal encounter with
God.

As part of their daily routine at MNC, the
women are responsible for washing, drying and
folding their clothes and those of their
children. The current laundry area is far from
adequate; the scrub basins are not securely set
up and they often fall and break, there is no
shade from the hot sun and the wind and dust
blow in the afternoon making the challenging

task even harder. The existing laundry facility is = B =i
shown in the pictures below.

Help fund the construction of an upgraded 12' by 15' outdoor laundry facility which will
include a level concrete floor, 2 additional wash basins with safe supports, permanent
water and drain piping and most of all a roof and side wall to protect the women and
young children from the sun, wind and blowing dust while they tend to their washing. This
new facility will help ease a burden in these women's challenging daily lives.

Cost: Materials - $2,200 Cdn (built by a volunteer team) or add $650 Cdn to employ local
labourers to complete the construction of the project. DONATE o
