2. Theuse of abutting streets or lanes requires the approval of the Development &
Building Department.

3. All concrete slabs, footings and foundations shall be removed. Excavations shall be filled
and compacted if new construction does not proceed immediately. Approved fencing and
walkways are required around the demolition site as per provincial and national safety
regulations.

4. The demolition work shall be executed in a diligent manner to ensure that damage does
not occur to adjacent buildings or property. Upon completion, the site shall be left
clean and properly graded.

5. Anydamage to town streets, sidewalks, curbs or any other town property caused during
the demolition shall be repaired by the owner or contractor or will be repaired by the
Resort Village of Tobin Lake; with costs for such repair being payable by the owner or
contractor.
