This allows us to more efficiently
utilize limited funding to gather your feedback and will help us expedite compiling the results.



In addition, the public will have the opportunity to weigh in on new conservation issues of statewide
significance that were brought to the attention of the Conservation Congress through the citizen
resolution process prior to Feb. 26. The citizen resolution submittal period is now closed for 2024.

Elections for WCC delegates will take place during the in-person WCC/DNR Spring Hearings held in each
county on April 8, 2024.
