THING. THEY WERE DEPENDENT ON THE HORSE FOR TRANSPORTATION, BUT
FOUGHT THEIR BATTLES “DISMOUNTED.” LIKE THE DRAGOONS WHO WERE THE
MOUNTED MIGHTING FOGRCE THEY WERE THE FORERUNNER OF THE CALVARY WHICH
WAS OFFICIALLY ESTABLISHED IN 1855,
