You pocket
both items and later add them to your miscellanous box to gaiher dust Those items and many more
may have more value than some silver coins you find. Thatf's what this column will confain. 1'll
provide buyers names and addresses of certain arfifacts wholl pay bop dollar for such "junk”.

THE COIN CORNER
LIGHTING AND MAGNIFICATION: The same coin can have a different appearance depending upon
the Eghling condiions and also the amount of magnificalion used to examine it For purposes of
standardizalion, we recommend that a magnifying giass of four o eight power be used. This is
sufficient to reveal all the differences and pecudiarities necessary fo grade the coin accurately. At ihe
same time it is not Ioo much magnificafion. Under extreme magnificalion -10 power or more- even
e finest coin may show many marks and mnperfecions in an exaggerated fashion. You may wish o
keep a stronger magnifying glass on hand, however, for examinalion of minute die details

itis also desirable 1o use a magnifying giass of sufficient width so ihat a fairly large amount of the
coin's surface can be shudied at one fime.

Recommended for grading is a 100 wait incandescent light bulb approximaiely three feet rom e
coin. Incandescent light furnishes a pinpoint light source and enables suface characleristics i be
shudied in more detail. Fluorescent light, which spreads llumination from a diffused orgin, is apt o
conceal minute differences. "Tensor” lype lamps, popular at coin corventions, furmish a high intensily
pinpoint light source and are salisfactory for grading.

To grade a coin, hold it beiween your fingerfips (over a soft surface to prevent damage in the
event of dropping) at an angle so thatlight from the bulb reflects from the coin's surface into your eye.
Turn or rotate the coin horizontally so that different characterisics can be observed in better detail.
You will want to examine the edge also.

Lamp wattages and magnifying intensifies are less aifical with circulated grades. They are very
important, however, for Undirculated and Proof coins where judgement is dependent upon relafively
small differences in surface appearance.
