Over the years the United States has had several mints. The most familicr are Philadelphia.
Denver and San Francisco. These three mints account for amaost all the coins minted. Several
mints have come and gone. In the 1830's Gold wos discovered in Georgia. North Carolina.
Virginio and Alabama. As d resulf. in 1838 two mints were established in the south. at
Dahlonega Georga and Charlotte North Cardling. These mints coined Gald only and were
closed ot the start of the Civil War in 1861.
Inthe some year a new mint was opened in New Crieans and operated until 1909, With the
vast ameunt of Silver being mined in Nevada a mint wos opened in Carson City. This mint
ocperated from 1870 to 1893. Recently a new mint has opened. at West Point. This mint mainly
produces Gad and Commerative coirs.
