A BRIEF HISTORY OF ELONGATED COINS.

Tuis generally accepted that the rolling of elongated coins in the
AUnited States began at the World's Columbian Exposition feld in
Chicago, Tllingis in 1692-1893. Flongated coins are coing rolles
through Rand cranked mill yype mackines consisting of reverse
engraved Sies cut in steel rollers, simifar in concept 1o wringers on
old fashioned washing machines. Regular eoins are run between
the rollers under tremendous pressure, (about 22 tons), whick
presses the coin into the Oie, and Gue to the pressure,
simultanesusly stretches the esin into an “Elongates” shape.

Elongated coins come in all Senominations inclufing 10hiens an
Joreign coins, with the ove cent piece being By far the most
common. Hith its start as a money making souvenir at Worlds
Fairs and Expositions, the elongated coin has evolved into
mementos for most any event, activity or topic. Many ave used as

", yromstional o personal cards.

Prices of elongated coins vary Sepending on the number rolles, age,

Senomination, popularity of topic or event, even the condition of the .
eoin. There are four published Gooks which catalog elongated
coins. The latest and the most comprefiensive was authiores by
Angelo A. Rosato, “Encyclopebia of the Flodern Elongated’s” 199D
(1700 pages—Bard Bounf). : ;

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WHAT OLD GLORY SHOULD MEAN TO YOU

The American flag has been ridiculed, burned, stomped
on and disgraced, but yet it still is the proudest flag.
flying in this old world. It superbly stands for freedom
and yet some Americans let others desecrate :

the meaning of this wonderful flag of ours. It has
survived the revolutions and all the wars that have
besieged this great country of ours. They are still

trying to remove it from our schools. They also say that
children in the schools do not have to pledge allegiance,

: even though it stands all of the Americans who fought
and died for what the flag stands for. The American flag is one of the oldest flags of the
world. Only Austria, Denmark, Great Britain, Netherlands, Sweden, and Switzerland are
older. Many different flags flew over the United States until the evolution of the “Stars and
Stripes”. : ' - Bk

The first flag to fly over North America may have been the Viking banner, a black raven on
a white field, a symbol of good luck carried by Leif Ericsson as he visited Newfoundland.
In January 1776, General George Washington proclaimed the organization of the -
Continental Army and raised the Continental Colors. This was the first red and white
thirteen striped flag, with the British Union Jack in the canton. The most popular story of
Betsy Ross sewing the first flag seems to be unlikely. The most likely candidate for designer
of the Flag appears to have been Francis Hopkinson. He was a signer of the Declaration of
Independence and a recognized designer. A record was found of Mr. Hopkinson submitting
a bill of $2,700 to Congress for “currency designs, design for the Great Seal of the U. S.,a
treasury seal and a design for the Flag. The color scheme and design of the Flag is symbolic
of America. The white stripes represent the purity and serenity of the nation, the red
stripes represent the blood spilled by Americans who made the ultimate sacrifice for
freedom. The white stars symbolize the purity, liberty, and freedom within the nation. The
royal blue field stands for freedom and justice. The number of stars and stripes
represented the first 13 states. The first official flag of the United States was created by
Congress on June 14, 1777. 1t consisted of 13 alternate red and white stripes and 13 white
stars in a field of blue, representing the 13 colonies that had declared their independence in
1776, Congress adopted a new flag of 15 stars and 15 stripes in 1795 recognizing two new.
states, Vermont and Kentucky. By 1817 there were 20 states in the Union and it became
apparent that adding a stripe for each new state would destroy the shape of the flag. In
1818 Congress restored the original design of 13 stripes and provided that each state was to
be represented by one star. In 1912 President Taft ordered that there be six even rows of
eight stars each. Previously the arrangement was left up to the flag maker’s fancy. After
the admission of Hawaii into the Union in 1959, the flag was officially changed for the 26
time since its creation. Each star in the flag represents a certain state of the Union. The

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special occasions when weather permits. 3. The flag should be displayed at every polling
place on election days. 4. The flag should be displayed in or near every schoolhouse.

S. The flag should always be hoisted briskly and lowered slowly. 6. When the flag is
carried in a ceremony it should always be on the right of any other flag. 7. When
displayed it should be on the right and its staff in front of all other flags. 8. When
displayed with other flags it should be at the highest point. 9. When displayed with other
flags on a halyard it should be on top. 10. No other flag ,when displayed with the
American flag , should be larger. 11. If it is to hoisted out in a horizontal position it should
have the union first, away from the building. 12. If it is not being flown from a mast or
rope then it should be displayed in a flat position. 13. If suspended over a street it should
have the union to the north on a east and west street or to the east in a north and south
street. 14. If on a speaker’s platform it should never be draped over the front of the
platform. 15. The flag can be used at an unveiling but should never be used as a covering.
16. When flown at half mast the flag is hoisted to the top before being lowered. On
Memorial Day the flag is displayed at half-staff until noon and at full staff from noon until
sunset. Half-staff honors the heroic dead and full staff shows that the nation lives.

17. Only by the order of the President may crape streamers be affixed to flagstaffs or
spearheads in a parade. 18. When used to cover a casket the union should be at the head
and over the left shoulder. It should never touch the ground or be placed in a grave.

19. In a church the flag should be on the congregations right. 20. When a flag is no longer
fit for display it should be destroyed in a dignified way, preferably by burning.

July 4", 1818 the stars and stripes began to assume its present appearance.

July 4™, 1861— the 34 star flag became official.

July 4™, 1908 the 46 star flag became official.

1912-1959—----the flag was designed to have 48 stars.

July 4™ 1959— the flag was designed to have 49 stars with the addition of Alaska.

July 4™ 1960— the flag was designed to have 50 stars with the addition of Hawaii.

No one knows for sure how the stars and stripes were given to these earlier flags but one
theory is that it came from the coat of arms of the Washington family.

In 1989-1990 the U.S. Supreme Court struck down laws declaring flag burning to be
desecration, and instead reaffirmed First Amendment right of self expression. These ruling
caused a great deal of anger among patriotic groups, which have in turn called for a.
Constitutional Amendment to protect the U.S. Flag as a symbol of our Nation.

So on this Independence Day lets all remember what our great Flag stands for and
remember what all Americans went through to have “Old Glory” stand tall over all
Nations. If you hear someone talk about our Nation, let them know that we are the BEST
in the world and if they don’t like it, tell them they can go some where else and live. Its
time, we as Americans, stood up and be counted for what we believe in. Do you fly the Flag
on Holidays? Do you stand when the colors are presented? Do you have an American Flag

in your home? LET’S STAND UP FOR AMERICA AND RECOGNIZE THE FLAG ON
