The CLCC Annual Meeting was
held on September 9th; quorum
was reached. President David

Glass led the meeting and provided
an overview of the successful year.

Cedar experienced robust native
vegetation and filamentous algae
in several areas this year. Other
lakes have experienced the
same, and our vegetation map-
ping expert believes climate
factors favored certain natives.
Also, our increased water clarity
stimulates vegetation growth.
We now see vegetation in 18-21
feet of water (previously was 12-
15 ft).

Limited aquatic invasive species
control was needed, and 2023
expenses were covered by DNR
and Wright County grants. See
page 7 for more details.

CLCC Picnic and Music on the
Water were once again great
community celebrations. Next
year, the Picnic and Music on
the Water are planned for July

This fall the DNR completed its walleye stocking on Cedar. The
fingerlings average 19 fish to the pound; 315 pounds were
stocked which resulted in 5,985 fingerlings.

This was the second stocking Cedar received this year. Be-
cause of conditions beyond our control for our fall stocking of
2022, CLCC stocked this past spring. CLCC'’s next stocking is
set for the fall 2024. We currently have $3,880 in the walleye
fund. Our goal is $8,000.

Woodpecker Waffle Recipe

Here’s a great project for a snow day with kiddos. We have many
woodpecker varieties on Cedar Lake: downy, hairy, pileated and
more. Fill the waffle holes with peanut butter and sprinkle with nuts.
Ingredients

2 eggs

1 cup milk, warmed
1/4 cup butter or suet
1&1/2 cups cornmeal
2 teaspoons baking powder |
1/4 chopped walnuts

1/4 cup peanut butter

1/4 cup peanuts, or other
nuts

Directions

1. Preheat the waffle iron. Break 2 eggs into a medium-sized
bowl and whip with a wire whisk. Add the warm milk and melt-
ed butter or suet. Mix thoroughly. o

2. In alarge mixing bowl, stir together the cornmeal, baking pow-
der and 1/4 cup chopped walnuts.

3. Make a well in the center of the dry ingredients. Pour the wet
ingredients in the center. Stir until the mixture is well blend-
ed—there will be a few lumps.

4. Spoon enough batter into the preheated waffle iron. Cook the
waffle until it is well done and dark brown. (Hint: this recipe
works best when the waffles are very stiff).

There are many obstacles for loons and their chicks, from predation,
weather, and watercraft traffic. We ask you to give the loons at least 200
feet of space.

MN DNR Quality Sunfish Initiative

Limits Being Considered on Clearwater

For years, anglers have been
telling the MN DNR they were
satisfied with sunfish/bluegill
numbers but an increasing num-
ber of anglers have been con-
cerned about catching so many
small sunfish.

DNR fisheries managers re-
sponded with a quality sunfish
initiative that uses proven daily
limits of five or 10 sunfish to pro-
tect and improve sunfish quality on
select lakes with both biological
potential to produce large sunfish
and strong public support.

There are numerous lakes in Min-
nesota with the sunfish daily limits,
and most recently our neighbor
lake, Clearwater, began the pro-
cess to implement the limit. Their
public meeting in September of
2023 indicated strong public sup-

port for the limit.

The CLCC Fish and Wildlife Com-
mittee has a strong relationship
with our regional DNR Fisheries
Manager. The DNR is planning a
fish survey in 2024 on Cedar to
better understand the numbers and
size of sunfish and crappies. If it is
determined that Cedar could bene-
fit from a restriction, a public meet-
ing will be held for input.

What's the Buzz for December?

1st week | Will Cedar Lake have ice this week? Probably not! But
we may see the beautiful rime and white frost. These frosts, with
dazzling interlocking crystals, forms when nights are clear and calm
with moist air.

2nd week | A heated bird bath brings many winter visitors, including
chickadees, nuthatches, and house finches. Just before a snow
storm expect a feeding frenzy at the feeders. Geese and trumpeter
swans honk and party all night on Cedar’s open water.

