Aquatic Invasive Species Updates

Plans are well in place to control aquatic invasive species (AIS) on

our lake. Here’s the bumper sticker of what is happening this sum-

mer:

CTY RD 6 landings. CLCC has purchased an extra 1,175
hours of access monitoring to supplement the Wright County
Soil and Water standard program.

e Treatment of 7.6 acres of Curly Leaf Pondweed (CLP) on
May 23rd on the southeast side of the lake.

e Treatment of limited Eurasian Water Milfoil (EWM) is
planned for July/August. Last year, we did not have any
patches that met treatment criteria, but we are carefully watch-
ing a patch on the north side. If the water within 150 feet of
your property is treated, there is a sign posted on your shore-
line. There are very few restrictions should your property be in
the treatment area.

Cedar Lake is infested with zebra mussels. If your watercraft is
“resident” to Cedar (e.g. in the lake all summer) there is a good
chance it will have zebra mussels. Given this knowledge, and the
time and difficulty for a complete decontamination, consider not
visiting other lakes with your watercraft. Likewise, docks, lifts,
and sea legs are favorite hiding places for zebra mussels, so sell or
buy used equipment only if it has over-wintered before moving to a
different lake.

Good Weed or Bad Weed?

Included with this mailing is a page of common lake vegetation in
Cedar. Again this year we are seeing some native clasping pond-
weed on Cedar—often confused with curly leaf pondweed.

Good Weed
Over 99% of the aquatic vegetation in our lake is a
00 good weed—native vegetation. We have a wonderful

V assortment in our lake including the highly desired hard-

stemmed rushes and lily pads. Some scientists believe a
robust native population may reduce invasives. Our di-
verse native vegetation is a sign of a healthy lake with a balanced sys-
tem to provide food and shelter for wildlife.

Bad Weed

Curly Leaf Pondweed (CLP) and Eurasian Water Milfoil
(EWM)—aquatic invasive species are in our lake. Our ag-
gressive control strategies over the past decade have been
successful and we have very small areas of infestation.

The newest bad weed in Minnesota is starry stone-
wort. The threat is close to Cedar given nearby in-

festations in Sylvia, Pleasant, and Koronis. Starry

stonewort spreads by fragments.

CLCC is pleased to sponsor the
lifejacket loaner station at Schroeder
Park (north side of lake). The station
is well stocked and ready for use this
year. CLCC has partnered with
Wright County Parks for this popular
service. The station provides an

Please be mindful of the loon
families during this critical time
when the young chicks are not
yet diving.

The south pair was first with two
chicks. The northeast pair has one
chick, and the northwest pair are
sitting tight. The sandbar pair lost
their first clutch of eggs, but in
early June were observed to be

The chicks do not go back to the
nest so they are exposed to the
many perils of open water. Give
them plenty of space—at least
200 feet—on the water when
enjoying the lake.
