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The EASTER TRIDUUM includes the three holy days prior to Easter Sunday. Maundy Thursday, 

Good Friday, and Holy Saturday are at the heart of the Holy Week observance. The proper liturgies 

appointed in The Book of Common Prayer for these three days may be viewed as one continuous 

service lasting three days which begins with the Opening Acclamation on Maundy Thursday and 

continues without dismissal until the conclusion of the Triduum with the Easter Vigil.  

The evening of MAUNDY THURSDAY begins the Triduum. It comes from the Latin mandatum 

novum, “new commandment,” from Jn 13:34. The ceremony of washing feet was also referred to as 

“the Maundy.” Maundy Thursday celebrations also commemorate the institution of the eucharist 

by Jesus “on the night he was betrayed.” The Prayer Book liturgy for Maundy Thursday provides 

for celebration of the eucharist and a ceremony of the washing of feet which follows the gospel and 

homily. Following this, the altar is stripped and all decorative furnishings are removed from the 

church.  

GOOD FRIDAY is the Friday before Easter Day, on which the church commemorates the crucifixion 

of Jesus. It is a day of fasting and special acts of discipline and self-denial. In the early church 

candidates for baptism, joined by others, fasted for a day or two before the Paschal feast. At Good 

Shepherd, we use music from Taizé, an ecumenical monastic community in France.  

 

THE GREAT VIGIL OF EASTER is the principle and most ancient Eucharistic service of the church 

year. It is an experiential drama that moves from the Passion and death of Jesus Christ to his 

Resurrection. The service begins in darkness, sometime between sunset on Holy Saturday and 

sunrise on Easter, and consists of four parts: The Service of Light (kindling of new fire, lighting the 

Paschal candle, the Exsultet); The Service of Lessons (readings from the Hebrew Scriptures 

interspersed with psalms, canticles, and prayers); Christian Initiation (Holy Baptism) or the 

Renewal of Baptismal Vows; and the Eucharist.

I give you a 

new commandment, that you love one another. Just as I have loved you, you also should love one another. By this 

everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you have love for one another.”

For he was cut off from the land of the living, stricken for the transgression of my 

people. They made his grave with the wicked and his tomb with the rich, although he had done no violence, and 

there was no deceit in his mouth.   
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Yet it was the will of the LORD to crush him with pain.  When you make his life an offering for sin, he shall see 

his offspring, and shall prolong his days; through him the will of the LORD shall prosper. Out of his anguish he 

shall see light; he shall find satisfaction through his knowledge.  The righteous one, my servant, shall make many 

righteous, and he shall bear their iniquities.  Therefore I will allot him a portion with the great, and he shall divide 

the spoil with the strong; because he poured out himself to death, and was numbered with the transgressors; yet 

he bore the sin of many, and made intercession for the transgressors.

SECOND SCRIPTURE READING                                                                                                                            JOHN 19:28-42 
 

After this, when Jesus knew that all was now finished, he said (in order to fulfill the scripture), “I am thirsty.” A 

jar full of sour wine was standing there. So they put a sponge full of the wine on a branch of hyssop and held it to 

his mouth. When Jesus had received the wine, he said, “It is finished.” Then he bowed his head and gave up his 

spirit. Since it was the day of Preparation, the Jews did not want the bodies left on the cross during the sabbath, 

especially because that sabbath was a day of great solemnity. So they asked Pilate to have the legs of the crucified 

men broken and the bodies removed. Then the soldiers came and broke the legs of the first and of the other who 

had been crucified with him. But when they came to Jesus and saw that he was already dead, they did not break 

his legs. Instead, one of the soldiers pierced his side with a spear, and at once blood and water came out. (He who 

saw this has testified so that you also may believe. His testimony is true, and he knows that he tells the truth.) 

These things occurred so that the scripture might be fulfilled, “None of his bones shall be broken.” And again 

another passage of scripture says, “They will look on the one whom they have pierced. ”After these things, Joseph 

of Arimathea, who was a disciple of Jesus, though a secret one because of his fear of the Jews, asked Pilate to let 

him take away the body of Jesus. Pilate gave him permission; so he came and removed his body. Nicodemus, who 

had at first come to Jesus by night, also came, bringing a mixture of myrrh and aloes, weighing about a hundred 

pounds. They took the body of Jesus and wrapped it with the spices in linen cloths, according to the burial custom 

of the Jews. Now there was a garden in the place where he was crucified, and in the garden there was a new tomb 

in which no one had ever been laid. And so, because it was the Jewish day of Preparation, and the tomb was 

nearby, they laid Jesus there.

THE LIGHTING OF THE PASCHAL CANDLE 
 

The congregation gathers at the prayer labyrinth. In the darkness, fire is kindled; after which the Celebrant may address the people in 

these or similar words 

 

Dear friends in Christ: On this most holy night, in which our Lord Jesus passed over from death to life, the Church 

invites her members, dispersed throughout the world, to gather in vigil and prayer. For this is the Passover of the 

Lord, in which, by hearing his Word and celebrating his Sacraments, we share in his victory over death. 

Let us pray. 

O God, through your Son you have bestowed upon your people the brightness of your light: Sanctify this new 

fire, and grant that in this Paschal feast we may so burn with heavenly desires, that with pure minds we may 

attain to the festival of everlasting light; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

The Paschal Candle is then lighted from the newly kindled fire.  The Priest bearing the fire, leads the procession to the chancel, pausing 

three times and singing  

  The light of Christ. 

People Thanks be to God. 

The congregation gathers in the church, standing.

Rejoice now, heavenly hosts and choirs of angels, 

and let your trumpets shout Salvation 

for the victory of our mighty King.

This is the night, when you brought our fathers, the children of Israel, out of bondage in Egypt, and led them 

through the Red Sea on dry land. 

This is the night, when all who believe in Christ are delivered from the gloom of sin, and are restored to grace and 

holiness of life. 

This is the night, when Christ broke the bonds of death and hell, and rose victorious from the grave. 

How wonderful and beyond our knowing, O God, is your mercy and loving-kindness to us, that to redeem a slave, 

you gave a Son. 

How holy is this night, when wickedness is put to flight, and sin is washed away. It restores innocence to the 

fallen, and joy to those who mourn. It casts out pride and hatred, and brings peace and concord. 

How blessed is this night, when earth and heaven are joined and man is reconciled to God. 
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Holy Father, accept our evening sacrifice, the offering of this candle in your honor. May it shine 

continually to drive away all darkness. May Christ, the Morning Star who knows no setting, 

find it ever burning--he who gives his light to all creation, and who lives and reigns for ever 

and ever. Amen. 

It is customary that the Paschal Candle burn at all services from Easter Day through the Day of Pentecost.
