2 Samuel 22:3 The God of my strength, in whom I will trust; My shield
and the horn of my salvation, My stronghold and my refuge; My Savior,
You save me from violence.

2 Samuel 22:31 As for God, His way is perfect; The word of the LORD 1is
proven; He is a shield to all who trust in Him.

Job 15:31 Let him not trust in futile things, deceiving himself, For
futility will be his reward.

Psalm 26:2 Examine me, O LORD, and prove me; Try my mind and my
heart.

Lamentations 3:40 Let us search out and examine our ways, And turn
back to the LORD:;

2 Corinthians 13:5 Examine yourselves as to whether you are in the
faith. Test yourselves. Do you not know yourselves, that Jesus Christ is
in you?—unless indeed you are disqualified.

Galatians 6:4 But let each one examine his own work, and then he will
have rejoicing in himself alone, and not in another.

1 Corinthians 3:13 each one’s work will become clear; for the Day will
declare it, because it will be revealed by fire; and the fire will test each
one’s work, of what sort it is.

Hebrews 11:17 By faith Abraham, when he was tested, offered up Isaac,
and he who had received the promises offered up his only begotten son,
James 1:3 knowing that the testing of your faith produces patience.
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1 Peter 1:7 that the genuineness of your faith, being much more
precious than gold that perishes, though it is tested by fire, may be
found to praise, honor, and glory at the revelation of Jesus Christ,

1 John 2:3 [ The Test of Knowing Him ] Now by this we know that we
know Him, if we keep His commandments.

1 John 4:1 Beloved, do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits,
whether they are of God; because many false prophets have gone out
into the world.

Genesis 22:1 [ Abraham’s Faith Confirmed ] Now it came to pass after
these things that God tested Abraham, and said to him, “Abraham!”
And he said, “Here I am.”

Revelation 2:2 “I know your works, your labor, your patience, and that
you cannot bear those who are evil. And you have tested those who say
they are apostles and are not, and have found them liars;

Psalm 7:9 Oh, let the wickedness of the wicked come to an end, But
establish the just; For the righteous God tests the hearts and minds.
Exodus 23:8 And you shall take no bribe, for a bribe blinds the
discerning and perverts the words of the righteous.

Luke 12:56 Hypocrites! You can discern the face of the sky and of the
earth, but how is it you do not discern this time?

1 Corinthians 2:14 But the natural man does not receive the things of
the Spirit of God, for they are foolishness to him; nor can he know them,
because they are spiritually discerned.

Philippians 1:9 And this I pray, that your love may abound still more
and more in knowledge and all discernment,

Hebrews 4:12 For the word of God is living and powerful, and sharper
than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the division of soul and
spirit, and of joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and
intents of the heart.

Hebrews 5:14 But solid food belongs to those who are of full age, that is,
those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both
good and evil.

Proverbs 15:21 Folly is joy to him who 1s destitute of discernment, But a
man of understanding walks uprightly.

Proverbs 19:25 Strike a scoffer, and the simple will become wary;
Rebuke one who has understanding, and he will discern knowledge.
Proverbs 28:7 Whoever keeps the law is a discerning son, But a
companion of gluttons shames his father.
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1 Corinthians 11

Examine Yourself

27 Therefore whoever eats this bread or drinks this cup of the Lord in
an unworthy manner will be guilty of the body and blood[d] of the
Lord.28 But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of the bread
and drink of the cup. 29 For he who eats and drinks in an unworthy
manner|e]eats and drinks judgment to himself, not discerning the
Lord’s[f] body.30 For this reason many are weak and sick among you,
and many sleep.31 For if we would judge ourselves, we would not be
judged. 32 But when we are judged, we are chastened by the Lord, that
we may not be condemned with the world.

Matthew 28:19 Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations,
baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the
Holy Spirit,

Matthew 8:21 Then another of His disciples said to Him, “Lord, let me
first go and bury my father.”

Luke 14:26 “If anyone comes to Me and does not hate his father and
mother, wife and children, brothers and sisters, yes, and his own life
also, he cannot be My disciple.

John 8:31 Then Jesus said to those Jews who believed Him, “If you
abide in My word, you are My disciples indeed.

John 19:26 When Jesus therefore saw His mother, and the disciple
whom He loved standing by, He said to His mother, “Woman, behold
your son!”

John 19:27 Then He said to the disciple, “Behold your mother!” And
from that hour that disciple took her to his own home.

Luke 18:15 Then they also brought infants to Him that He might touch
them; but when the disciples saw it, they rebuked them.

Matthew 12:49 And He stretched out His hand toward His disciples and
said, “Here are My mother and My brothers!

Matthew 9:10 Now it happened, as Jesus sat at the table in the house,
that behold, many tax collectors and sinners came and sat down with
Him and His disciples.

John 3:25 Then there arose a dispute between some of John’s disciples
and the Jews about purification.

Mark 2:15 Now it happened, as He was dining in Levi’s house, that
many tax collectors and sinners also sat together with Jesus and His
disciples; for there were many, and they followed Him.

Acts 9:36 At Joppa there was a certain disciple named Tabitha, which 1s
translated Dorcas. This woman was full of good works and charitable
deeds which she did.

Acts 14:22 strengthening the souls of the disciples, exhorting them to
continue in the faith, and saying, “We must through many tribulations
enter the kingdom of God.”

Matthew 9:37 Then He said to His disciples, “The harvest truly is
plentiful, but the laborers are few.

John 6:66 From that time many of His disciples went back and walked
with Him no more.

Genesis 7:22 All in whose nostrils was the breath of the spirit of life, all
that was on the dry land, died.
Job 32:8 But it is the spirit in a person, the breath of the Almighty, that
gives them understanding.
Ephesians 2:22 And in him you too are being built together to become a
dwelling in which God lives by his Spirit.
Philippians 1:19 for I know that through your prayers and God’s
provision of the Spirit of Jesus Christ what has happened to me will
turn out for my deliverance.
Revelation 19:10 At this I fell at his feet to worship him. But he said to
me, “Don’t do that! I am a fellow servant with you and with your
brothers and sisters who hold to the testimony of Jesus. Worship God!
For it 1s the Spirit of prophecy who bears testimony to Jesus.”

