Today, we head out early for our sunrise safari but not before enjoying a cup of strong
coffee and one of South Africa’s iconic snacks, homemade rusks. After our game drive,
breakfast will be waiting before we enjoy the spendor of the third largest Canyon in the
world by boat! Unquestionably being the largest ‘green canyon’ due to its lush
subtropical foliage. An interpretation tour by a guide will take you to the rare Kadishi
Tufa waterfall and the Three Rondawels. An abundance of wildlife will keep you
distracted while learning more about all of this natural history. The Blyde River Canyon
supports large diversity of life, including numerous fish and antelope species as well as
hippos and crocodiles, primate species and a diversity of birdlife such as the African
F|sh Eagle, African Finfoot and much more. Possibly the best view to experience the “Three Rondavels”, huge round
rocks thought to be reminiscent of the houses or huts of the indigenous people, known as rondavels. The Canyon is
famous for the Kadishi Tufa waterfall. Around 660 feet in height is the second tallest Tufa waterfall on earth and
resembles a face which is crying profusely and is thus sometimes known as the weeping face of nature.

Thereafter, you will enjoy a tour of the Hoedspruit Reptile Centre (HRC), one of the oldest and most well-known
reptile centers in Africa, having been in operation since 1984. HRC is an accredited facility that is dedicated to the
preservation and conservation of African reptiles and amphibia.

| capuchin monkeys, are given a new lease on life at Bushbabies Monkey Sanctuary. Previously
raised as household pets, or bred for the pet trade, their monkeys are introduced to a wild
world laden with waterfalls, lush vegetation, natural mountain springs and the chance to reside
in as natural of environment as possible and give them the opportunity to live as they would
in the wild.

Later this evening, we will be taken to the Lesedi Cultural Village, set
amidst the rocky hills of the Magaliesberg, for your chance to encounter
the people of South Africa — people of Zulu, Xhosa, Pedi, Ndebele and
Basotho origin. Members of each tribe will escort you through traditional
homesteads and share their particular cultural hallmarks, for example,
the architecture, traditional rituals, clothing and stories of daily life.
One highlight of your trip will be the impressive display of African
dancing in the dance boma - the word boma is used in South Africa to
describe an outdoor enclosure, normally around a large fire. Dancing is
followed by an eclectic African dinner-feast. You will also have a chance
to browse the market for locally handmade arts and crafts representing
the different tribes — something to remind you of the warmth of true rural African culture.
