Expanded Practice Hygienists

The state of Oregon has two different
types of licenses for dental hygienists. Since
1997 a licensed Oregon dental hygienist that
completed specialized extracurricular
qualifications is eligible to apply for an
Expanded Practice Permit. This permit allows
hygienists to render all dental hygiene
services to residents of assisted living,
residential care, nursing homes, foster care,
long term care, clinics and hospitals, as well
as other types of facilities without the prior
examination by a dentist.
