GRANT APPLICATION

Thank you for your interest in the Brad Cohen Tourette Foundation Grant Program.  We ask that you follow the directions and include all information requested.  Grants will be awarded consistent with and in support of the mission (the “Mission”) of the Brad Cohen Tourette Foundation (the “Foundation”):

“To help children who have Tourette Syndrome learn how to exist in the real world with others who don’t understand.  The Foundation supports the socialization, achievement and education of children with Tourette Syndrome via non-profit/tax-exempt organizations that focus on the needs of children with Tourette Syndrome.”

Socialization means supporting or sponsoring events and activities at the local level to encourage the socialization of children with Tourette Syndrome.  Achievement means providing the resources to enable achievement by children with Tourette Syndrome, including, but not limited to scholarships, training and recognition.  Education means providing information and resources to inform children and young people with Tourette Syndrome and those who want to learn more about Tourette Syndrome.  Education should be focused on socialization and achievement, not diagnosis, medical research, medication or therapy.  Significant flexibility is incorporated into the award process to permit different types of programs to be considered.  Grant requests must be consistent with the mission of the Foundation.
Please provide information (typed) in response to the following eight (8) items.  Your descriptions should be as complete, clear and concise as possible.  Must be on organization stationary with letterhead.
PLEASE NUMBER 1-8 AND PROVIDE THE FOLLOWING:

1. Title of your Grant Request and your Nonprofit EIN Number

2. A description of the grant request and how the request aligns with the Foundation’s Mission.  
3. A time table for implementation.

4. The approximate number of individuals who will benefit from the project, both directly and indirectly.
5. How will you assess whether or not your objectives have been achieved and whether or not your project has been successful?

6. A detailed budget request.  Funds are limited so please include an alternate budget request if your grant proposal could go forward with partial funding.
7. Grant funds are limited so please provide a list of matching funds you will either receive or will apply for with regard to this project.  If you are successful in being awarded a grant from the Foundation and a second source of funding, you will be expected to return the Foundation grant so it may be reallocated to fund an alternative grant proposal.

8. One paragraph to use for media relations about the purpose of your grant project.

NOTE:  Foundation funded grants are to be completed in one year.  Upon completion, grant recipients are required to complete an evaluation form which includes how the grant was implemented and how success was measured.  An accounting of expenditures must also be submitted with the evaluation.  Photos, videos, websites and testimonials of your project need to be shared after the project for BCTF promotional use.  Unused funds are to be returned to the Foundation.  Grants are distributed twice a year, in March and September.
Grant deadlines are March 1st and September 1st of each year.
