On April 19th, 2017, the results from a paranormal investigation team
were revealed from a March investigation at the Beloit Masonic lodge.
The original lodge burnt down in 1951. Over 30 people were in atten-
dance with a potluck dinner and stayed until almost 3am!

Several anomalies were found including contact made with several
spirits! Most notably were some lodge members and Shriners, Sterling
Ramboldt and Steve Fairchild, among others. Pete Sterling was able
to ask questions of his father and receive his answers.

The investigator said that Sterling said he wasn’t happy with the way
the lodge wasn’t growing, but that the over 20 spirits communicating
at that moment were there for a stated meeting. The report was put
on 2 cds even with video even showing evidence of movement and
voices.

One of the investigating ladies was in the dining hall reading over the
first meeting minutes on record of Morning Star Lodge #10 looking for
a specific name when she was suddenly interrupted by a spirit, say-
ing, “what does she thinks she’s doing”. One of her collegues had just
put on John Bicknells beaver skin tophat and that disturbed the spirit
quite audibly.

The reason all this started is that 2nd Harvest Food Bank has been
working in the building twice monthly for 4 years. Some clients would
get there extremely early and wait in their cars. One of the them asked
Steve Fairchild who lived in the building and Steve said no one. He
took her in to look at past masters wall to see if she could identify the
person looking out the window. And she ID’ed John Bicknell, who was
master of the lodge in 1846. And that's what got it all started!

The Day After the Fire, 1951

John Bicknell was a ships captain out of new
Hampshire and and after losing his 3rd ship
his wife decided he should try a new career.
Being fairly well to do, he sent a group to
scout out new land in Wisconsin. They land-
ed at the confluence of the turtle creek and
the rock river. Which today is South Beloit
and Beloit. And so once that was done John
and his family came, divided the land and

the area was then settled. The Beloit area
grew from there. John not having a fixed
vocation at the time, spent his time growing
Free Masonry. He would spend every Sunday
going to other areas and making new Ma-
sons. In doing so, he did it so often he was ex
communicated from his church. He founded
1846’s Beloit lodge which is still active and
apparently so is John!

Camp Bravo is an acting camp for patients who have any diagnosis be-
tween the ages of 5 and 13. Campers spend a week practicing and learning
lines and choreography leading up to a final performance.

Camp Real World is a transition camp for patients who have any diagnosis
and are 16-20 years old. Camp Real World is an overnight camp focusing
on transitioning care from Shriners Hospitals for Children to adult care in the
near future.

No Boundaries Sports Camp is a day camp for patients 5-12 years old who would be eligible to use an adaptive
wheelchair for sports. The camp is hosted in conjunction with Courage Kenny Rehabilitation Center and partici-
pants try a variety of adaptive sports.

Camp Splash is a swimming camp for patients who have any diagnosis and are 1-18 years old. Campers par-
ticipate in a weeklong day camp in our therapy pool located with instructors from Foss Swim School here at the
hospital.
