The official Notice of Zor’s 2017 Annual Meeting and Election of Officers Zor Temple’s Annual Meeting and election
will be held Saturday, January 14, 2017 at the Zor Shriners Center in Madison.

Notice is hereby given that the Annual Meeting for Zor Shrine will be held at the Zor Center on Saturday, January 14,
2017, beginning at 1 p.m. at which time annual reports will be presented, officers and representatives elected for the
coming year, and such other business transacted as may properly come before the meeting.
