The Chicago hospital is one
of the first to receive an EOS imaging system.

The EOS system provides full-body images of
patients in a natural standing or seated position in
both 2D and 3D. The system also delivers a
radiation dose that has been measured to be nine
times lower than that of computed

radiography X-rayl and 20 times lower than basic
CT scans2 in accordance with the ALARA

(As Low As Reasonably Achievable) principle of
radiation reduction. For these reasons, the EOS
system is the ideal mode of imaging for

Shriners Hospitals.

Also announced was the use of the ReWalk
Device. ReWalk is a wearable robotic exoskeleton
that provides powered hip and knee motion to
enable individuals with Spinal Cord Injury (SCI)
to stand upright and walk. It is always uplifting
to hear about all of the advancements and success
stories that our hospitals are making in the
treatment of our patients.

The attendees were also provided with folders that
describe the various services provided to patients
at the Chicago Hospital.
