Variety Shows:  S. Peterson PP 
reported the third year of Variety/Magic 
Shows was a success for both Zor 
Shriners and the 13 Clubs & Units that 
sponsored the shows in 15 communities.  
The net profi t for the Clubs & Units was 
$11,635.50 and the net profi t for Zor was 
$16,283.18 for a grand total income was 
$27,918.68. This is the second largest 
fundraiser for Zor.  G. Cuskey moved

* No Arkansas Shriner can sit in a 
Titled Wisconsin Masonic Lodge meeting 
unless he holds a valid dues card from a 
Grand Lodge recognized be the Wisconsin 
Grand Lodge Other than Arkansas.

* No Arkansas Mason can sit in a Tiled 
Shrine meeting in the state of Wisconsin.

* As a sojourner in the state of 
Arkansas, Wisconsin Masons are bound 
by the decisions of the Grand Master of 
Arkansas, and thereby, are not allowed to 
sit in a Tiled Shrine meeting in the state 
of Arkansas.

I urge caution when attending any type 
of Masonic meeting in Arkansas.
