At that
time, Dallas Chryst, of Menomonie, was
appointed as the Van Coordinator for
van #8 and the program took off. Dallas
recently stepped down from the position

of Van Coordinator for van #8 and, in
January 2011, Larry Wiegand of Wilson
took on the task for van #8. Larry knows
first hand how transportation assistance
to the hospital makes a difference in the
lives of our patients and their families.
His daughter was a patient years ago at
the Shriners Hospitals for Children® in
the Twin Cities. His grandson, Patrick is
a current patient at the Chicago location.

Wiegand moved the van from
Menomonie to Wilson, Wisconsin, which
received the blessings of all involved. His
first goal was to recruit new Shriners to
serve as volunteer drivers. He appealed to
the St. Croix Valley Shrine Club and soon
developed a call list of Shriners to serve
as drivers and riders to lessen the burden
on the Van Coordinator. Larry said “I had
a strong response in this and now have
started training 2 new riders and have a
nice list to work with.”

Mecca Shrine Club Makes

Memories were made this week when
members of the Mecca Shrine Club took
a group of disabled children and adults
to the Shine Circus in La Crosse. The
event was launched after a conversation
between Sparta Parks and Recreation
Director Brad Gilbertson and Al Wright,
a member of the Mecca Shrine Club of
Sparta, Tomah, and Black River Falls.
Wright is also a Mason, the group that
coordinates the Red Cross blood drives
at the Sparta Barney/Family Community
Center, which is where Gilbertson’s office
is located. During a recent blood drive,
Wright stopped in to visit with Gilbertson.
Wright mentioned he was a Shriner, in
addition to being a Mason.

“Brad’s eyes just lit up,” recalled
Wright. It turns out, during college,
Gilbertson interned with the Shrine
Hospital in Minneapolis. He had
tremendous experiences there, and one
of the most meaningful occurred when
he and other staff members took disabled
children to a Shrine circus. He mentioned
that he’d like to do the same for local

disabled children - that was all Wright
needed to hear.

Lamers Bus Service stepped in to donate
the use of a bus, including fuel, to and
from the circus. Bus driver Roger Matson
Sr, who is also a Shriner, volunteered to
drive.  Gilbertson contacted Kristina
Johnson, one of the special education
teachers at Sparta High School. She soon
found interested students, many of whom
had never been to a circus. Throughout
the course of the day on Tuesday, Johnson
said her students were so excited to see
circus elephants and try cotton candy.

On Tuesday evening, four high school
students, one recent graduate, four
elementary students, two middle school
students, chaperones, and Shriners piled
excitedly into the Lamers bus headed for
the circus, all due to one good idea from
the Sparta parks director.
