Required Notice for all Nobles of Zor Shriners:

Per Imperial By-laws section 325.11: A candidate for an elected office in a Shrine temple may
print, publish and circulate during the year he is seeking the elected office, a resume consisting of his
educational background, his vocational history, and his Masonic and Shrine record. Except as provided
in the prior sentence, the printing, publication, circulating or distribution of resolutions, letters,
telegrams, tickets, email or other devices, by a unit, club, Noble, or group of Nobles, suggesting,
recommending opposing, or containing the names of proposed candidates for office in the temple is
prohibited. For any violation the Imperial Potentate may suspend any offending Noble, and he may
declare the election of the officers void and order a new election.

Noble Notice: DUES ASSESSMENTS:

On August 1 dues assessments were posted for 2019 dues. Some of you have not paid your dues
for 2018. Those who are in arrears for 2018 will be suspended at the end of this year. PLEASE check and
make sure your dues card shows that you are paid for 2018. If you are considering a demit we CANNOT

issue a demit if you have not paid your 2018 dues.

TO ALL SHRINE CLUBS OR UNITS:

Each year the Potentate considers Nobles for his Award of Merit. This award is presented for
dedicated and exemplary voluntary service to Zor Shriners and to the Shriners’ philanthropy, the
Shriners Hospitals for Children over a minimum of five years.

No member of the Zor Divan or past member of the Divan will be eligible for consideration until at
least five years following his being on the Divan. Then only for Voluntary Service that is within Zor’s
sphere of influence.

To nominate your candidate, please provide a nomination letter describing why you feel this Noble
is deserving of the award, i.e., what activities he has participated in, what offices has he held with the
club/unit, how has he contributed to the Shrine philanthropy, how he has been involved with helping
children.

Your nomination letter should be forwarded to the Zor Shriners office NO LATER THAN THURSDAY,
NOVEMBER 1, 2018.

Meet Caleb

When young Caleb arrived at Shriners Hospitals for
Children — Chicago, he had a spinal curve of 120
degrees. Diagnosed with kyphosis, a condition in which
the spine is curved and protrudes outward, Caleb’s
family turned to Shriners Hospital for help for their newly
adopted son. Dr. Purnendu Gupta, M.D., chief of staff
and pediatric spine surgeon, met with the hospital’s spine
team to determine the safest and most effective
treatment plan. They determined that surgery with two
spine surgeons — Dr. Gupta and Dr. Kim Hammerberg,
MD, pediatric spine surgeon — would produce the best
outcome.

The spine team had a 3D printed model of Caleb’s spine
prepared to better study the intricacies of his condition.
Dr. Gupta says that working with 3D models allows the
surgeons to see the malformations of the spine from
various angles and helps prepare for surgery. Caleb’s
surgery was more than 10 hours long and the results
were very positive: his spinal curve was significantly
reduced, and he gained several inches in height.

Caleb was born with additional orthopaedic conditions,
including clubfoot and hip dysplasia, and will continue to
see the orthopaedic team at Shriners for care.

“At Shriners Hospital, we have team of nurses, physical
therapists, occupational therapists, care coordinators,
child life specialists, recreational therapists and more
who work with our patients every step of their medical
journey. This team approach allows for great outcomes
and recovery with the children we treat," says Dr. Gupta.

When Cynda and Jeff Sanders of New
Richmond took their 8 year daughter Payton
Bahr to the emergency room that fateful day
they thought she had just come down with
something.

As it turned out it was learned she suffered
from Scoliosis of the spine. An Xray soon
revealed her spine had a 25 degree curve,
which if not corrected would only get worse.

The course of treatment called for wearing
a very uncomfortable brace for the next 2
years. She had a hard time sleeping and the
brace was very uncomfortable. She was even
taken to an intense restorative boot camp for 2
weeks in Green Bay.

That gave them hope, but she had to
endure the brace for 2 hours a day and it held
her spine somewhat in place.

It became obvious that this was not
working out for the long term and it was very

costly.

About this time Cynda had started to look
into Shriners as an option. She learned the
Shriners Hospital for Children® in Philadelpha
did vertical body tethering but she did not
know how to go from there.

As it worked out, a friend of Payton’s knew
of a Shriner named Larry Wiegant. Cynda gave
Larry a call and he got her in touch with the
doctors at Shriners in the Twin Cities.

At this point the curvature was at 82
degrees. This was way too far and fusion was

considered. The family met with the doctors
at Shriners. By the time she began treatment
Paytons spine was at 90 degrees.

After a 9 hour surgery, she was given
titanium rods on both sides of her spine
anchored by screws to restore her to only 10
degrees.

The family was not prepared for the pain
of recovery, but Payton said Shriners was
very “kid focused.” She underwent a week in
recovery at the Masonic Children’s Hospital
and had frequent follow-up appointments. The
hospital did a good job of refocusing her from
the pain following surgery.

Payton has a picture of how she looked
before and today she is a healthy young teen.
She took up dance for 2 years and even tried
track and field but always was concerned with
what physical impact might do to her.

This determined young lady had missed a
whole semester in 6 grade, but quickly made
up her work, even while battling through the
pain. She is now going into 8th grade.

She lives with her blended family in a
picturesque New Richmond home with her
mom and dad Cynda and Jeff Sanders, her
15 year old sister Alayna Bahr, and 5 year old
sister Stella Sanders and a very friendly and
loveable cat named Waldo, who also sat in on
the interview.

