Day 7 took us to the Pro Football Hall of Fame
in Canton, Ohio. Since 1963, the Hall of Fame
encompasses those in the field who were ex-
ceptional figures: players, coaches, owners, and
office personnel. Currently there are 362 mem-
bers of the Hall of Fame.
