Pre-selling onions is easy to do, you can put up a 
flier at a local business, hospitals, bus garages, or local 

watering holes and they sell themselves.  The flier is 
available on the website under Zor events then hit the 
Vidalia onion button or I can email or send you a flier if 
you would like one.  If you want to learn how to do this 
just ask the Zor Imagineers. I do have extra room on 
each truck for more onions. The trucking company has 
already been paid for, therefore the extra onions you 
sell are pure profit. 
If you have never sold any before and need help, let me 
know and I can help you out. Remember, when you buy 
a bag for yourself take 4 more to sell to your friends 
and neighbors.

Athletes with either condition can usually return to sports after several months of rest and physical therapy. Patients may need to wear 
a back brace as part of their recovery, which will be custom-made for them in our orthotics department. In rare situations, if a vertebra 
is severely out of alignment or if a child remains in pain after other forms of treatment, spinal fusion surgery may be needed from one of 
our skilled, experienced physicians.

Ellis Waller commented “ high tide was 
actually winning the Midwest competi-
tion in 2012, never had the Canadians 
been beat”!
