
There is a fresh interest in the church 
today for Christian Discipleship. Many 
churches and denominations started to realize 
that there is a need for spiritual formation;

Since I love 
discipleship, this is music to my ears and it 
makes my heart beat faster.

In the New Testament era, when Jesus 
said, “make disciples” the apostles under-
stood that Christ’s intent was not simply get-
ting people to believe in Him (convert them), 
but to help these believers become what Je-
sus intended for them (disciple them).  

 

According to the Westminster Dictionary 
of Theological Terms, “a convert is someone 
who changes from one faith to another.” 
However, The Great Commission from Mat-
thew 28:19-20 does not say “make con-
verts”, instead it says, “make disciples.” Dal-
las Willard, professor of philosophy at Uni-
versity of Southern California, in his book 
The Great Omission, writes, “The last com-
mand Jesus gave the church before he as-
cended to heaven was the Great Commission, 
the call for Christians to ‘make disciples of 
all the nations.’ But Christians have respond-
ed by making ‘Christians,’ not ‘disciples.’ 
This has been the church's Great Omission.” 

 

Dietrich Bonheoffer, the author of The 
Cost of Discipleship, considered the lack of 
discipleship—cheap grace, “the preaching of 
forgiveness without requiring repentance, 
baptism without church discipline, commun-
ion without confession, absolution without 

personal confession. Cheap grace is grace without 
discipleship, grace without the cross, grace without 
Jesus Christ.” 

 

Upper Room Fellowship Ministry (URFM), a 
teaching and counseling ministry, known for its 
efforts in Spiritual Growth & Maturity (SG&M), 
has set, once again—discipleship, through the Ad-
vanced Discipleship Training (ADT), as its high-
est objective.
