Sometimes we have several articles on
deck waiting to be published and sometimes we have to start calling members and beg for an
article. Sometimes it's past the deadline before we get an article. Dean Smith, our new editor is

a very talented graphic designer but keep in mind he still works full time as a police officer so
he’s not just sitting at his computer waiting for everything to come in. Same thing for me. | try

to check my email once a day but sometimes | miss a day or two. Some pages in the Sidelight
pretty much stay the same each month and other change every month or two. What takes a lot of
time is making all the articles fit the pages. If things go just over a page, then you have to add
two pages since we use both sides of a sheet of paper so you have to use what’s called “filler
material.” All of this takes time.

Dean does his best to have the draft copy ready by the 25 th of the month and then he sends it to
me and the other officers. Most months there are some changes so we reply to Dean. He makes
the changes and sends it back to us for another review. Hopefully this scenario only takes place
once but sometimes we get some updated information or find something we missed the first time
around so we do it again. By this time, it's the 27 th — 29 th of the month. Once | approve it, Dean
sends it to the printer. They usually print and send to the mailing company the next day unless
it's Friday. Then it doesn’t go to the mailing company until Monday. It takes them a day to

fold, tab, and deliver to the Main Post Office on Gardener Lane. By now it’s close to the 1st of
the month. The US Post Office usually takes 3 - 4 days before they even start to process it and
another couple of days for it to be delivered to our members. So, the Sidelight gets to everyone
around the 5 th — 8 th of the month.

One thing | would like to point out. Dean is saving us over $400 a month by doing the graphic design
but we still spend almost $400 on everything else involved with the printing and mailing.

Sometimes | can read and re-read my own article and not see a mistake. Maybe it's the same for
the process of publishing the Sidelight so if anyone has any suggestions, please let me know.
We know there is a problem but finding the solution is not as simple as it seems. | really think

we are on the right track and just have to fine tune the process. At least for those of you with
computers it's on our website or you can have it emailed to you. | look forward to having fun

with our cars this summer so see you on the road.

Notice of Proposed Bylaw Change A'jﬁ;ﬁﬁg‘%m

We have many members that due to age and/or health issues cannot work the swap meet. We continue to need
more workers at the swap meet and for the last several years have supplemented KYANA's own workers with a
variety of volunteer groups. There are also many potential members that want to join KYANA but cannot due to
the current membership cap. Eliminating the cap will help solve both issues.

The original reasoning for the cap was to allow the clubhouse to safely and efficiently accommodate a maximum
number of members at our four big dinner meetings each year: January Business Meeting, Swap Meet Planning
Meeting, annual picnic, and Awards and Elections. Despite the membership cap being raised several times over
the years, we have yet to fill the clubhouse to capacity.

Following several months of discussion on this topic, the Board moved at its April meeting to amend the current
bylaws to remove the membership cap. The current KYANA bylaws, Article 11, Section 3f states: “all applications
of pre-members are to be approved by the board of directors, and a membership limit of 275 persons will be
adopted.”

The proposed change to Article Ill, section 3f reads: “all applications of pre-members are to be approved by the
board of directors.”

Following the required number of notifications, a vote of the full membership on the proposed bylaw change will
take place at an upcoming general meeting. The Board welcomes your comments, questions, and feedback
regarding this proposed bylaw change.
