So, when you are having your facia boards replaced you must have them painted 

or primed. The paint company will not paint over any virgin wood. Also, if you are 

installing a new door that is white, you must paint that brown. The paint company will 

not paint on any door that has not already been painted. The office is in the process of 

sending letters out to homeowners with rotted facia board and or overgrown foliage. It 

is the homeowner’s responsibility to have their house in good order so that the paint 

company can paint all the homes properly. Let’s all do our part in preparing for this 

huge project.

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HOA Payment Reminders

late fee. If you make your payment late and do not include the $25 you will receive a notice in the 

mail asking to please remit late fee.

 7.  On the reason line enter the reason for your payment and your lot # 

 8.  Click Send. 
 

The office will receive an email as a record of your payment. The office will give you a receipt if 

you need it. 

Using Zelle is not mandatory, it’s just a new tool to make your payments without coming to the 

office.
