Some of ABATE of Florida, Inc.’s Accomplishments

» On July 1, 2000, we had the 30 year old Florida Helmet law repealed; July 1, 2010 was our 10th
Anniversary of Freedom of Choice.

Road Captain's Report
(throwback February 2015)

Hey brothers and sisters, this is Postal, aiming to edu-
cate and motivate.

ABATE has been around since the early seventies af-
ter a call out from Easy Riders magazine editor, Lou
Kimsey, wanted bikers to come together to fight the
government’s impending restrictions on motorcycles,
not just helmet laws, they also wanted grab bars for
passengers. The DOA was investigating ways to re-
strict the modifying or customizing of motorcycles
(chopper’s) which they deemed unsafe because of the
extended forks.

In the sixties, as a way of protesting, bikers would ex-
tend the front of their motorcycles as far as they could
get away with. Also, they would put ridiculously high
handlebars which were nicknamed ape hangers and
as a grab-bar for the passengers they put on sissy bars,
some of them 6 to 8 feet high. Congress had already
passed legislation in 1966 requiring every state to
pass a helmet law or lose 10 percent of their federal
highway funds. So, in February of 1972 “A Brother-
hood Against Totalitarian Enactments” ABATE got
its start. Not long after, charters began popping up in
other states and are still growing today.

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CONVINCED OF mYy PURPOSE AND I'M ALIVE TO

I used up four lives in the month of December but I'm
still here to write February’s article. I don’t get to decide
when my time is up; God does.

For those of you who don’t know what happened, I test-
drove a motorcycle back in December with a few more
cc’s than I was accustomed to. Despite my husband
Larry’s warnings about there being a huge difference
between my motorcycle and the one I was testing, the
throttle got the best of me. I was supposed to make a
left out of the Ormond Beach dealership onto a main
road but when the bike took off, it was as if I forgot how
to ride. Ithen felt Holy Spirit say ‘go straight.” Ahead of
me was grass, NOT concrete. His angels guided me as I
went over an 8” curb, then a ditch, up a hill and over, to
yet another grassy knoll. When I heard the thud of my
body hitting the ground, all I could repeatedly muster
was, T'm not dead, I'm not dead, thank you God, 'm not
dead.” This was the first life I think I used during the
incident. At the same time, a rescue vehicle just hap-
pened to pass by. They were flagged down and I was
immediately transported to a nearby hospital.

After an evaluation of multiple broken ribs (4 brakes), 3
fractured vertebrae, a crushed spleen, grass rashes and
multiple bruises (no blood) I was then transferred from
the first hospital to one with the ability to remove my
spleen.

The next phase of care began at the second hospital in
the SICU. Again, angels tended to me while at the same
time, medical personnel continued to assess and work
on me. I've never had so many tests, scans, and X-rays,
been poked and jabbed more than any pincushion I
own. Because I was in a SICU, I often heard ‘Code Blue’.
As a person of prayer, I knew that was my cue to pray
for those around me. That was the one thing I could
do effortlessly. Praying for others became my mandate
while I was there.

My back surgery was next on the list. Not only would

the Kyphoplasty (back surgery on 2 of the 3 fractured

vertebrae) help my long term mobility, it would help
me with my short term goals, that included physical
therapy and a much needed trip to my bathroom. The
neurologist had already visited me that morning brief-
ing me about what to expect. While waiting to go to
surgery, I began to feel, weak, faint, clammy, hot, cold
and everything in between. The next thing I remem-
ber was waking to a room FULL of medical person-
nel calling my name and my chest hurt. Ilearned my
heart had stopped and chest compressions were ad-
ministered in order to bring my flat-lined heart back
to life. Call it what you want... karma, ‘everything
happens for a reason’, or whatever. I believe in God’s
law of reciprocity and simply say you always reap what
you sow. My ‘code blue’ prayers paid off and I was able
to thank the nurse who jumped on me and did the
chest compressions. There goes another life!

My heart became the next center of focus. Through
even more tests and scans, it was determined that I
had a healthy heart with no blockages, but due to the
stress of the accident and other factors, the hearts elec-
trical circuits were not firing on all cylinders. Except
for the accident, I never would have known I had this
problem! The next step was to put in a pacemaker,
which would correct this issue when it happens again.
Needless to say, the back surgery was rescheduled for
the next day, along with the insertion of a pacemak-
er. I went from one operating room straight to the
next with just enough time to wake from anesthesia.
When I came through both surgeries, the first thing I
noticed was no back pain! Wow - Praise God!

I continued to ask questions about my injured spleen,

We, in ABATE of Florida Southeast Chapter have
a mascot named Diddles. She is a long-haired
Chihuahua, belongs to Johnny, our President, but
also belongs to our community. She has been
riding for over 10 years, but more about her later.
We were talking about her and it got us thinking
about other dogs who ride. I'm sure everyone
has seen it, a time or two, a dog on a motorcycle,
and you just had to look twice. It’s so cool and not
something you see every day.

