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1. What is the purpose of the
Counselling Fund?

To promote healing and restore
hope for those impacted by abuse
by providing financing for
counselling.

2. Who is eligible to receive
this funding?

Survivors, and family members
impacted by abuse.

3. Do | have to live in the
Classis Chatham region?

To receive funding the applicant
currently lives in the Classis Chatham
region or was living in Classis
Chatham at the time of abuse.

4. Do | have to attend a
Christian Reformed Church to
Receive the funding?

Funding is based on membership
within a Christian Reformed
Church (CRC) or regular
aftendance in a CRC sponsored
program at the fime of the
abuse.

5. Do | have to go through a
legal process or advisory
panel process to apply for the
fund?

No, all reasonable requests will be
considered.

6. How will confidentiality be
maintained?

No more than two members of the
Counselling Fun Committee who
have signed an oath of
confidentiality will be aware of the
applicant’s name. Reference to the
applicant will be made through a
case number.
