Not. No. 14-F-1-7-2016-XVIII-3.—In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 308-A read with Section
433 of the Madhya Pradesh Municipal Corporation Act. 1956 (No, 23 of 1956) and Section 187 read with Section
355 and 356 of the Madhya Pradesh Municipalities Act, 1961 (No, 37 of 1961), the State Government, hereby,
makes the following rules, for compounding of offences of construction of buildings without permission, the fees
and conditions in municipal areas, namely :—

RULES

1.  Short title, Extent and Commencement.—(1) These rules may be called the Madhya Pradesh
Municipal (Compounding of offence of Construction of Buildings, Fees and Conditions) Rules, 2016.

(2) They shall extend within the limits of all Municipal Corporations, Municipalities and Municipal
Councils. ‘

(3) They shall come into force from the date of their publication in the Madhya Pradesh Gazette.
2. Definitions.—in these rules, unless the context otherwise requires—

(a) "Act” means Madhya Pradesh Municipal Corporation Act, 1956 (No. 23 of 1956) and Madhya
Pradesh Municipalities Act,1961 (No. 37 of 1961);

(b) "Council” means .the Council of the Corporation in case of Municipal Corporation and
Municipality as the case may be; ’

© "Competent Authority" in case of any Municipal Corporation means the Commissioner of
Municipal Corporation and in case of Municipality and Municipal Council the Chief Municipal
Officer of Municipality for residental construction and President-in Council for non-residental

construction;
@) f‘Form" means forms appended to these rules;
(e) "Madhya Pradesh Bhumi Vikash Niyam" means the Madhya Pradesh Bhumi Vikash Niyam,2012

(3] "Mayor in Council" means Mayor in Council constituted under section 37 of the Madhya
Pradesh Municipal Corporation Act, 1956 (No. 23 of 1956);

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(h) "Section” means the section of the Act;

Council constituted under Section 5 of Madhya Pradesh Municipalities Act, 1961 (No. 37
of 1961);

3. Compounding of offences of construction of building constructed without permission.—The
competent Authority, on receipt of an application received from a person to regularize the construction of his
building constructed without permission or by violating the permission granted, may compound the offence by
imposing a compounding fees as prescribed in rule 5 subject of the conditions mentioned under section 308-A of
the Madhya Pradesh Mnuicipal Corporation Act, 1956 (No. 23 of 1956) and under section 187-A of the Madhya
_ Pradesh Municipalities Act, 1961 (No. 37 of 1961);

4. Procedure to compound the offence.—The applicant shall submit the application to the competent
authority in Form-A or Form-B for compounding the offences relating to the construction or construction made
without permission. Such application shall accompany the record and documents relating to the case. The Competent
Authority shall take decision within one month from the date of receipt of such application:

Provided that in exceptional cases or in exceptional circumstances the Competent Authority may take

a period of six months to

Provided that, where entire building has been constructed without the permission from competent authority,
the competent for permissible built up area, (in which open area, Floor area ratio, Land-cover, height etc. is
included) the fees mentioned in column (3) shall be payable, and for limit of permissible 10 percent fees
prescribed in column (4) shall be payable. Provided further that if construction of the building has been made
beyond the permissible floor .area ratio or more than 10% of the permissible floor area ratio, the compounding
shall be made only after removing or cause to be removed the additional construction.

6. Compounding made under sub rule (b) of rule 3, shall be deemed as permission grahted, under the
Madhya Pradesh Municipal Corporation Act, 1956, the Madhya Pradesh Municipalities Act,1961 and the Madhya
Pradesh Nagar Tatha Gram Nivesh Adhiniyam, 1973 and rules and bylaws made there under.

7. Cancelling or revision of the procedure of compounding.—If in the opinion of the State Government
the case compounded by the competent authority under these rules is liable to be cancelled or revised in public
interest it may cancel or revise such compounded proceedings:

Provided further that such order shall not be made unless aggrieved parties are given suitable
opportunities of being heard.

8. Removal of difficulties.—If any difficulty areses in implementation these rules, the State Government
by an order published in Gazette which are necessary or expedient to remove the difficulties, may such provisions
which are not inconsistent to the purpose of these rules. '
