I like
it. It’s what I want.”

Jyll Blakeslee, 18, plays Rizzo.
“We’re kids and grown-ups at the
same time here. Just yesterday I
forced myself to smoke a
cigarette for my character.” As-
piring to be a professional per-
former, Blakeslee is currently
producing a tape of her original
songs.

To many, Pam and Ron blink
into existence at tryouts in late
spring, enjoy their waking hours
with 12-through 18-year-olds, and
vanish sometime in late August.

In fact, Ron is an independent
data processor.-Pam is a playw-
right and, sometimes, a peform-
ing arts instructor.
