The treasurer oversees the
two accounts of Tidewater Basketry
Guild and Guilders Weave. The
primary duties include making
deposits, writing checks, preparing
necessary financial reports (including tax
documents), and assisting the president
with creating the annual budget.

Both of these officers are voting members
of the TBG Board thereby participating in
the guild’s decision-making processes.
