A motion was made by Mr. Matos to reimburse Core Logic for taxes paid to the Borough that were for
a property in Eynon. Mrs. Sullivan seconded the motion which carried with all in favor.

Mr. Pantzar motioned to pay the bills, second by Mrs. Serge. Mayor Prince commented that he didn’t
feel we should pay the City of Carbondale for police coverage as they are not living up to the contract.
Motion carried with all in favor.

Mayor Report: Mayor Prince noted that he attended the Lackawanna County Association of
Boroughs meeting which was very informative. He wished everyone a happy and safe 4t of July.

Solicitor Report: Attorney Levine had nothing to report at this time.

Committee Reports:

Mr. Carachilo reported that he attended a meeting to obtain food vouchers for senior citizens.
However, this whole end of the state will not have the vouchers available until August.

Mr. Carachilo noted that he hasn’t yet heard on the pending grants.

Mr. Matos informed Council that both mowers are down with parts on back order. One should be
fixed shortly. The crew has been out filling potholes as weather allows.

Unfinished Business:

Mr. Carachilo stated that the job on 5t and 6t streets needs to be finished as soon as possible as it has
been going on since November. There are some issues that are being left up to the contractor to
determine the best way to address. There was some additional costs are more work needed to be done
to complete the project properly. Some additional trees had to be removed.
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Mr. Matos made a motion, second by Mrs. Serge to allow the existing contractor to finish the project
with any necessary additional costs as has been discussed. Mr. Matos noted that the contractor has
gone above and beyond on this project due to circumstances out of his control. Motion carried with all
in favor.

Mr. Mikloiche stated that the project will be completed this week.

New Business:

Mr. Matos made a motion to advertise for bids for the Peterlin sanitary sewer project pending
completion of the blueprints. As soon as prints are ready, project can be put out to bid without
another meeting. Mrs. Serge seconded the motion, which carried with all in favor.

Public Comment:

Barbara Bock questioned when the contract for police coverage with the City of Carbondale is up. She
agrees with Mayor Prince that they shouldn’t be paid. Mayor Prince noted that other residents have
also complained.

Another resident, Jennifer Boyd stated that according to the copy of the contract she obtained it is
already expired.

Colleen Sullivan reported that kids are starting fires and there was no response to the calls made to
the non-emergency number.

Barbara Bock suggested that the Borough consider going back to Forest City for coverage.
Other options are PA State Police or Greenfield Township.

It was also noted that CPD promised to attend meetings and has not been at any since the contract
was accepted.

Attorney Levine will review the contract and discuss it with Council President Carachilo. Jeff noted
that the contract continues in good faith until one or the other party notifies that they want it
cancelled.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:25 PM on a motion by Mr. Matos, second by Mrs. Serge. All in favor.
