Members of Kimball Memorial Lutheran Church and The First
Presbyterian Church of Kannapolis along with Dance Dreams Studio
will present an original musical drama based on the lives of Sarah and
Abraham from the Bible on September 14th and 15th at 7:30 pm at
Kimball Memorial Lutheran Church in Kannapolis.
