Thoughts as We Gather

The Introit for Trinity Sunday is one of the few during the Church Year that
employs as its antiphon a liturgical text rather than a biblical passage: “Blessed
be the Holy Trinity and the undivided Unity. Let us give glory to Him because
He has shown His mercy to us.” The words #rinity and triune are not used in
the Bible, but this text aptly summarizes the mysterious extra-worldly nature
of God, which is revealed throughout Holy Scripture—as is evident in the var-
ious readings of this day.

Appropriately, following the exalted season of Easter merging into Pentecost,
we consider the very nature of God. The one who is three, “holy, holy, ho-
ly” (Is 6:3, Old Testament Reading), is the being beyond comprehension. The
Collect of the Day also speaks of the Trinity to be worshiped as Unity. Peter’s
Pentecost sermon, most of which is in the Second Reading, rightly magnifies
the work of the Christ. But Peter directs his hearers to all three persons of the
Trinity as he speaks of the Son at God’s right hand, who, after receiving the
Father’s promised Holy Spirit, proceeds to pour Him out (Acts 2:33). The
Psalm magnifies the voice of God over the waters (Ps 29:3). This is appropri-
ate in a discussion of Holy Baptism, which by its Christ-ordained formula
points to the Holy Trinity; the name of the triune God is truly the voice over
many waters. Baptism will be an important focus of the Gospel for Trinity
Sunday, our text.

Such as the Father is, such is the Son, and such is the Holy Spirit:
the Father uncreated, the Son uncreated, the Holy Spirit uncre-
ated;

the Father infinite, the Son infinite, the Holy Spirit infinite;

the Father eternal, the Son eternal, the Holy Spirit eternal.

And yet there are not three Eternals, but one Eternal,

just as there are not three Uncreated or three Infinites, but one
Uncreated and one Infinite.

In the same way, the Father is almighty, the Son almighty, the Holy
Spirit almighty;

and yet there are not three Almighties, but one Almighty.

So the Father is God, the Son is God, the Holy Spirit is God;

and yet there are not three Gods, but one God.

So the Father is Lord, the Son is Lord, the Holy Spirit is Lord;

and yet there are not three Lords, but one Lord.

Just as we are compelled by the Christian truth to acknowledge each
distinct person as God and Lord, so also are we prohibited by the
catholic religion to say that there are three Gods or Lords.

The Father is not made nor created nor begotten by anyone.

The Son is neither made nor created, but begotten of the Father
alone.

The Holy Spirit is of the Father and of the Son, neither made nor
created nor begotten, but proceeding.

Thus, there is one Father, not three Fathers; one Son, not three Sons;
one Holy Spirit, not three Holy Spirits.

And in this Trinity none is before or after another; none is great-
er or less than another;

but the whole three persons are coeternal with each other and coe-
qual, so that in all things, as has been stated above, the Trinity in
Unity and Unity in Trinity is to be worshiped.

Therefore, whoever desires to be saved must think thus about the
Trinity.

But it is also necessary for everlasting salvation that one faithfully
believe the incarnation of our Lord Jesus Christ.

Therefore, it is the right faith that we believe and confess that
our Lord Jesus Christ, the Son of God, is at the same time both
God and man.
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All these things and whatever else You know that we need, grant us,
Father, for the sake of Him who died and rose again and now lives and
reigns with You and the Holy Spirit, one God forever.

Communion Statement

The Lord’s Supper is celebrated at this congregation in the confession and glad confidence that,
as He says, our Lord gives into our mouths not only bread and wine but His very body and blood
to eat and to drink for the forgiveness of sins and to strengthen our union with Him and with one
another. Our Lord invites to His table those who trust His words, repent of all sin, and set aside
any refusal to forgive and love as He forgives and loves us, that they may show forth His death
until He comes.

Because those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and blood unworthily do so to their great
harm and because Holy Communion is a confession of the faith which is confessed at this altar,
any who are not yet instructed, in doubt, or who hold a confession differing from that of this
congregation and The Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod, and yet desire to receive the sacra-
ment, are asked first to speak with the Pastor or an Elder.
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The Lord be with you.
And also with you.

Lift up your hearts.
We lift them to the Lord.

Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.
It is right to give Him thanks and praise.

It is truly good, right, and salutary that we should at all times and in all
places give thanks to You, O Lord, holy Father, almighty and everlast-
ing God, for the countless blessings You so freely bestow on us and all
creation. Above all, we give thanks for Your boundless love shown to
us when You sent Your only-begotten Son, Jesus Christ, into our flesh
and laid on Him our sin, giving Him into death that we might not die
eternally.

Lord of hosts, have mercy on those who would deny the new birth of
water and the Spirit to infants and children. Open their eyes and hearts
to the fullness of Your grace, that they would no longer hinder these
little ones from being born again and seeing Your kingdom.

Lord of hosts, we give thanks for those who have served our nation
through military service, and we remember with gratitude those who
gave their lives for us and for the cause of freedom. Help us to honor
their sacrifice by using our liberty responsibly. Keep safe all who trav-
el, bless our nation, and help us to protect and increase the privileges
we have for those who follow us, looking always to You, from whom
these privileges come. Lord, in Your mercy,

hear our prayer.

Lord of hosts, uphold and all who suffer in our midst
by Your truth, that since You are at their right hand, they cannot be
shaken. Gladden their hearts, cause their tongues to rejoice and make
their flesh dwell in hope. Lord, in Your mercy,

hear our prayer.

Lord of hosts, take away our guilt and atone for our sin by touching
our unclean lips with Christ’s cleansing body and blood, that we may
not be lost but abide in Your holy presence forever. Lord in Your mer-

cy,
hear our prayer.
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He is God, begotten from the substance of the Father before all ages;
and He is man, born from the substance of His mother in this age:
perfect God and perfect man, composed of a rational soul and
human flesh;

equal to the Father with respect to His divinity, less than the Father
with respect to His humanity.

Although He is God and man, He is not two, but one Christ:

one, however, not by the conversion of the divinity into flesh, but by
the assumption of the humanity into God;

one altogether, not by confusion of substance, but by unity of per-
son.

For as the rational soul and flesh is one man, so God and man is one
Christ,

who suffered for our salvation, descended into hell, rose again the
third day from the dead,

ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand of the Father,
God Almighty, from whence He will come to judge the living and the
dead.

At His coming all people will rise again with their bodies and give
an account concerning their own deeds.

And those who have done good will enter into eternal life, and those
who have done evil into eternal fire.

This is the catholic faith; whoever does not believe it faithfully
and firmly cannot be saved.
