The Legacy – FRENCH
Luney Honoré Desamours, née le 13 Février 1948 au Cap-Haïtien, Haïti, des 
époux Louise Pierretine Honoré et Stéphanas Honoré. Elle était la 20ème des 21 
enfants d’une grande famille. Luney, petite fille éveillée et exhubérante raffolait des 
plages sablonneuses ensoleillées et éprouvait une attraction particulière pour les 
phares. Cette fascination venait des visites faites avec son père au phare historique 
de Fort Picolet, au Cap-Haïtien. Elle aimait surtout ce qu’il représentait, une très 
brillante lumière pour guider des embarcations en sécurité vers le port, à travers 
des rochers et d’autres écueils. Cette fascination peut se voir dans les nombreuses 
figurines et peintures de phare qu’elle a collectionnées au cours des ans.

Luney Honoré Desamours was born on February 13, 
1948, in Cap-Haitien, Haiti, to Louise Pierretine Honoré and 
Stéphanas Honoré. She was the 20th in a large family of 21 
children. Luney was an exuberant child who absolutely loved 
sandy, sunny beaches and lighthouses. This love began when 
her father brought her to see the historical lighthouse at Fort 
Picolet, in Cap-Haitien. She loved what they represented: 
a very bright light to guide boats to the safety of the port, 
through rocks and other reefs. This fascination can be seen  
in the numerous figurines and paintings of lighthouses she 
collected over the years. She was an intelligent and  
exuberant child.    
Luney completed her primary education at the Sisters of 
St. Joseph de Cluny, her secondary education at the Lycée 
Philippe Guerrier, and her professional training at the  
Teacher Training School de Damiens. There, she met the  
one who later became her husband, Emmanuel Thomas  
Desamours. In 1971, Luney migrated to Montreal, Canada, 
then to the U.S., where she proudly became a citizen.  
On December 15, 1973, she and Emmanuel sealed their  
alliance. They had three children: a son, Jean-Robert, and 
two daughters, Emmaline and Melissa. Melissa gave Luney 
her precious granddaughter Elysa, whom she adored. 
As an adult, Luney was calm and reserved. She loved  
music. She loved to sing, play the guitar and the piano, 
which she learned to play on her own. She had the most 
beautiful alto singing voice. She loved to sing in church, 
earlier with her childhood friend Rita Hérivaux, and later 
with her children.
