
4/3/24 

• Upon investigation of a suspicious suitcase left on Stewart Avenue, Officers determined the item was rubbish. 

• A Clinton Road truck driver was charged with driving a vehicle that was 35,000 pounds overweight and improper 
securement of a roll-off container.
