for He  who is alive  has risen. And his d iscip les also  re alize  his tomb is empty. The y will  see  him 
rise n late r on; experiencing him alive  in a wonderf ul meeting in faith. An empty tomb and 
apparit ions will  be  the  great signs for the  be liever's faith.  The  discip les “saw and be lieved”; this must 
also be  our aim. Le t us renew our paschal faith; that Christ be  our Lord in everything we  do. Le t his 
Life  revitalize  ours and le t us renew the  grace  o f the  baptism we  have  rece ived; le t us become his 
apostles and discip les; le t us be  guided by love  and announce  to  all our happiness to  be lieve  in 
Christ;  le t us be   le t us be  hope ful witnesses o f his Re surrection.
