VII Brevard County Sheriff’s: Office (BCSO) Service Agreement

Attorney Richardson addressed that the Town is looking into entering an Interlocal
Agreement with the Brevard County Sheriff’s Office for the provision of
comprehensive law enforcement. . If agreed upon, the BCSO will abide by state.

laws, the Town’s code of ordinances, and provide patrols and traffic enforcement.

BCSO will prov1de a mimmum of two dedicated deputies a351gned to Melbourne
Village, at least one of them on patrol within the jurisdictional boundaries for 12
hrs. daily. For the remainder of the day, deputies will respond to calls for reactive
service, make.occasional patrols and otherwise provide service to the Town in a
manner consistent with the level of service that the BCSO has been providing to

- Melbourne Village for approxrmately the last four years when covering shifts for

the MVPD
The Town would still receive mutual aid from Melbourne and W_e'st Melbourne.

The contract, priced at .‘§250,000 p_er Fthhrough Sept 30, 2024_w0u1d go into effect
when signed. Cost to the Town will be pro-rated until our new Fiscal year begins

. on October 1.