3rd week | What do the deer find to eat? When the snow covers the
acorns and grasses, the deer go for twigs of sugar maple, bass-
wood, and oak. The average deer needs 6-12 pounds of twigs a day.
4th week | The plucky chickadee’s heart beats 700 times a minute
and they need to eat the equivalent of their own weight everyday in
the winter. Chickadees sometimes take seeds from human hands.

Paul’s Corner

I love the change of seasons and so enjoy the spectacular colors of fall
and the bird migration. But, of course, Old Man Winter is here! Please
consider filling that bird feeder and enjoying all of nature through your
window. Not a fan of the expense or mess of bird food? A great alterna-
tive is a heated bird bath which will attract all sorts of birds—chickadees,
cardinals, nuthatches, wood peckers, juncos, and more.

5. Fill the square spaces of the cooled waffle with peanut butter
and sprinkle with nuts, or place a sunflower in the square hole.
Generally, two waffles back-to-back will fill a typical wire mesh
suet feeder.

Year in Review in Quick Bits

Limited Aquatic Invasive Species Treatment Required

The Water Quality Committee is delighted to report that, again this
year, limited aquatic invasive species (AlS) control was required on
Cedar.

The only AlS requiring treatment was curly leaf pondweed, with 4.1
acres treated in May. Costs were covered by a DNR grant.
Professional vendors inspected the lake for eurasian water milfoil and
no areas needing treatment were found. Likewise, our annual profes-
sional search for starry stonewort indicated the invasive has not en-
tered Cedar.

Unfortunately, in August, starry stonewort was discovered on neigh-
boring Clearwater Lake. There is a solid and aggressive treatment

plan in place and there is every reason to be optimistic for good con-
trol. See more about Clearwater’s starry stonewort on page 7.

CLCC contracted for an extra $29,000 (about 1,300 hours) of extra

access monitoring from Wright County. Here are a few data points:

e Total of 1,538 hours and 1,978 inspections completed.

e Best ever inspections per hour (IPH) at 1.28; over 1 IPH is consid-
ered excellent.

The Water Quality Committee and the Board of Directors are carefully
evaluating the data to be mindful and effective with our access moni-
toring expenses.

Water Clarity and Vegetation
Water clarity was again excellent this year, with the 2023 average

clarity being a delightful 14 feet. We had a bumper crop of native veg-
etation—particularly on the northside. Our vendors commented that
we were not the only lake with this issue; probably due to unusual
climate factors and wide variations in lake levels.

The pesky filamentous algae was a visitor again
this year. Though filamentous algae is part of the

Eyes Forward and Have a Plan
CLCC remains vigilant and is already making 2024 plans for access

monitoring, AlS control, and a focus on the latest lake science. The
Water Quality Committee’s Rapid Response Team has enhanced the
check list, should we experience a new AlS. The Committee will con-
tinue to work with the DNR and of other lake management experts to
develop thoughtful, comprehensive and cost effective lake manage-
ment strategies.

Enhanced Carp Control Project for Cedar Chain Completes 1st Year

The Clearwater River Water-
shed District (CRWD) has
completed the first of a two-
year project that will benefit
Cedar and the three lakes up-
stream that flow into Cedar
(Swartout, Albion and Hen-
shaw).

CRWD hired Carp Solutions, a company founded in 2014 by U of M
researcher Dr. Przemyslaw Bajer to design this research project. Dr.
Bajer is considered a world expert in carp management.

The first task last summer was to determine the populations of carp in
each lake of the Cedar chain. This was done with electrofishing. You
may have seen electrofishing boats on Cedar during the summer.
Most of their time, however, was spent on Swartout because of its very
large and active population of carp.

The next step was to install radio trackers in some of the carp. These
carp are called “Judas Fish” because they allow researchers to better
understand where carp are spawning and how they move through the
season.

These fish will be tracked next spring during spawning and a report
from Carp Solutions will support the Watershed District in determining
whether there are cost effective methods of reducing carp populations
to improve water quality in each of the lakes studied.