1 Corinthians 6:17 But whoever is united with the Lord is one with him

Exodus 35:31 he has filled him with the Spirit of God, with wisdom,
with understanding, with knowledge and with all kinds of skills—
Isaiah 11:2 The Spirit of the Lord will rest on him— the Spirit of
wisdom and of understanding, the Spirit of counsel and of might, the
Spirit of the knowledge and fear of the Lord—
Isaiah 29:24 Those who are wayward in spirit will gain understanding;
those who complain will accept instruction.”
Mark 2:8 Immediately Jesus knew in his spirit that this was what they
were thinking in their hearts, and he said to them, “Why are you
thinking these things?
1 Corinthians 2:10 these are the things God has revealed to us by his
Spirit. The Spirit searches all things, even the deep things of God.
1 Corinthians 2:11 For who knows a person’s thoughts except their own
spirit within them? In the same way no one knows the thoughts of God
except the Spirit of God

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1 Corinthians 2:12 What we have received is not the spirit of the world,
but the Spirit who is from God, so that we may understand what God
has freely given us.

Ephesians 6:17 Take the helmet of salvation and the sword of the
Spirit, which is the word of God.

Ephesians 4:3 Make every effort to keep the unity of the Spirit through
the bond of peace.

1 Corinthians 6:19 Do you not know that your bodies are temples of the
Holy Spirit, who is in you, whom you have received from God?
Ephesians 1:13 And you also were included in Christ when you heard
the message of truth, the gospel of your salvation. When you believed,
you were marked in him with a seal, the promised Holy Spirit,

Exodus 31:3 And I have filled him with the Spirit of God, in wisdom, in
understanding, in knowledge, and in all manner of workmanship,
Ephesians 3:16 I pray that out of his glorious riches he may strengthen
you with power through his Spirit in your inner being,

Ephesians 5:18 Do not get drunk on wine, which leads to debauchery.
Instead, be filled with the Spirit,

1 Peter 3:4 it should be that of your inner self, the unfading beauty of a
gentle and quiet spirit, which is of great worth in God’s sight.

1 Corinthians 5:4 So when you are assembled and I am with you in
spirit, and the power of our Lord Jesus is present,

Philippians 3:3 For it is we who are the circumcision, we who serve God
by his Spirit, who boast in Christ Jesus, and who put no confidence in
the flesh—

1 Peter 2:5 you also, like living stones, are being built into a spiritual
house to be a holy priesthood, offering spiritual sacrifices acceptable to
God through Jesus Christ.

Numbers 11:29 Then Moses said to him, “Are you zealous for my sake?
Oh, that all the LORD’s people were prophets and that the LORD would
put His Spirit upon them!”

Judges 13:25 And the Spirit of the LORD began to move upon him at
Mahaneh Dan between Zorah and Eshtaol.

8 There is therefore now no condemnation to those who are in Christ
Jesus, who do not walk according to the flesh, but according to the
Spirit. 2 For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has made me
free from the law of sin and death. 3 For what the law could not do in
that it was weak through the flesh, God did by sending His own Son in
the likeness of sinful flesh, on account of sin: He condemned sin in the
flesh,4 that the righteous requirement of the law might be fulfilled in us
who do not walk according to the flesh but according to the Spirit. 5 For
those who live according to the flesh set their minds on the things of the
flesh, but those who live according to the Spirit, the things of the Spirit.
6 For to be carnally minded is death, but to be spiritually minded is life
and peace. 7 Because the carnal mind is enmity against God; for it is
not subject to the law of God, nor indeed can be. 8 So then, those who
are in the flesh cannot please God.

9 But you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of
God dwells in you. Now if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he
1s not His. 10 And if Christ is in you, the body is dead because of sin,
but the Spirit is life because of righteousness. 11 But if the Spirit of
Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, He who raised
Christ from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through
His Spirit who dwells in you.

Sonship Through the Spirit

12 Therefore, brethren, we are debtors—not to the flesh, to live
according to the flesh. 13 For if you live according to the flesh you will
die; but if by the Spirit you put to death the deeds of the body, you will
live. 14 For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of
God. 15 For you did not receive the spirit of bondage again to fear, but
you received the Spirit of adoption by whom we cry out, “Abba, Father.”
16 The Spirit Himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children
of God, 17 and if children, then heirs—heirs of God and joint heirs with
Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him, that we may also be glorified
together.

10 We grope for the wall like the blind, And we grope as if we
had no eyes; We stumble at noonday as at twilight; We are as dead men
in desolate places. 11 We all growl like bears, And moan sadly like
doves; We look for justice, but there is none; For salvation, but it is far
from us. 12 For our transgressions are multiplied before You, And our
sins testify against us; For our transgressions are with us, And as for
our iniquities, we know them: 13 In transgressing and lying against the
LORD, And departing from our God, Speaking oppression and revolt,
Conceiving and uttering from the heart words of falsehood.

Isaiah 30:13 Therefore this iniquity shall be to you Like a breach ready
to fall, A bulge in a high wall, Whose breaking comes suddenly,
Ezekiel 21:16 “Swords at the ready! Thrust right! Set your blade!
Thrust left— Wherever your edge is ordered!
Ezekiel 38:7 “Prepare yourself and be ready, you and all your companies
that are gathered about you; and be a guard for them.
Matthew 24:44 Therefore you also be ready, for the Son of Man 1is
coming at an hour you do not expect.
Matthew 25:10 And while they went to buy, the bridegroom came, and
those who were ready went in with him to the wedding; and the door
was shut.