To see Payton Bahr today you would never
know the trials this very articulate teenager
has been through.

Payton Bahr will serve as the Grand
Marshal of the Shriners Little East West Shrine
game parade on Saturday, October 13th. She
will be introduced before the game at the 50
yard line.

Roy Acuff
(1930 - 1992)

Musician

Born in Maynardville, Tennessee, on September 15, 1903, Roy Claxton Acuff was a gifted athlete
who played semiprofessional baseball before a series of sunstrokes ended his career. During his
nearly two-year recuperation, he was prompted to practice and master the fiddle.

He performed in a medicine show before forming his own string band, the Tennessee
Crackerjacks, (who were later renamed the Crazy Tennesseans and finally the Smoky Mountain
Boys). Singer, fiddler and songwriter who reigned as the "King of Country Music" at Nashville's
Grand Ole Opry (1938-92), Acuff's booming country tenor voice regaled listeners with such all-
time favorite songs as "The Great Speckled Bird', his first and one of his biggest hits, and
"Wabash Cannonball ', featuring his train-whistle imitation. Acuff's emotive, white-gospel singing
style helped brand him a "hillbilly music" traditionalist.

He was a cofounder in 1942 with Fred Rose of the Acuff-Rose Publishing Co., the world's leading
country-music publisher. In 1962, after selling more than 25 million records, Acuff was elected as
the first living member of the Country Music Hall of Fame. He was also the recipient of a Lifetime
Achievement award in 1987 from the National Academy of Recording Arts and Sciences and of a
National Medal of Art in 1991. He died in Nashville, Tennessee, on November. 23, 1992.

Gary Bergenske expected that visiting hospitals and clinics in 19 countries
might alter his perspective in life.

Not surprisingly, it did.

“Awesome,” said the 1972 Portage High School graduate, who recently
completed a one-year term as Imperial Potentate of Shriners International. “I
was able to see how people provide health care all over the world.”

From July 2017 through July 2018, Bergenske, 63, and his wife, Anne
Bergenske, 66, represented Shriners International and volunteered in various
clinics in Montreal; Mexico City; London; Nicosia, Cyprus; San Paulo,
Brazil; Santa Cruz, Bolivia; Seoul; Manila and Davah, Philippines; Panama
City; Tokyo; Luxembourg; Halifax, Nova Scotia; Belgium; France;
Germany; Switzerland; the Netherlands; Holland; and the U.S.

Shriners International, which benefits children’s hospitals, is on a mission to
bring quality medical care to the poorest countries, Bergenske said. As
Imperial Potentate, Bergenske essentially served as the organization’s CEO.
Shriners International has about 250,000 members worldwide, along with
6,000 employees, 22 hospitals and 150 clinics.

“In the Philippines, for example, there’s such a large population there but
they’re in dire need of pediatric care,” said Bergenske, who lives in Orlando,
Florida. While in the Philippines, he learned that 40,000 patients, ranging
from infants to 61 years old, sit on the waiting list for care for cleft lip and
cleft palate.

“That means that some of them have lived their whole lives with that
deformity,” Bergenske said. “It’s just that the medical care isn’t there,
whereas in America, it’s handled right away. In Bolivia, it also goes




untreated, as well as in Panama. They have to live with the physical handicap
first, but also live their whole lives being socially looked down upon,
compounding the issue.”

The cost of health care in the poorest countries is significantly cheaper than
in America, Bergenske said, and that does open the door for helping them.
“But you need to get the doctors there and the teams to do the surgeries,” he
said.

During the past year, Anne Bergenske — serving as the Shriners’ “First
Lady” — raised $140,000 for fetal surgery research. She did this by selling
bowties and neckties for men and necklaces for women. The work wasn’t
easy, they said.

“Everywhere we went, she carried a suitcase of ties and necklaces,” Gary
Bergenske said with a laugh.




“We met people all over the world who shared the common goal of helping
children, and that touches your heart,” Anne Bergenske said. “It’s an
experience we’ll never be able to replicate.”

Anne Bergenske said she’ll never forget how packed the waiting rooms of
hospitals were in Mexico, and how patiently people sat while waiting for
treatment. After the Shriners walked through one of the hospitals there with
their red fez hats, a child approached Anne Bergenske and asked her, “Will
the kings be coming back tomorrow?”

“There are just so many people living completely different lifestyles,” she
said of the experience. “Health care is just not the same in other places, and it
was wonderful being able to help them and see some of the changes that
(Shriners International) makes for them and how the children get helped.”

Among other experiences Gary Bergenske gained during his year as CEO
were visiting war memorials throughout the world, presenting the Shriners
Hospitals for Children Humanitarian Award to former U.S. President Jimmy
Carter and inducting former Green Bay Packers quarterback Brett Favre into
the East West Shrine Game Hall of Fame. Carter in 2016 became an
ambassador for Shriners International, helping to spread awareness of its
mission, and Favre had in 1991 won Most Outstanding Player at the college
football Shrine Game while playing for Southern Mississippi.

As past CEO of Shriners International, Bergenske will spend the next year
working as a liaison between international and local Shriners boards to
benefit children in hospitals in Massachusetts and will continue to work on a
local level for Shriners in Orlando.