First, we researched about the laws for riding a
motorcycle with a dog. We could not find any that
stated that it is illegal. Across various states and
countries though, there are laws about how you
can carry a dog. Most talk about restraints, all
leaning to keeping the dog safe, on the road, and
in case of an accident, so that is good. We know
a few people, or have heard stories of people,
who ride without a restraint on the dog. We are
sure that anyone who rides with their dog, loves
them very much, so will make sure they are safe.
Maybe with a bigger dog, you don’t want them re-
strained, so they can easily jump off if they need
to. Okay, so what about those restraints....sur-
prisingly, there is a long list of different types of
dog carriers, so we will share the basics here:
-Dog Motorcycle Carrier — these are usually like
a regular pet carrier, but they have mesh panels
for ventilation (and so the wind doesn'’t try to take
them off your bike) and they attach on the back
of the bike

pack, almost, with a flat hard bottom for the dog to
sit or stand on, with mesh panels, too, and usually
worn on the chest.

-Sidecar — many dogs ride it sidecars

All of the above methods usually have some kind
of restraints in them, so the dog can be “leashed”
to them. And most dogs do wear goggles and
sometimes a helmet. This protects their eyes
from the wind, and the helmet can help protect
them from the sun and, in some cases, keep the
wind from blowing in their ears.

Second, we found out that not all dogs are rid-
ers. Just like people, some dogs are bikers, and
others are not. A good biker dog is one that has
a strong, confident personality. These dogs will
love the noise, vibration, and wind on a bike. You
see these personalities in a lot of small breed
dogs, who’s personalities are bigger than their
size, and we are having a little laugh here, be-
cause Diddles IS THAT DOG, big personality, a
little cocky sometimes. Some dogs, like those
that hate fireworks, a little more sensitive type,
would not be good riders.

So, on to the dogs. Let’s talk about a couple that
we found out about.

Molly and Jim Tremmel — Molly is a 10-year-old
German Shepherd, and Jim and Molly live in Mil-
waukee, Wisconsin. Molly rides on a pad that is

= are now in place. As for motorcyclists, it was a decent
Federal election. All of MRF’s current bill sponsors
and caucus leaders were re-elected and nearly all of
supporters were re-elected. From what I have heard
about President Obama, during his time in the US
Senate, he did vote against an amendment in 2005 that
would have reinstated the national universal mandato-
ry helmet law, and he also had a favorable rapport with
the ABATE of IL when he served in IL Senate from
1997-2004. His choice for Secretary of Transportation
is the retiring seven-term Republican congressman
from Peoria, Ray LaHood. Now according to a lawyer
that I know, (who is also is a firm Obama backer), he
has stated this was a good choice, but after looking at
his record on what he has done in the past in Trans-
portation, 'm not sold on this one yet.

but they kept saying they were hopeful it would heal on
its own. Getting out of bed was my next challenge. I
knew I had to tap into God’s supernatural power re-
serves set aside for me and begin to move my broken
body. The following day, Physical Therapy came in to
help me begin my uphill climb, but not without another
challenge. I made it to a nearby chair when I began to
loose my grip on life once again. It turned out my heart
misfired and the pacemaker was set too low to kick in
and help my heart recover. A Cardiology tech came and
put what looked like a digital hockey puck on my chest,
adjusting the pacemaker to better suit my body’s needs.
He typed in some codes and then said, ‘You're all set’,
and off he went.

The following day would be my next attempt at not only
getting out of bed, but this time, I walked around my
room. The last box to check would be using the toilet
for the long awaited movement! (Sorry, I know it’s gross
but necessary.) Surprisingly, talk of discharge was in
the air. This was somewhat of a welcome thought yet
my spleen was in question and I never even saw what
my bathroom looked like. I was discharged the same
afternoon straight from SICU, which seemed strange
to me. The 2-hr ride home gave me time to reflect and
thank God for His many, many miracles, the care and
support I had from my entire family, and the incredible
amount of prayer I received from people near and far.
My husband Larry tended to me while my two girls kept
people updated via texts, emails, and Face Book, which
was invaluable.

When I arrived back home in Melrose, I couldn’t believe
my eyes. My house was decorated for Christmas! My
kids decked the halls for my arrival. Needless to say, I
cried like a baby when I walked in the door. We got set-
tledinand 2 hrslater I started to feel strange. This time, I
knew it wasn’t my heart but unsure of what was happen-
ing. By midnight, 911 was called and I was transferred
to UF Gainesville. After more tests, it was determined
my actively injured spleen needed emergency removal.
It should have bled out but was removed, awarding me
another life! They also found another fracture in my
neck as well as a puncture in my colon. Had this not
been found, it could have leaked bacteria causing sepsis,
also deadly. This was life #4. The splenectomy was suc-

cessful and the colon was repaired. When I came to,
I had a neck brace, which made my breathing terribly
difficult. Not out of the woods yet, I still had boxes to
check. With this setback, I still hadn’t had a ‘move-
ment’ in over a week, and 'm not talking about a musi-
cal composition!