This project benefits from new knowledge and advanced technology
tgat allows Carp Solutions to count the fish and to track their spawning

part of the original CASH program begun in 2007. Carp are a major
contributor to water quality problems. Since 2007, the CASH program
has resulted in the creation of phosphorus filtering ponds and fish bar-
riers to protect Cedar’s waters. The current project is the next step.
Funding for the current project comes from the CASH program’s ongo-
ing maintenance fund.

The Clearwater River Watershed District (CRWD) is a local government unit
serving portions of Wright, Meeker, and Stearns counties in central Minnesota.
The District promotes and protects water resources in order to maintain proper-
ty values and quality of life. Cedar Lake is part of the District and directly bene-
fits from two CRWD projects.

Starry Stonewort Discovered on Clearwater Lake

The Clearwater Lake Property Owner’s Association (CLPO) has shared
the sad news that starry stonewort--an aquatic invasive species—was
discovered in August. The infestation is a small area of 3.1 acres in a
shallow bay on the southeast side.

The infestation on Clearwater was caught early, and the prognosis for
control is good. The lake association has a solid plan for immediate
treatment; in fact, 3 treatments were completed this fall. The DNR,
Clearwater River Watershed District, county agencies, and expert ven-
dors are engaged to control the infestation.

Currently, we are not aware of starry stonewort in Cedar-Wright
County. We conduct a special search for starry stonewort each fall;
once again this fall, no starry stonewort was detected.

Starry stonewort is a particularly troublesome aquatic invasive species.
It can quickly form very dense mats, choking out native vegetation,

impacting aquatic habitat, and severely limiting recreation.

There are four lakes close to Cedar with the infestation: Lake Sylvia,
Pleasant, Lake Koronis, and now Clearwater.

Starry stonewort spreads by fragments from boating traffic and frag-
ments carried by trailers and watercraft. Anchor ropes, fishing lures and
line, tow ropes, and anything that touches the water can move starry
stonewort and other aquatic invasive species. Remember: Clean.
Drain. Dry.

*Please Note* Starry stonewort has been known to over-
winter. If you ice fish on infested lakes, take extra care that
all gear—line, lures, augers, and underwater cameras are
carefully cleaned.

Cedar Lake Levels
Mercy, Another Year of Extremes

The CLCC Water Quality Committee monitors the lake level and provides yearly data to the DNR. Numerous readings are taken throughout the
summer. Hats off to Water Quality Committee member Karl Leslie for many years of collecting readings.

This was the second year in a row of extremes in our water
level. Similar to 2021,the fall of 2022 ended with a low water
level. Then, heavy snow during the winter resulted in the
highest water level recorded in April of 2023. Our high water
300 foot no wake ordinance was triggered, and lasted until
mid-May. During the summer, drought conditions returned
and the lake level was low. To end the season, needed
rains returned, but the lake level remained low.

Over the last century the development waves of resorts, cab-
ins, and now many full-time homes on Minnesota lakes have
been dramatic in terms of changing the natural shorelines and
wetlands.

Cedar Resident Zebra
Mussel Survey

CLCC Happy Hour

Thanks to all who completed the Cedar zebra mussel survey!

Zebra mussels colonies were first discovered in 2018 on Cedar.

We started non-scientific resident surveys to gain an under-
standing of the changes in the population and density.

Last year, there seemed to be a trend that residents were see-

ing few zebra mussels. This year, that trend reversed.

A few highlights include:

e Most (99%) report seeing zebra mussels on their equip-
ment.

e Those reporting less zebra mussels dropped from 22% in
2022 to 10% this year.

e Most residents describe the zebra mussel presentation on

their equipment as “moderate to heavy with many clumps”.

Cedar is part of a U of MN study studying the ebb and flow of
zebra mussel infestations (see more information on page 3).

Our researcher from the U of MN is interested in our survey and

it will supplement her work.