And
those who walk in pride He is able to put down.
Matthew 22:16 “Teacher, we know that You are true, and teach the way
of God in truth; nor do You care about anyone, for You do not regard the
person of men.
Luke 20:21 “Teacher, we know that You say and teach rightly, and You
do not show personal favoritism, but teach the way of God in truth:
John 3:21 But he who does the truth comes to the light, that his deeds
may be clearly seen,
John 4:24 God i1s Spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in
spirit and truth.”
John 8:32 you shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.”
John 14:17 the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because
it neither sees Him nor knows Him; but you know Him, for He dwells
with you and will be in you.
John 17:17 Sanctify them by Your truth. Your word is truth.
2 Corinthians 13:8 we can do nothing against the truth, but for the
truth.

Psalm 145:18 The Lord is near to all who call upon Him, To all who call
upon Him in truth.

Romans 2:8 but to those who are self-seeking and do not obey the truth,

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John 8

37 “I know that you are Abraham’s descendants, but you seek to kill
Me, because My word has no place in you. 38 I speak what I have seen
with My Father, and you do what you have seen withll] your father.”

39 They answered and said to Him, “Abraham is our father.”

Jesus said to them, “If you were Abraham’s children, you would do the
works of Abraham. 40 But now you seek to kill Me, a Man who has told
you the truth which I heard from God. Abraham did not do this. 41 You
do the deeds of your father.” Then they said to Him, “We were not born
of fornication; we have one Father—God.”

42 Jesus said to them, “If God were your Father, you would love Me, for
I proceeded forth and came from God; nor have I come of Myself, but He
sent Me. 43 Why do you not understand My speech? Because you are
not able to listen to My word. 44 You are of your father the devil, and
the desires of your father you want to do. He was a murderer from the
beginning, and does not stand in the truth, because there is no truth in
him. When he speaks a lie, he speaks from his own resources, for he is a
Liar and the father of it. 45 But because I tell the truth, you do not
believe Me. 46 Which of you convicts Me of sin? And if I tell the truth,
why do you not believe Me? 47 He who is of God hears God’s words;
therefore you do not hear, because you are not of God.”

2 Thessalonians 2

8 And then the lawless one will be revealed, whom the Lord will
consume with the breath of His mouth and destroy with the brightness
of His coming. 9 The coming of the lawless one is according to the
working of Satan, with all power, signs, and lying wonders, 10 and with
all unrighteous deception among those who perish, because they did not
receive the love of the truth, that they might be saved. 11 And for this
reason God will send them strong delusion, that they should believe the
lie, 12 that they all may be condemned who did not believe the truth but
had pleasure in unrighteousness.

13 But we are bound to give thanks to God always for you, brethren
beloved by the Lord, because God from the beginning chose you for
salvation through sanctification by the Spirit and belief in the truth, 14
to which He called you by our gospel, for the obtaining of the glory of
our Lord Jesus Christ. 15 Therefore, brethren, stand fast and hold the
traditions which you were taught, whether by word or our epistle.

Matthew 3:8 Therefore bear fruits worthy of repentance,

Matthew 11:20 Then He began to rebuke the cities in which most of His
mighty works had been done, because they did not repent:

Matthew 13:15 For the hearts of this people have grown dull. Their ears
are hard of hearing, And their eyes they have closed, Lest they should
see with their eyes and hear with their ears, Lest they should
understand with their hearts and turn, So that I should heal them.’

21 But now the righteousness of God apart from the law is revealed,
being witnessed by the Law and the Prophets, 22 even the
righteousness of God, through faith in Jesus Christ, to all and on all[h]
who believe. For there is no difference; 23 for all have sinned and fall
short of the glory of God, 24 being justified freely by His grace through
the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, 25 whom God set forth as a
propitiation by His blood, through faith, to demonstrate His
righteousness, because in His forbearance God had passed over the sins
that were previously committed, 26 to demonstrate at the present time
His righteousness, that He might be just and the justifier of the one
who has faith in Jesus.

29 Or 1s He the God of the Jews only? Is He not also the God of the
Gentiles? Yes, of the Gentiles also, 30 since there is one God who will
justify the circumcised by faith and the uncircumcised through faith. 31
Do we then make void the law through faith? Certainly not! On the
contrary, we establish the law.

Mark 11:24 Therefore I say to you, whatever things you ask when you
pray, believe that you receive them, and you will have them.
John 12:44 Then Jesus cried out and said, “He who believes in Me,
believes not in Me but in Him who sent Me.
Acts 19:18 And many who had believed came confessing and telling
their deeds.
Romans 1:16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the
power of God to salvation for everyone who believes, for the Jew first
and also for the Greek.
Romans 13:11 And do this, knowing the time, that now it is high time to
awake out of sleep; for now our salvation is nearer than when we first
believed.

Philippians 1:29 For to you it has been granted on behalf of Christ, not
only to believe in Him, but also to suffer for His sake,

1 Thessalonians 1:7 so that you became examples to all in Macedonia
and Achaia who believe.

2 Thessalonians 2:13 But we are bound to give thanks to God always for
you, brethren beloved by the Lord, because God from the beginning
chose you for salvation through sanctification by the Spirit and belief in

1 Timothy 1:16 However, for this reason I obtained mercy, that in me
first Jesus Christ might show all longsuffering, as a pattern to those
who are going to believe on Him for everlasting life.

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John 3 The New Birth

3 There was a man of the Pharisees named Nicodemus, a ruler of the
Jews. 2 This man came to Jesus by night and said to Him, “Rabbi, we
know that You are a teacher come from God; for no one can do these
signs that You do unless God is with him.”

3 Jesus answered and said to him, “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless
one is born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.”

11 Most assuredly, I
say to you, We speak what We know and testify what We have seen,
and you do not receive Our witness. 12 If I have told you earthly things
and you do not believe, how will you believe if I tell you heavenly
things? 13 No one has ascended to heaven but He who came down from
heaven, that is, the Son of Man who is in heaven. 14 And as Moses
lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of Man be
lifted up, 15 that whoever believes in Him should not perish but[b] have
eternal life. 16 For God so loved the world that He gave His only
begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have
everlasting life. 17 For God did not send His Son into the world to
condemn the world, but that the world through Him might be saved.