Sometime during the second night in ICU, I needed
a blood transfusion of one unit of blood. This was an
event I'll never forget. (Ask me about it sometime.)
Everyday after that proved to everyone that the prayers
of the saints were working as my condition improved
daily. I was eventually moved to a regular floor. On
the evening of December 21, we got permission to go
outside and view the Bethlehem Star, an event that
happens every 800 years. Imagine this - the nurses
wrapped me in warmed blankets and my daughter
rolled me down to a walkway in front of the ER where
we watched for the stars to appear. By the next after-
noon and with all the boxes checked, I was discharged.
I was finally going home and this time to stay. If it
weren’t for the support of my family (and I mean every
member), the hospital’s staff and the prayers bombard-
ing heaven from those of you who prayed, none of this
would have been possible.

2 Corinthians 4:8-9 says, “We are hard-pressed on ev-
ery side, yet not crushed; we are perplexed, but not in
despair; persecuted, but not forsaken; struck down,
but not destroyed—* thrown from a motorcycle but
not dead, code blue but not without a beating heart,
a ruptured septic spleen but not poisoned. The life of
Jesus was made manifest as healing in my body! In
spite of everything you and I have faced in 2020, this
has been GOOD. We were never meant to know what
is good for us and what is evil. That was the whole
issue in the Garden with eating from the Tree of the
Knowledge of Good and Evil— God never wanted us
to know. What looked like evil actually brought good
and what looked like good brought me evil. So I con-
tinue to sit back and watch God move so gracefully
through my life. What I've learned from this so-called
‘evil” has been good. My story isn’t over. When my
heart stopped beating I never saw a tunnel or a path
of light so I know my time has not come. I'm more

purpose-full than ever! I have kids and grands that

The good news is that Senate Bill 278 Traffic Offenses
was introduced by Senator Baxley.

Traffic Offenses; Creating the “Vulnerable Road
User Act”; providing criminal penalties for a person
who commits a moving violation that causes serious
bodily injury to, or causes the death of, a vulnerable
road user; requiring that the person who commits the
moving violation pay a specified fine, serve a mini-
mum period of house arrest, and attend a driver im-
provement course; requiring that the court revoke
the person’s driver license for a minimum specified
period, etc.

At this time of this writing, the Bill is now in the
hands of the Transportation Subcommittee, so let’s
keep our fingers crossed.

NEW YEAR, OLD BUSINESS

With the new 117th Congress now in session, and the
Biden Administration proposing a $2 trillion trans-
portation and infrastructure plan to reauthorize fed-
eral funding for highways, vehicle safety and public
transit, before the September deadline, motorcyclists
are once again tasked with including motorcycle-
friendly provisions in the new highway bill.

Last session’s Moving Forward Act (H.R.2), included
provision to: Increase Motorcycle Safety Funds to
states by 25% (to $5.8 million); Extend the prohibi-
tion against using federal funding for motorcycle-only
checkpoints, and also prohibit using federal funds to
profile and stop motorcyclists based on of their mode
of transportation or style of dress; Require the DOT to
consider motorcycles in safety studies on autonomous
vehicles and include a motorcycle safety group in the
DOT working group on autonomous vehicle deploy-
ment; Extension of the Motorcyclist Advisory Council
including a seat on the council for motorcyclists’ rights
groups and manufacturers; and added an amendment
during a floor vote in the House to provide federal
monies to collect state profiling data regarding traffic
stops based on “mode of transportation.”

Failing to pass, like all other failed bills, the massive
transportation measure will need to be dealt with all
over again in the coming months, so contact your
Congressional Representatives and U.S. Senators to
include these much-needed provisions in the newly in-
troduced legislation by calling the U.S. Capitol Switch-
board at (202) 224-3121.

Likewise, despite having gained over 130 bipartisan co-
sponsors, H. Res. 255, to address the issue of anti-biker
profiling on a national level, failed due to House inac-
tion and will need to be reintroduced and re-addressed
this two-year session. Once again, the National Coali-
tion of Motorcyclists (NCOM) and the Confederations
of Clubs are calling on all motorcyclists nationwide,
from patch holders to independents, to contact their
Congressional Representatives to ask for their support
of an anti-profiling measure in the House, similar to
Senate Resolution 154 passed by unanimous consent
in the U.S. Senate on December 11, 2018.

As defined by the nonbinding S.Res.154, “motorcycle
profiling” means “the illegal use of the fact that a per-
son rides a motorcycle or wears motorcycle related
apparel as a factor in deciding to stop and question,
take enforcement action, arrest, or search a person or
vehicle with or without legal basis under the Constitu-
tion of the United States.”