18 “He who believes in Him is not condemned; but he who does not
believe i1s condemned already, because he has not believed in the name
of the only begotten Son of God. 19 And this is the condemnation, that
the light has come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than
light, because their deeds were evil. 20 For everyone practicing evil
hates the light and does not come to the light, lest his deeds should be
exposed. 21 But he who does the truth comes to the light, that his deeds
may be clearly seen, that they have been done in God.”

13 Brethren, I do not count myself to have apprehended; but one
thing I do, forgetting those things which are behind and reaching
forward to those things which are ahead, 141 press toward the goal for
the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus.

156 Therefore let us, as many as are mature, have this mind; and if in
anything you think otherwise, God will reveal even this to

you.16 Nevertheless, to the degree that we have already attained, let us
walk by the same rule, let us be of the same mind.

Our Citizenship in Heaven

17 Brethren, join in following my example, and note those who so walk,
as you have us for a pattern. 18 For many walk, of whom I have told you
often, and now tell you even weeping, that they are the enemies of the
cross of Christ: 19 whose end is destruction, whose god is their belly, and
whose glory is in their shame—who set their mind on earthly

things.20 For our citizenship is in heaven, from which we also eagerly
wait for the Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ, 2! who will transform our
lowly body that it may be conformed to His glorious body, according to
the working by which He 1s able even to subdue all things to Himself.

Jeremiah 11:7 For I earnestly exhorted your fathers in the day I
brought them up out of the land of Egypt, until this day, rising early
and exhorting, saying, “Obey My voice.”
Luke 3:18 And with many other exhortations he preached to the people.
Acts 2:40 And with many other words he testified and exhorted them,
saying, “Be saved from this perverse generation.”
Acts 13:15 And after the reading of the Law and the Prophets, the
rulers of the synagogue sent to them, saying, “Men and brethren, if you
have any word of exhortation for the people, say on.”
Acts 14:22 strengthening the souls of the disciples, exhorting them to
continue in the faith, and saying, “We must through many tribulations
enter the kingdom of God.”
Acts 15:32 Now Judas and Silas, themselves being prophets also,
exhorted and strengthened the brethren with many words.
Acts 18:27 And when he desired to cross to Achaia, the brethren wrote,
exhorting the disciples to receive him; and when he arrived, he greatly
helped those who had believed through grace;
Romans 12:8 he who exhorts, in exhortation; he who gives, with
liberality; he who leads, with diligence; he who shows mercy, with
cheerfulness.
1 Corinthians 14:3 But he who prophesies speaks edification and
exhortation and comfort to men.
1 Corinthians 16:13 [ Final Exhortations ] Watch, stand fast in the
faith, be brave, be strong.
2 Corinthians 8:17 For he not only accepted the exhortation, but being
more diligent, he went to you of his own accord.
2 Corinthians 9:5 Therefore I thought it necessary to exhort the
brethren to go to you ahead of time, and prepare your generous gift
beforehand, which you had previously promised, that it may be ready as
a matter of generosity and not as a grudging obligation.
1 Thessalonians 2:3 For our exhortation did not come from error or
uncleanness, nor was 1t in deceit.
1 Thessalonians 2:11 as you know how we exhorted, and comforted, and
charged every one of you, as a father does his own children,
1 Thessalonians 4:1 Finally then, brethren, we urge and exhort in the
Lord Jesus that you should abound more and more, just as you received
from us how you ought to walk and to please God;
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1 Thessalonians 5:14 Now we exhort you, brethren, warn those who are
unruly, comfort the fainthearted, uphold the weak, be patient with all.
2 Thessalonians 3:12 Now those who are such we command and exhort
through our Lord Jesus Christ that they work in quietness and eat their
own bread.

1 Timothy 2:1 Therefore I exhort first of all that supplications, prayers,
intercessions, and giving of thanks be made for all men,

1 Timothy 4:13 Till I come, give attention to reading, to exhortation, to
doctrine.

Titus 1:9 holding fast the faithful word as he has been taught, that he
may be able, by sound doctrine, both to exhort and convict those who
contradict.

Titus 2:9 Exhort bondservants to be obedient to their own masters, to
be well pleasing in all things, not answering back,

Titus 2:15 Speak these things, exhort, and rebuke with all authority.
Let no one despise you.

Hebrews 3:13 but exhort one another daily, while it is called “Today,”
lest any of you be hardened through the deceitfulness of sin.

Hebrews 10:25 not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as is
the manner of some, but exhorting one another, and so much the more
as you see the Day approaching.

Hebrews 12:5 And you have forgotten the exhortation which speaks to
you as to sons: “My son, do not despise the chastening of the LORD, Nor
be discouraged when you are rebuked by Him;

Hebrews 13:22 And I appeal to you, brethren, bear with the word of
exhortation, for I have written to you in few words.

1 Peter 5:1 The elders who are among you I exhort, I who am a fellow
elder and a witness of the sufferings of Christ, and also a partaker of
the glory that will be revealed:

1 Peter 5:12 By Silvanus, our faithful brother as I consider him, I have
written to you briefly, exhorting and testifying that this is the true
grace of God in which you stand.

Jude 1:3 Beloved, while I was very diligent to write to you concerning
our common salvation, I found it necessary to write to you exhorting
you to contend earnestly for the faith which was once for all delivered to
the saints.

Titus 2:6 Likewise, exhort the young men to be sober-minded,
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1 Thessalonians 5 Various Exhortations

12 And we urge you, brethren, to recognize those who labor among you,
and are over you in the Lord and admonish you, 13 and to esteem them
very highly in love for their work’s sake. Be at peace among yourselves.
14 Now we exhort you, brethren, warn those who are unruly, comfort
the fainthearted, uphold the weak, be patient with all. 15 See that no
one renders evil for evil to anyone, but always pursue what is good both
for yourselves and for all.

16 Rejoice always, 17 pray without ceasing, 18 in everything give
thanks; for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus for you.

19 Do not quench the Spirit. 20 Do not despise prophecies. 21 Test all
things; hold fast what is good. 22 Abstain from every form of evil.

1 Thessalonians 2 Paul’s Conduct

2 For you yourselves know, brethren, that our coming to you was not in
vain. 2 But evenlal] after we had suffered before and were spitefully
treated at Philippi, as you know, we were bold in our God to speak to
you the gospel of God in much conflict. 3 For our exhortation did not
come from error or uncleanness, nor was it in deceit.

4 But as we have been approved by God to be entrusted with the gospel,
even so we speak, not as pleasing men, but God who tests our hearts.5
For neither at any time did we use flattering words, as you know, nor a
cloak for covetousness—God is witness. 6 Nor did we seek glory from
men, either from you or from others, when we might have made
demands as apostles of Christ. 7 But we were gentle among you, just as
a nursing mother cherishes her own children. 8 So, affectionately
longing for you, we were well pleased to impart to you not only the
gospel of God, but also our own lives, because you had become dear to
us. 9 For you remember, brethren, our labor and toil; for laboring night
and day, that we might not be a burden to any of you, we preached to
you the gospel of God.

10 You are witnesses, and God also, how devoutly and justly and
blamelessly we behaved ourselves among you who believe; 11 as you
know how we exhorted, and comforted, and charged[b] every one of you,
as a father does his own children, 12 that you would walk worthy of God
who calls you into His own kingdom and glory.

Genesis 6:8 But Noah found grace in the eyes of the LORD.
Genesis 33:11 Please, take my blessing that is brought to you, because
God has dealt graciously with me, and because I have enough.” So he
urged him, and he took it.

Psalm 84:11 For the LORD God is a sun and shield; The LORD will give
grace and glory; No good thing will He withhold From those who walk
uprightly.
Psalm 112:4 Unto the upright there arises light in the darkness; He is
gracious, and full of compassion, and righteous.
Psalm 112:5 A good man deals graciously and lends; He will guide his
affairs with discretion.
Psalm 119:29 Remove from me the way of lying, And grant me Your law
graciously.

Proverbs 3:34 Surely He scorns the scornful, But gives grace to the
humble.
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Proverbs 11:16 A gracious woman retains honor, But ruthless men
retain riches.

Proverbs 22:11 He who loves purity of heart And has grace on his lips,
The king will be his friend.

Ecclesiastes 10:12 The words of a wise man’s mouth are gracious, But
the lips of a fool shall swallow him up;

Isaiah 26:10 Let grace be shown to the wicked, Yet he will not learn
righteousness; In the land of uprightness he will deal unjustly, And will
not behold the majesty of the LORD.

Isaiah 33:2 O LORD, be gracious to us; We have waited for You. Be
their arm every morning, Our salvation also in the time of trouble.
Zechariah 12:10 “And I will pour on the house of David and on the
inhabitants of Jerusalem the Spirit of grace and supplication; then they
will look on Me whom they pierced.

Hosea 14:2 Take words with you, And return to the LORD. Say to Him,

2 And you He made alive, who were dead in trespasses and sins, 2 in
which you once walked according to the course of this world, according
to the prince of the power of the air, the spirit who now works in the
sons of disobedience, 3 among whom also we all once conducted
ourselves in the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and
of the mind, and were by nature children of wrath, just as the others.

4 But God, who is rich in mercy, because of His great love with which
He loved us, 5 even when we were dead 1n trespasses, made us alive
together with Christ (by grace you have been saved), 6 and raised us up
together, and made us sit together in the heavenly places in Christ
Jesus, 7 that in the ages to come He might show the exceeding riches of
His grace in His kindness toward us in Christ Jesus. 8 For by grace you
have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift
of God, 9 not of works, lest anyone should boast. 10 For we are His
workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God
prepared beforehand that we should walk in them.

25 Therefore, putting away lying, “Let each one of you speak truth with
his neighbor,” for we are members of one another. 26 “Be angry, and do
not sin”: do not let the sun go down on your wrath, 27 nor give place to
the devil. 28 Let him who stole steal no longer, but rather let him labor,
working with his hands what is good, that he may have something to
give him who has need. 29 Let no corrupt word proceed out of your
mouth, but what is good for necessary edification, that it may impart
grace to the hearers. 30 And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, by
whom you were sealed for the day of redemption. 31 Let all bitterness,
wrath, anger, clamor, and evil speaking be put away from you, with all
malice. 32 And be kind to one another, tenderhearted, forgiving one
another, even as God in Christ forgave you.
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Serve

Exodus 3:12 So He said, “I will certainly be with you. And this shall be
a sign to you that I have sent you: When you have brought the people
out of Egypt, you shall serve God on this mountain.”

Exodus 8:1 And the LORD spoke to Moses, “Go to Pharaoh and say to
him, ‘Thus says the LORD: “Let My people go, that they may serve Me.
Exodus 10:7 Then Pharaoh’s servants said to him, “How long shall this
man be a snare to us? Let the men go, that they may serve the LORD
their God. Do you not yet know that Egypt is destroyed?”
Deuteronomy 10:12 [ The Essence of the Law ] “And now, Israel, what
does the LORD your God require of you, but to fear the LORD your God,

And immediately she arose and served them.

Luke 22:27 For who is greater, he who sits at the table, or he who
serves? Is it not he who sits at the table? Yet I am among you as the
One who serves.

John 12:26 If anyone serves Me, let him follow Me; and where I am,
there My servant will be also. If anyone serves Me, him My Father will
honor.

Acts 13:36 “For David, after he had served his own generation by the
will of God, fell asleep, was buried with his fathers, and saw corruption;
Acts 27:23 For there stood by me this night an angel of the God to
whom I belong and whom I serve,

Hebrews 8:5 who serve the copy and shadow of the heavenly things, as
Moses was divinely instructed when he was about to make the
tabernacle. For He said, “See that you make all things according to the
pattern shown you on the mountain.”

Hebrews 9:14 how much more shall the blood of Christ, who through
the eternal Spirit offered Himself without spot to God, cleanse your
conscience from dead works to serve the living God?

Hebrews 12:28 Therefore, since we are receiving a kingdom which
cannot be shaken, let us have grace, by which we may serve God
acceptably with reverence and godly fear.

Revelation 7:15 Therefore they are before the throne of God, and serve
Him day and night in His temple. And He who sits on the throne will
dwell among them.
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Love Fulfills the Law

Galatians 5

7 You ran well. Who hindered you from obeying the truth? 8 This
persuasion does not come from Him who calls you. 9 A little leaven
leavens the whole lump. 10 I have confidence in you, in the Lord, that
you will have no other mind; but he who troubles you shall bear his
judgment, whoever he is.

11 And I, brethren, if I still preach circumcision, why do I still suffer
persecution? Then the offense of the cross has ceased. 12 I could wish
that those who trouble you would even cut themselves off!

13 For you, brethren, have been called to liberty; only do not use liberty
as an opportunity for the flesh, but through love serve one another.14
For all the law 1s fulfilled in one word, even in this: “You shall love your
neighbor as yourself.”[b] 15 But if you bite and devour one another,
beware lest you be consumed by one another!

Walking in the Spirit

16 I say then: Walk in the Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the lust of the
flesh. 17 For the flesh lusts against the Spirit, and the Spirit against
the flesh; and these are contrary to one another, so that you do not do
the things that you wish. 18 But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not
under the law.

19 Now the works of the flesh are evident, which are:
adultery,[clfornication, uncleanness, lewdness, 20 idolatry, sorcery,
hatred, contentions, jealousies, outbursts of wrath, selfish ambitions,
dissensions, heresies, 21 envy, murders, drunkenness, revelries, and the
like; of which I tell you beforehand, just as I also told you in time past,
that those who practice such things will not inherit the kingdom of God.
22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, kindness,
goodness, faithfulness, 23 gentleness, self-control. Against such there is
no law. 24 And those who are Christ’s have crucified the flesh with its
passions and desires. 25 If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the
Spirit. 26 Let us not become conceited, provoking one another, envying
one another.
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Purify

Genesis 35:2 And Jacob said to his household and to all who were with
him, “Put away the foreign gods that are among you, purify yourselves,
and change your garments.

Acts 15:8-10 8 So God, who knows the heart, acknowledged them by
giving them the Holy Spirit, just as He did to us, 9 and made no
distinction between us and them, purifying their hearts by faith.
James 4:8 Draw near to God and He will draw near to you. Cleanse
your hands, you sinners; and purify your hearts, you double-minded.
Job 33:3 My words come from my upright heart; My lips utter pure
knowledge.

Job 33:9 ‘I am pure, without transgression; I am innocent, and there is
no iniquity in me.

Psalm 12:6 The words of the LORD are pure words, Like silver tried in
a furnace of earth, Purified seven times.

Psalm 18:26 With the pure You will show Yourself pure; And with the
devious You will show Yourself shrewd.

Psalm 19:8 The statutes of the LORD are right, rejoicing the heart; The
commandment of the LORD is pure, enlightening the eyes;

Psalm 119:140 Your word is very pure; Therefore Your servant loves it.
Proverbs 15:26 The thoughts of the wicked are an abomination to the
LORD, But the words of the pure are pleasant.

Proverbs 16:2 All the ways of a man are pure in his own eyes, But the
LORD weighs the spirits.

Proverbs 20:9 Who can say, “I have made my heart clean, I am pure
from my sin”?

Proverbs 20:11 Even a child is known by his deeds, Whether what he
does is pure and right.

Proverbs 21:8 The way of a guilty man is perverse; But as for the pure,
his work is right.

Proverbs 30:5 Every word of God is pure; He 1s a shield to those who put
their trust in Him.

Proverbs 30:12 There i1s a generation that is pure in its own eyes, Yet is
not washed from its filthiness.

Micah 6:11 Shall I count pure those with the wicked scales, And with
the bag of deceitful weights?
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Habakkuk 1:13 You are of purer eyes than to behold evil, And cannot
look on wickedness. Why do You look on those who deal treacherously,
And hold Your tongue when the wicked devours A person more
righteous than he?

Matthew 5:8 Blessed are the pure in heart, For they shall see God.
Philippians 4:8 Finally, brethren, whatever things are true, whatever
things are noble, whatever things are just, whatever things are pure,
whatever things are lovely, whatever things are of good report, if there
1s any virtue and if there is anything praiseworthy—meditate on these
things.

1 Timothy 1:5 Now the purpose of the commandment is love from a pure
heart, from a good conscience, and from sincere faith,

1 Timothy 3:9 holding the mystery of the faith with a pure conscience.

1 Timothy 5:22 Do not lay hands on anyone hastily, nor share in other
people’s sins; keep yourself pure.

2 Timothy 1:3 I thank God, whom I serve with a pure conscience, as my

James 3:17 But the wisdom that is from above is first pure, then
peaceable, gentle, willing to yield, full of mercy and good fruits, without
partiality and without hypocrisy.

1 Peter 1:22 Since you have purified your souls in obeying the truth
through the Spirit in sincere love of the brethren, love one another
fervently with a pure heart,

1 John 3:3 And everyone who has this hope in Him purifies himself, just
as He 1s pure.
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Psalm 24:3-5

3 Who may ascend into the hill of the LORD?
Or who may stand in His holy place?

4 He who has clean hands and a pure heart,
Who has not lifted up his soul to an idol,

Nor sworn deceitfully.

5 He shall receive blessing from the LORD,

And righteousness from the God of his salvation.
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Rebuke
Leviticus 19:17 ‘You shall not hate your brother in your heart. You shall
surely rebuke your neighbor, and not bear sin because of him.
Deuteronomy 28:20 “The LORD will send on you cursing, confusion, and
rebuke in all that you set your hand to do, until you are destroyed and
until you perish quickly, because of the wickedness of your doings in
which you have forsaken Me.
1 Chronicles 16:21 He permitted no man to do them wrong; Yes, He
rebuked kings for their sakes,
Nehemiah 5:7 After serious thought, I rebuked the nobles and rulers,
and said to them, “Each of you is exacting usury from his brother.” So I
called a great assembly against them.
Job 11:3 Should your empty talk make men hold their peace? And when
you mock, should no one rebuke you?
Job 13:10 He will surely rebuke you If you secretly show partiality.
Job 20:3 I have heard the rebuke that reproaches me, And the spirit of
my understanding causes me to answer.
Matthew 11:20 Then He began to rebuke the cities in which most of His
mighty works had been done, because they did not repent:
Matthew 16:22 Then Peter took Him aside and began to rebuke Him,
saying, “Far be it from You, Lord; this shall not happen to You!”
Mark 8:33 But when He had turned around and looked at His disciples,
He rebuked Peter, saying, “Get behind Me, Satan! For you are not
mindful of the things of God, but the things of men.”
Luke 17:3 Take heed to yourselves. If your brother sins against you,
rebuke him; and if he repents, forgive him.
1 Timothy 5:20 Those who are sinning rebuke in the presence of all,
that the rest also may fear.
Titus 1:13 This testimony is true. Therefore rebuke them sharply, that
they may be sound in the faith,
Revelation 3:19 As many as I love, I rebuke and chasten. Therefore be
zealous and repent.
Psalm 141:5 Let the righteous strike me; It shall be a kindness. And let
him rebuke me; It shall be as excellent o1l; Let my head not refuse it.
For still my prayer is against the deeds of the wicked.
Psalm 50:21 These things you have done, and I kept silent; You thought
that I was altogether like you; But I will rebuke you, And set them in
order before your eyes.
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Proverbs 9:7 “He who corrects a scoffer gets shame for himself, And he
who rebukes a wicked man only harms himself.

Proverbs 9:8 Do not correct a scoffer, lest he hate you; Rebuke a wise
man, and he will love you.

Proverbs 13:1 A wise son heeds his father’s instruction, But a scoffer
does not listen to rebuke.

Proverbs 13:18 Poverty and shame will come to him who disdains
correction, But he who regards a rebuke will be honored.

Proverbs 15:31 The ear that hears the rebukes of life Will abide among
the wise.

Proverbs 15:32 He who disdains instruction despises his own soul, But
he who heeds rebuke gets understanding.

Proverbs 17:10 Rebuke is more effective for a wise man Than a hundred
blows on a fool.

Proverbs 19:25 Strike a scoffer, and the simple will become wary;
Rebuke one who has understanding, and he will discern knowledge.
Proverbs 24:25 But those who rebuke the wicked will have delight, And
a good blessing will come upon them.

Proverbs 25:12 Like an earring of gold and an ornament of fine gold Is a
wise rebuker to an obedient ear.

12 I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that you
present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, which is
your reasonable service. 2 And do not be conformed to this world, but be
transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is
that good and acceptable and perfect will of God.

Serve God with Spiritual Gifts

3 For I say, through the grace given to me, to everyone who is among
you, not to think of himself more highly than he ought to think, but to
think soberly, as God has dealt to each one a measure of faith. 4 For as
we have many members in one body, but all the members do not have
the same function, 5 so we, being many, are one body in Christ, and
individually members of one another. 6 Having then gifts differing
according to the grace that is given to us, let us use them: if prophecy,
let us prophesy in proportion to our faith; 7 or ministry, let us use it in
our ministering; he who teaches, in teaching; 8 he who exhorts, in
exhortation; he who gives, with liberality; he who leads, with diligence;

Luke 16:15 And He said to them, “You are those who justify yourselves
before men, but God knows your hearts. For what is highly esteemed
among men is an abomination in the sight of God.

Luke 23:41 for we receive the due reward of our deeds; but this Man has
done nothing wrong.”

Romans 1:17 For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith to
faith; as it 1s written, “The just shall live by faith.”

Romans 3:28 Therefore we conclude that a man is justified by faith
apart from the deeds of the law.

Galatians 3:11 But that no one is justified by the law in the sight of God
1s evident, for “the just shall live by faith.”
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Galatians 3:24 Therefore the law was our tutor to bring us to Christ,
that we might be justified by faith.

Titus 3:7 that having been justified by His grace we should become
heirs according to the hope of eternal life.

5 And you have
forgotten the exhortation which speaks to you as to sons:

“My son, do not despise the chastening of the LORD,

Nor be discouraged when you are rebuked by Him;

6 For whom the LORD loves He chastens,

And scourges every son whom He receives.” 7 If you endure chastening,
God deals with you as with sons; for what son is there whom a father
does not chasten? 8 But if you are without chastening, of which all have
become partakers, then you are illegitimate and not sons. 9
Furthermore, we have had human fathers who corrected us, and we
paid them respect. Shall we not much more readily be in subjection to
the Father of spirits and live? 10 For they indeed for a few days
chastened us as seemed best to them, but He for our profit, that we
may be partakers of His holiness. 11 Now no chastening seems to be
joyful for the present, but painful; nevertheless, afterward it yields the
peaceable fruit of righteousness to those who have been trained by it. 12
Therefore strengthen the hands which hang down, and the feeble knees,
13 and make straight paths for your feet, so that what is lame may not
be dislocated, but rather be healed.

14 Pursue peace with all people, and holiness, without which no one will
see the Lord: 15 looking carefully lest anyone fall short of the grace of
God; lest any root of bitterness springing up cause trouble, and by this
many become defiled; 16 lest there be any fornicator or profane person
like Esau, who for one morsel of food sold his birthright. 17 For you
know that afterward, when he wanted to inherit the blessing, he was
rejected, for he found no place for repentance, though he sought it
diligently with tears.

2 Timothy 2:14 Remind them of these things, charging them before the
Lord not to strive about words to no profit, to the ruin of the hearers.
Hebrews 5:11 of whom we have much to say, and hard to explain, since
you have become dull of hearing.
James 1:19 So then, my beloved brethren, let every man be swift to
hear, slow to speak, slow to wrath;
James 1:22 But be doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving
yourselves.
1 John 4:6 We are of God. He who knows God hears us; he who is not of
God does not hear us. By this we know the spirit of truth and the spirit
of error.
Revelation 1:3 Blessed is he who reads and those who hear the words of
this prophecy, and keep those things which are written in it; for the
time 1s near.

James 1 19 So then, my beloved brethren, let every man be swift to
hear, slow to speak, slow to wrath; 20 for the wrath of man does not
produce the righteousness of God.

Doers—Not Hearers Only

21 Therefore lay aside all filthiness and overflow of wickedness, and
receive with meekness the implanted word, which is able to save your
souls. 22 But be doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving
yourselves.23 For if anyone is a hearer of the word and not a doer, he is
like a man observing his natural face in a mirror; 24 for he observes
himself, goes away, and immediately forgets what kind of man he was.
25 But he who looks into the perfect law of liberty and continues in it,
and 1s not a forgetful hearer but a doer of the work, this one will be
blessed in what he does. 26 If anyone among you thinks he is religious,
and does not bridle his tongue but deceives his own heart, this one’s
religion is useless.

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Warn

2 Kings 6:10 Then the king of Israel sent someone to the place of which
the man of God had told him. Thus he warned him, and he was
watchful there, not just once or twice.

2 Chronicles 19:10 Whatever case comes to you from your brethren who
dwell in their cities, whether of bloodshed or offenses against law or
commandment, against statutes or ordinances, you shall warn them,
lest they trespass against the LORD and wrath come upon you and your
brethren.

The Watchman and His Message

Hebrews 5 Qualifications for High Priesthood

5 For every high priest taken from among men is appointed for men in
things pertaining to God, that he may offer both gifts and sacrifices for
sins.

Spiritual Immaturity

Old Testament ~ Hebrew (revile, reproach-find fault, speak abusively)
New Testament ~ Greek (Slander, speak evil against, slow to call
something good and slow to identify what is truly evil, switches right for
wrong, exchanges truth for a lie, reverses moral values, dishonored)

Jeremiah 31:33-34 & Hebrews 8

Not Legalism but Christ

11 In Him you were also circumcised with the circumcision made
without hands, by putting off the body of the sins of the flesh, by the
circumcision of Christ, 12 buried with Him in baptism, in which you
also were raised with Him through faith in the working of God, who
raised Him from the dead. 13 And you, being dead in your trespasses
and the uncircumcision of your flesh, He has made alive together with
Him, having forgiven you all trespasses, 14 having wiped out the
handwriting of requirements that was against us, which was contrary
to us. And He has taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross.
15 Having disarmed principalities and powers, He made a public
spectacle of them, triumphing over them in it.

16 So let no one judge you in food or in drink, or regarding a festival or
a new moon or sabbaths, 17 which are a shadow of things to come, but
the substance is of Christ. 18 Let no one cheat you of your reward,
taking delight in false humility and worship of angels, intruding into
those things which he has not[d] seen, vainly puffed up by his fleshly
mind, 19 and not holding fast to the Head, from whom all the body,
nourished and knit together by joints and ligaments, grows with the
increase that is from God.

20 Therefore, if you died with Christ from the basic principles of the
world, why, as though living in the world, do you subject yourselves to
regulations— 21 “Do not touch, do not taste, do not handle,” 22 which
all concern things which perish with the using—according to the
commandments and doctrines of men? 23 These things indeed have an
appearance of wisdom in self-imposed religion, false humility, and
neglect of the body, but are of no value against the indulgence of the

flesh.

And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness,
but rather expose them. 12 For it is shameful even to speak of those
things which are done by them in secret. 13 But all things that are
exposed are made manifest by the light, for whatever makes manifest is
light.14 Therefore He says:

“Awake, you who sleep,

And Christ will give you light.”

Walk in Wisdom

15 See then that you walk circumspectly, not as fools but as wise,16
redeeming the time, because the days are evil.

17 Therefore do not be unwise, but understand what the will of the Lord
1s. 18 And do not be drunk with wine, in which i1s dissipation; but be
filled with the Spirit, 19 speaking to one another in psalms and hymns
and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart to the
Lord,20 giving thanks always for all things to God the Father in the
name of our Lord Jesus Christ, 21 submitting to one another in the fear
of God.

How unsearchable are His judgments and His ways
past finding out!
1 Corinthians 4:17 For this reason I have sent Timothy to you, who 1s
my beloved and faithful son in the Lord, who will remind you of my
ways in Christ, as I teach everywhere in every church.
Hebrews 3:10 Therefore I was angry with that generation, And said,
‘They always go astray in their heart, And they have not known My
ways.’
Hebrews 10:20 by a new and living way which He consecrated for us,
through the veil, that is, His flesh,
James 1:8 he 1s a double-minded man, unstable in all his ways.
James 5:20 let him know that he who turns a sinner from the error of
his way will save a soul from death and cover a multitude of sins.
Acts 2:28 You have made known to me the ways of life; You will make
me full of joy in Your presence.’
Acts 13:10 and said, “O full of all deceit and all fraud, you son of the
devil, you enemy of all righteousness, will you not cease perverting the
straight ways of the Lord?
Acts 13:18 Now for a time of about forty years He put up with their
ways in the wilderness.
Acts 14:16 who in bygone generations allowed all nations to walk in
their own ways.

10 When wisdom enters your heart, And knowledge is pleasant to your
soul, 11 Discretion will preserve you; Understanding will keep you,

12 To deliver you from the way of evil, From the man who speaks
perverse things, 13 From those who leave the paths of uprightness
To walk in the ways of darkness; 14 Who rejoice in doing evil,

And delight in the perversity of the wicked; 15 Whose ways are crooked,
And who are devious in their paths; 16 To deliver you from the immoral
woman, From the seductress who flatters with her words, 17 Who
forsakes the companion of her youth, And forgets the covenant of her
God.

18 For her house leads down to death, And her paths to the dead;

19 None who go to her return, Nor do they regain the paths of life—

20 So you may walk in the way of goodness, And keep to the paths of
righteousness.

21 For the upright will dwell in the land, And the blameless will remain
1n 1t; 22 But the wicked will be cut off from the earth, And the
unfaithful will be uprooted from it.
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
