ROOSEVELT

GHAUFFELR GETS
LONG PRISON TERM

In Sing Sing From Seven to Twenty
Years.

JUDGE CALLS HIM  MURDERER.

UTiiiain Darragh, Who Ran Down
And Killed Young Ingvaard Trim-
ble And Then Fled From New
York, Gets Severe Arraignment
From Judge— .Vest -Man Arrested
On Same Charge May Go To Elec-
tric Chair, Court Declares.

New York (Special).— William
Darragh, the chauffeur who Kkilled
a boy and ran away, was sentenced
to Sing Sing prison for not less than

seven years, and not more than
twenty. Judge Hjulgueen's remarks
were calculated to make an impres-
sion wherever they are read; and it
is safe to say that every chauffeur

and automobile-driver will read ev-
ery word of them.
Judge Mulqueen said that the

proof of murder had been over-
whelming, and that Darragh should
have been glad to escape with a con-
viction of manslaughter. He add-
ed that, if another chauffeur should
be tried on a similar charge, he
would undoubtedly be sent to thej
chair.

It was Darragh who' ran down
13-year-old Ingvaard Trimble, at
Morningside Avenue and One Hun-
dred and Sixteenth Street, on March
27, and, after dragging the boy for
some distance, thus inflicting the in-
juries from which he died, speeded
away and was arrested only after
a pursuit to Texas. He was accused
of murder, and the General Sessions
jury before which he was tried found
him guilty of manslaughter in the
first degree.

YVarning To The Reckless.

Judge Mulgqueen told Darragh
that, if he imagined himself the vie-,
tint of the popular clamor against
reckless chauffeurs as a class, he was
mistaken, because he had had a fair
trial, and had been convicted on the
strength of his own crime. However,
the judge then went on to say that
he hoped the punishment he meted
out to Darragh would serve as a
warning to other chauffeurs.

“This case has excited such in-
terest that it seems proper to state
briefly the principles that guide the
determination of the sentence to be
imposed," said the judge. “Not that
I wish to add to your sufferings, but
because | think that the public
snould have a clear notion of the
matter.

“No new or obscure law has been
invoked in this instance. The sta-
tute defining murder in the first de-
gree is very old. it provides as fol-
lows: ‘The Killing of a human be-
ing, unless it is excusable or justi-
fiable, is murder in the first degree,
when committed by an act immi-
nently dangerous to others, and
evincing a depraved mind, regard-
less of human life, although without
a premediated design to effect the
death of any individual.’

“That law was enacted at a time
when the automobile was unknown,
and when the present intolerable
conditions could not possibly have
been foreseen. And yet it so clearly
applies to the reckless use of these
machines that | doubt if its terms
could be improved upon by the most
expert legislative draughtsman.

“1t was urged by your learned
counsel that you did not intend to
kill your victim. But it is an ele-
mentary legal rule that a man's in-
tent may be inferred from his acts.
When you took your seat in that car
you were free to drive carefully or
recklessly. You choose to go at a
most reckless speed. And you knew
that you bore a message of death
Jor_ the unfortunates in your path.
You knew that all the people had
at least an equal rightgo our streets
and roads. You cared more for
your own pleasure than for the life
or any other person. You had the
power to choose, and you elected
to do that which destroyed an inno-
cent life and brought the deepest
sorrow to a happy home.

Brands It As Murder.

“ Experienced counsel evoked all
their skill and persuasive eloquence
In your behalf. Every talesman who
admitted the slightest prejudice was
excluded from the jury, and those
finally chosen were repeatedly warn-
ed in my charge to coniine their at-
tention solely to the evidence pro-
duced in this case. They were told
that it was not their duty to regu-
late public affairs, but to decide on
the truth or falsity of the specific
charge against you. If any motive
swayed the jury other than a sense
of duty it was not a desire for re-
venge, but rather a spirit of mercy.
Indeed, X am convinced that if you
had been a rich man or a dissolute
man the verdict would have been
murder.

“The legal proof of murder was
overwhelming. But not even the
most sympathetic could acquit you

of manslaughter. The statutes de- j

fining that crime were clearly appli—j

cable, and no question of intent is
involved in them.

Goepplngen (Special).— After cov-
ering a distance of about 850 miles
in 37 hours Count Zeppelin's new
airship, on its return trip from BL-

terfield to Friedrichshafen came to
grief in an open field near here. In
maneuvering for a landing the air-
ship came into contact with a tree.

The damage to the airship is much
more serious than at first thought.
A cursory examination directly after
the accident showed that the envelope
had been torn, and it was thought
that the injury could be repaired and
that the vessel would proceed. A
more careful examination, however,
disclosed the fact that the prow was
broken and that a considerable time
must elapse before the journey could
be continued.

The position of the craft is ex-
tremely unfavorable, the ground be-
ing very hilly. The how rests on
the ground, while the stern is about
65 feet in the air. A strong breeze
sprang up toward evening, causing
no little anxiety for the safety of
the airship, which It was feared
would be wrecked should a storm
come up during the night.

After considerable labor and with
the assistance of some of those who
had gathered at the scene of the
accident. Count Zeppelin was able
to shift the position of his airship
a little, and thus give 'better protec-
tion from the wind,

That the collision was a heavy
one, is indicated by the broken and
bent strips of aluminum lying about
the ground, and the half split branch-
es dangling from the tree trunk.
Enormous crowds soon assembled,
and it became impossible for vehicles
to pass along the public highways.

The airship left the floating shed
on Lake Constance a little after 9
o'clock. The objective was Berlin,
where Emperor William awaited the
arrival of the Count, but the dirigible i
got only as far as Bitterfield, some
400 miles from the starting place, |
and there decided to return.

THRTY PERSONS KILLED
AND SEVENTY INJURED

Reports From Three States Tell of
Destruction By Wind.

Brownwood, Texas (Special).—A
disastrous tornado which struck the
town of Zephyr, 15 miles east of i
here, at midnight caused the known

loss of 40 lives and destroyed the
town.

Six persons are fatally injured, six
more are missing and may be dead,
and 50 are seriously wounded- The
total number of killed in the cyclone
may reach 60. Every store, residence
and outhouse in Zephyr and for a
radius of 10 miles is either demol-
ished or seriously damaged. Fifty
residences were wiped completely off
the earth, not even the foundations
being left to mark where they stood.
Fire added to the horror of the dis-
aster, and several stores and dwell-
ings were burned after being struck
by the twister. It is feared charred
bodies will be found beneath the de-
bris. Lightning caused the blaze,
which started In a lumber yard and
burned a business block.

The inhabitants were asleep in
their beds when the tornado swept
down on the town with a terrific
rush and roar, giving them no time
to seek shelter. Many were crushed
to death in their beds by falling tim-
bers. Many of the houses and stores
in this vicinity were built of stone,
but they were demolished as if made
ol shingles. The handsome new
three-story stone school is in ruins,
and the Methodist and Baptist
Churches are piles of debris.

The population of Zephyr was 1.-
000, and the town was in the heart
of a prosperous agricultural section.
Relief trains with a large number of
physicians, nurses and provisions and
clothing went to Zephyr from
Brownwood, Temple and Fort Worth.
Many citizens volunteered their serv-
ices. Quite a number of women of
Brownwood are attending the wound-
ed and suffering at the stricken city.
Many children lost their parents, and
parents are hunting through the de-
bris in hopes of finding missing chil-
dren.

In several instances whole families
were Killed in their beds. Rescue
parties dragged many of the vic-
tims from the ruins. Some of the .
inhabitants were killed in a horri-?
fying manner.

The greatest elevation o
the Kikuyu escarpment is 7,830 feet
From this point there is a magnifi-
cent view. The traveler looks down
some 2,000 feet into the Great Rift
Valley— a rift which can he traced
from the Zamebsi to Palestine
though it reaches its finest devel-
opment at about this point. Ele-
phants are plentiful in these forests
hut they are. fairly safe from the

hunter, for the thickness of the
growth renders their pursuit verj
difficult.

The mission at Kijabe is as
American organization called the
Africa Inland Mission. It is inde-
pendent and self-controlling in the

field, although represented by home
councils in Philadelphia and London.
The purpose of the mission is the
evangelization, so far as possible, of
the tribes in the interior of Africa
who have never heard the gospel.
The headquarters are at Kijabe,
where schools are conducted for mis-
sionarus’ children and for the in-
dustrial training of natives.

The Sotik district is in the south-
ern part of Kisunu province and con-
sists, broadly speaking, of a series
of meadows with numerous streams
and strips of forests. The district
is about 75 miles east of 1™ake'Vic-
toria Nyanza. The Kisii people in-
habit this territory, but they are lit-
tle known to Europeans. They are
said to be brave and warlike, ami-
able, intelligent and good cultivators
of the soil.

On this expedition the members of
the Roosevelt party wall have their
first real experience of the African,
jungle, as some section c.f the Sotik
district are very little known to the
white man.

A Religion of Work.

By ELBERT HUBBARD.

Man Is a building animal, and the
same Creative Energy that impelled
the Greeks and later the Romans to
plan, devise, toll and build, played
through the good monk, Benedict.
His desire to create was a form of the
great Cosmic Urge, that lives eternal-
ly and is building in America a finer,
better and nobler religion than the'
world has ever seen— a Religion of
Humanity—a religion of which at
times Benedict caught vivid passing
glimpses, as one sees at night the
landscape briiiiantly illumined by the
lightning's flash.

The motto of St. Benedict was
“ Ecce Labora.” These words were
carved on the entrance to every Ben-
edictine monastery.

The monastic ldea originated in the
Orient, where nature placed no spe-
cial penalty on idleness. Indeed,
labor may have been a curse in Asia.
Morality Is crystallized expediency,
and both, wo are told, arc matters of
geography, as well as time. And
truth It Is, that north of the Mediter-
ranean idleness is the curse, not
labor.

The rule of Benedict was not un-
like that of the Shakers, for gear
every monastery was a nunnery. The
association of men and women, al-
though quite limited, was better for
both than the absolute separation,
say of Trappists, who regard it a sin
even to look upon the face of woman.

The thrift and Industry of the Ben-
edictines was worthy of Ann Lee and
bur frle'nds the Shakers. A man who
works eight hours, with fair intelli-
gence, and does not set out to make
consumption and waste the business
of his life, grows rich. Thoreau was
right, an hour a day will support you.
But Thoreau was wrong in suppos-
ing that men work only to get food,
clothing and shelter. To work only
an hour « day is to evolve into a
loafer. We work not to acquire, but
to become.

The group idea, cemented by able
leadership and a religious concept, is
always successful. The Mormons,
Quakers, Harmonyltes, Economites,
the Oneida Community, all grew rich,
and surpassed their neighbors, not
only In point of money, but In health,
happiness, intelligence and general
mental grasp.

Brook Farm failed for lack of a
leader with business instinct, but, as
It was, it divided up among It3 mem-
bers a rich legacy of spiritual and
mental assets. In what is called
‘‘good society” there is a constant
danger through rivalry, not in well
doing, not In human service, but in
conspicuous waste and conspicuous
leisure. The religious rite of feet-
washing is absolutely lost, both as
arite and as an idea. In truth, "good
society” is essentially predatory in Its
Instincts.  In  communal life, or
the life of a group, service and not
waste is the watchword. This must
be so, since every group, at Its begin-
ning, is held together through the
thought of service. To meet and
unite on a basis of jealous rivalry and
sharp practice Is unthinkable, for
these are the things that disintegrate,
tho group.

It is an economic law that a group
founded upon and practicing the idea
of each member giving all, wins ail.
Benedict's idea of “Ecce Labora”
made every Benedictine monastery
a centre of wealth. Work stops bick-
ering, strife and undue waste.

He who does this always succeeds,
for not only is he engaged upon a
plan of life in which there is little
competition, but he Is wonting in line
with a divine law, the law of mutual-
ity, which provides that all the good
you do to others you da for yourself.

Benedictine  monasticlsm leads
straight to wealth and gi-eat power.
The Abbot of the group became a
Baron. "I took a vow of poverty, and
it led to an income of twenty thou-
sand pounds a year. | took the vow
of obedience, and find myself rulftr of
fifty towns and villages.”

These are the words which Sir Wal-
ter Scott puts into the mouth of an
Abbot, who became a Baron through
the simple law to which | have hint-
ed. And in this novel, “The Abbot,”
Sir Walter Scott gives a tragic pic-
ture of how power aud wealth can he
lost as well as won. Feudalism be-
gan wfth the rule of the monastery.

Benedict was one of the world's
great Captains of Industry. And,
like all the great enterprisers, he
won thrbufgh utilizing the efforts of
others. Iu picking his Abbots or the
men to be "Father” of each particular
group, he showed rare skill. These
men learned from him, and he
learned from them. One of his best
men was Cassiodorus. The man who
evolved the scheme of the scriptor-
ium,
was not
“We should copy the great works of
literature so that every monastery
shall have a library as good as that
which we have at Monte Cassino.”
He himself wait an expert penman,
and he set himself the task of teach-
ing the monks how to write as well
as read. “To write beautifully is a
great joy to our God," be said.

maker of books who loves his craft.

The systematic work of the scrip-
torium originated In the brain of Cas-
siodorus, and he was appointed by
Benedict to go from one monastery to
another and inform the Abbot that a
voice had come from God to Benedict
saying that these precious books must
be copied and presented to those who
would prize them.

Cassiodorus had been secretary of
state under the Emperor Theodoric,
and he had also been a soldier. He
was seventy years of age when he
came under the Influence of Benedict,
through a chance visit to Monte Cas-
sino. Benedict at first ordered him to
taka an ax and work with the ser-
vants at grubbing out underbrush
and preparing a field for planting.
Cassiodorus obeyed, and soon dis-
covered that there was a joy in obedi-
ence he had before never guessed.
His name was Brebantus Varus, but
on his declaring that he was going to
remain and work with Benedict, he
was complimented by being given the
name of Cassiodorus, suggested by
the word Cassinum or Cassino. Cas-
siodorus lived to be ninety-two, and
was one of the chief factors, after
Benedict himself. In introducing the
love of art and beauty into the
church.

Near Monte Cassino was a nunnery,
presided over by Scholastica, the twin
sister of Benedict. Renan says that
the kinship of Scholastica and Bene-
dict was c spiritual tie, not one of
blood. If so, we respect it none the
less. St. Gregory tells of the death
of Benedict thus: “Benedict was at
the end of his career, His interview
with Torila took place in 542, in the
year which preceded his death, and
from his earliest day of the following
year God prepared him for his last
struggle, by requiring from him the
sacrifice of the most tender affection
he had retained on earth. The beau-
tiful and touching Incident of the
last meeting of Benedict and his twin
sister, Scholastica, is a picture long to
remember. At the window of his cell,
three days after her death, Benedict
had a vision of his dear sister’s soul
entering heaven in the form of a
snowy dove. He immediately sent
for her body and placed it in a sepul-
chre which he had already prepared
for himself, that death might not
separate those whose souls had al-
ways been united in God.

“The death of his sister was the
signal of departure for himself. He
survived her forty days, He an-
nounced his death to several of his
monks, then far from Monte Cassino.
A violent fever having seized him, he
caused himself on the sixth day of
his sickness to he carried to the Cha-
pel of St. John the Baptist; he had
before ordered tne tomb in which his
sister already slept to he opened.
There, supported in .the arms of his
disciples, ha received the holy Viati-
cum, then, placing himself at the
side of the open grave, but at the foot
of tho altar, *nd with his arms ex-
tended toward heaven, he died, stand-
ing, whispering a last prayer. Such
a victorious death became the great
soldier of God. He was buried by the
side of his beloved Scholastica, in a
sepulchre made on the spot where
stood the Altar of Apollo, which he
had replaced by another to our be-
loved Saviour.”—New York Amer-
ican.

ART OF MAKING

STEAM HEATED GARDENS.

How Paris Market Gardeners Manu-
facture a Suitable Climate.

The market gardeners around Par-
is do not dream of waiting for spring
before they raise spring vegetables.
As one man put It, they move the
climate of Monte Carlo to the sub-
urbs of Paris.

This they do at enormous expense
in money and in time.
whenever possible are placed on land
with a slope to the south and are
well protected by walls on the north
and east, walls built to reflect light
as well as to give protection from the
northeast winds.

The ground is practically covered
with glass, not as in a greenhouse
but by glass frames in the open, .three
light frames of uniform size, twelve
feet by four and a half; and also by
glass bells. These, too, are of a uni-
form size about the shape of a chap-
el bell, a little less than seventeen
Inches in diameter and from fourteen
to fifteen inches high. The French
call them cloches. You may often
see over a thousand frames and over
ten thousand glass bells in one two-
acre plot in the suburbs of Paris.

A more recent innovation, accord-
ing to Success, is the employment of
hot water pipes run under the soil,
making of the earth a veritable steam
heated hotel, with this essential dif-
ference, that the hotel keeper here
is desperately eager not to keep his
guests, but to persuade them to leave
on the earliest possible day.

Two Fires in Seventy Years.

The city of Cartagena, in the Re-
public of Colombia, is one spot where
the business of being a fireman is no
great drain on the nervous system,
according to Joseph F. Duffy, of San
Francisco, who spent some months in
Cartagena.

“There have been two fires in Car-
tagena in the last seventy years,” Mr.
Duffy said. “One man who now is
growing old says his father remem-
bers as a small boy when a house in
the town was burned. That was an
accident. The other fire, which hap-
pened recently, say about a dozen
years ago, was believed to have been
of an incendiary origin.

“ But these fires did not destroy the
houses in which they happened, be-
cause the houses nre built of stone.
All that can burn is what Is inside.
This felicitous state of affairs is
ascribed by some of the inhabitants
to the influence of San Pedro Claver,
a priest of Cartagena a couple of cen-
turies hack, who within the last ten
years was made a saint.”"— Washing-
ton Herald.

TRAINED TREES

They May 3e Grown to Fit Any Space or to
Take Any Form Desired.

An expert can make a vine of an
apple or a pear tree, a tree of a
gooseberry jr currant bush, or a
snake of either. He will twist, pinch
and fondle the descendant of some
mighty apple tree,, with its gnarled
branches and its forty-foot, spread
measuring, planning and nursing un-
til instead of assuming the shape of
its parent it will grew to fit some
space on the side of his house, hug-
ging the wall like a vine, or possibly
will form a screen to hide his kitchto
porch. \

In the rich man’s garden abroad'
we see all sorts of curious forms to
which fruit trees have been trained.
Some are beautiful, some are freak-
ish, but all am* wonderful. In vases,
lyres, shields, crests, monograms, sol-
diers, beautiful maidens, tne apple or
pear tree and the currant hush lose
their ideutity. » *

Those that are trained like vines
certainly possess a distinctive decora-
tive v™ue. In the old days every es-
tate in England worth while had a
specimen box tree— a superior exam-
ple of topiary work — which was
pruned lo resemble Queen Elizabeth.

In the poor man’s garden abroad a
trained fruit tree finds its greatest
usefulness. No garden is too small
for a few trees. The peasant, with a
scant six inches or a foot between his
walk and his neighbor’'s fence, still
has room to plant a tree and train it
against a lattice. While the neces-

jor maximum returns from mini-

tional point of view, the possibility of
the training of trees as a hobby has
been very much overlooked

There are commercial nurseries
where experts in espalier work are
constantly maxing new forms and
creating new marvels. Certain shapes
have become standard, such as pyra-
mids, cordons, palmettos and so on.

There are practically no nurseries
in America that have taken up the
propagation and sale of trained fruit
trees in a serious way, and there is
almost no American literature on the
subject, consequently one who wished
to take this work up as a hobby wii!
be forced to look to Germany, France
or England for his inspiration and
for his stock.— From Country Life in
America.

DEATH OF A WALRUS HUNTER.
An amazing story of tragic adven-
ture in the remote north was made
public at Winnipeg, Manitoba, upon
the arrival of Inspector Pelletier’s
party of Northwest Mounted Police,
who have been about the Arctic Circle
for two years. The loss of Corporal
R. L. M. Donaldson, of Aylmer, Ont.,
in a battle with a herd of walrus, 500
miles north of Fort Churchill, in Hud-
son Bay, was but one example of the
death constantly confronting them.

Donaldson, with Reeves, started
from Fullerton bound for Churchill
in a forty-four-foot Hudson Bay cruis-
ing yacht, accompanied by an Eskimo
guide. They made the cruise safely
and arrived eventually at Marble Isl-
and, some miles down the coast from
Fullerton.

The Eskimos have a tradition re-
garding this island.. They believe It
to be a great iceberg turned by some
spirit into stone of a peculiar opaqgue
whiteness. No Eskimo will make a
landing on its shores. When the boat
and her crew came within striking
distance of it Donaldson suddenly
called Reeves’ attention to what
seemed a strange phenomenon.
| i”~geves strained His eyes and he, too,
seemed to see the island moving up
and down In the water.

So marked was the illusion that the
two officers called the Eskimo to look.
Ford, the Eskimo, at once cried that
what seemed to make the island move
was the presence of an immense herd
of walrus. As they drew closer the
huge animals, any one of them as
large as a truck horse, were .easily
distinguishable, and Donaldson deter-
mined to get nearer in the yacht's
lingey and try a shot at them.

The yacht lay 'uy and the ill fated
officer set outealone in the dingey
with his rifle. Soon he was close to
the great herd, firing right and left.
He killed or wounded several of the
brutes, and then, the barrel of his
rifle becoming hot, he started to puli
>ack to the yacht.

By this time the entire herd of a
.housand or more -was thoroughly
alarmed and excited, and Donaldson
had trouble in getting hack to the
larger boat. There he was joined by
Reeves, and together they set out in
the dingey to skim the edge of the
herd and secure the tusks and heads
of the slain animals.
may when they got well toward the
visible edge of the herd terrific roars
and snorts in the icy water astern
O their little craft warned them that
they were encircled. Huge bulls kept
rearing suddenly all about them, and
with four sets of tusks in the bottom
of their boat, the two men decided
to pull for the yacht again.

They had hardly started when an
enraged bull came up with a terrible
crash right beneath .their dingey’s
keel, hoisting it clear of the water
and throwing both men far over-
ooard. The two struck out for the
yacht as if by instinct, but after a
few strokes in the freezing water
Reeves decided to go back to the cap-
sized dingey and cling to it. He had
barely reached it when Donaldson
suddenly disappeared amid a commo-
tion in the water. He was never seen
again.

A HEROIC RESCUE.

me storm whicl; fwept the Gulf
Coast gave occasion, or many deeds
of heroism, in som* of which cour-
ageous volunteers lost their lives, and
in others won their way safely to
shore again. Few which came to gen-
eral notice were more heroic than the
deed of two members of the crew of
the United States revenue cutter
Winona.

In such a storm the first duty of
the commander of a vessel is to take
the measures which are most likely
to insure the safety of his own craft
and his own crew. Most captains
feel that they have done their duty
well when they have done that, and
few seek to accomplish more. But the
captain of the Winona had thought
and heart for others, too.

The little steamer had herself
passed through the severest part of
the storm with the greatest difficulty,
being in imminent danger of destruc-
tion, and saved only by the skill of
her officers and the strenuous labors
of the crew.

While the wind still blew with
great force and the sea ran high, so
that the vessel labored dangerously,
it was seen by those on hoard that the
Pascagoula lighthouse was almost de-
stroyed. Nothing, in fact, was left
of it but the tower, which swayed in
every gust and threatened to col-
lapse. The keeper, his wife and their
two babies had sought refuge on the
tower, and it was apparent that un-
less rescued soon they must perish.

Two men named Peterson, one
master-at-arms and the other quarter-
master of the cutter, embarked in a
small boat at the risk of their lives,
and made their way to the foot of the
tower, and caught a line which the
keeper threw down to them. While
the gale buffeted them against the
building and bruised them badly, they
climbed the rope to the top of the
tower, lowered to the boat below the
keeper's wife, the two babies and the
keeper himself, and then, sliding
down the rope, returned safely to the
Winona.

A FALSE ALARM OF FIRE.

Since it is not
practicable in a public street to raise
the outer rail on curves, as is done, on
railroads, a similar effect is produced
by giving to the exterior tramway
rail on curves a very shallow groove.
The consequence is that the outer
wheels of the tramcars passing round
a curve run on their flanges, and are
thus raised relatively to the Inner
wheels. This device disposes ef-
fectively of the disagreeable grind-
ing and the shaking of the cars, to
the great comfort af the passengers.

Decay of Building Stones.

The causes of decay in building
stones are various and depend on the
physical structure of the stone, its
composition and the nature of the
surrounding atmosphere. The most
destructive agent to which the 6tone
is exposed is rain or a m,jist atmos-
phere, <4d also in a minor degree
wind, frost and smoke. The air of
large towns is usually charged with
various deleterious acids. These
acids are dissolved by the rain, which
penetrates the stone in a greater or
less degree, according to its physical
structure, and combines with the con-
stituents of the stone, causing it to
decay, so that any contrivance that
will check tee admission «f water will
be mtst likely to succeed if. arresting
iecay.— Building YVo'ld.

July in each year, to the Borough Clerk, and
thereafter during the year to keep himself in-
formed of, and to report in writing tothe Borough
Clerk, from time to time any changes in the
annual report previously made to the Borough
Clerk.

A penalty not ex-
ceeding ten dollars shall be imposed and collected
by the Mayor or Eecopder, from the owner or
harborer of every dog adjudged a nuisance.

7. And tie it further ordained, that all dog lic-
cense fees and all fines and penalties collected
under this ordinance shall be immediately turned
over to the Borough Collector, and by him credited
to the General Borough Fund.

8. And be it further ordained, that the dog
warden for his services, and for the prompt deliv-
ery of his annual report to the Borough Clerk,
shall receive a fee of ten cents for each and every
dog so reported as required by Section 2 of this
ordinance.

TEACH CHILDREN POLITENESS.

Unless children are well mannered
they are a constant source of annoy-
ance and trouble to every one with
whom they come in contact, and as
their manners are wholly a matter of
training, parents cannot begin too
early to instill into their minds ideas
of politeness.

It is said by foreigners that Ameri-
can parents are not good disciplinar-
ians, and that American mothers are
quite indifferent to the need of plant-
ing in the offspring at a tender age
the seeds from which good breeding
grows.  This, critical foreign view
point is unfortunately often true and
to bo deplored, and there is no more
effectual way'of eradicating it than
by a united effort to make children
acceptable models of deportment.
This does not mean to educate them
into self-conscious little prigs, but it
does mean to teach them the essen-
tials of politeness, kindness and
thoughtfulness, which will become a
part of their natures and will affect
their conduct for good throughout
their lives.

One of the most important facts tc
teach young children is that their
place in the household should always
be secondary to that of their elders.
To allow little ones to appropriate
the most comfortable chairs, or to
take the centre of the room, claiming
attention and interrupting the conver-
sation of older persons, is to indulge
them in deplorable selfishness.

It Is now obselete for children to
say “yes, ma'am,” or “no ma'am,” in-
stead of which they are taught to re-
ply, “No, mother,” “yes, father,” ot
"yes, Mrs. Blank,” as the case may
be. This is a most important point in
good manners which cannot be too
strongly insisted on. Make children
acquire the habit of saying how-do-
you-do and good-bye without embar-
rassment, which constant . practice
eventually overcomes. If the child is
shy she must be gently dealt with,
but persistence will win her around.
On no account allow a timid child to
indulge her natural propensity for
shrinking away from people, as this
gives her an awkwardness most diffi-
cult to overcome In later years.

Forward, pert children require as
much attention as the shy ones, for
they must be checked and restrained,
which is more easily done if it is ex-
plained to them that bad manners
make them unlovable. For all young-
sters like to be loved and will strive
hard to improve when rewarded by
affection. Winsome manners make
the plainest children attractive, and
parents owe It to them to make them
so, remembering, however, that they
teach quite as much by example as by
precept.— New York Telegram.

TO CLEAN BRASS.

BEANS FOR SCREENING PORCHES

If you have a sunny back porch
which you want to screen off with
vines why not try beans? The vines
make rapid growth, if the seed is
Bown in rich soil, and the foliage re-
mains glossy and handsome until
frost, the vines also furnishing quan-
tities of green beans for the table.
Make the soil as rich as possible by
adding well rotted manure, rich mold,
etc. Plant the seed, eye down, in a
perfectly straight row, the seeds be-
ing planted about four inches apart.
Drive pegs into the ground at the
ends of the rows and run small wires
across from peg to peg. Run strings
up from the wires to a convenient
height on the porch, and train the
vines up on these strings. Keep the

! plants well watered and cultivated,
and they will completely shelter the
porch, besides furnishing lots of
“snap” beans for use. Of course, it
need not he said that “pole” beans
are the sort to plant.— Washington
Star.

CARE OF GLOVES.

“It is strange that few people
really take care of their gloves, that
Is, in one particular,” said a Newark
woman. “I suppose we all know that
pulling gloves off by the finger tips
spoils the shape of the gloves and
also endangers the material itself.

“What is the right way? To peel
them off, as it were, inside out and
then turn them. A glove man told
me once that the life of my gloves
would be perceptibly lengthened if |
would do this, and also inflate the
gloves on turning them right side
out. This would help to put them
Into shape and at the same time help
to dry them, if they were moist from
the hands.

“Silk gloves may be successfully
cleaned on the hands. Wash them
with borax water or suds of some
pure white soap, as though washing
the hands. Rinse them wunder a
stream of clear water and dry with a
towel, keeping the gloves on until
they are nearly dry. Remove very
carefully; fold in shape and put them
between two pieces of cloth with a
weight on top.— New Haven Regis-
ter.

The shadow of the moon falling on
the earth during an eclipse generally
covers an area of about fifty miles.

Camille Flammarion, the astrono-
mer, is again calling attention to his
idea of a geothermic well, to he sunk
as deeply as possible. His plan is to
dig straight down from the earth’s
surface to find an economic and al-
most inexhaustible source of heat, to
verify the rate of caloric increase, to
find out if the materials constituting
the terrestrial globe are in a state of
fusion.

During excavations on the Janicu-
lum hill in Rome some interesting
discoveries have been made. A cham-
ber with an altar has been brought
to light, and on the walls was a tab-
let commemorating the EmperOrs An-
tonius and Commodus. There were
also discovered a small statue of Ju-
piter, the shaft of a column, a statue
of Bacchus in marble, three skele-
tons placed in a line before the cham-
ber, and a little figure representing
Chronos.

There is an agitation on both sides
of the Atlantic Ocean for a reduced
cable rate and in this connection Vice
President Ward, of the Commercial
Cable Company, maintains that a low-
er rate than the present one is im-
possible because of the short inter-
national business hours. The great
bulk of the cable business takes
place in about three hours each day,
during which period the working day
of England and America overlap. The
experiment of a lower schedule was
tried and found impractical.

A singular device for the protec-
tion of railway trains crossing a via-
duct exposed to heavy winds has re-
cently been employed at Ulverston,
England, says Professor R. DeC.
Ward in Sciente. It consists of a
wind-gauge fixed at the west end of
the Levens viaduct. When the wind
pressure reaches thirty-two pounds
to the square foot an electric contact
is made automatically and bells ring
in the signal cabins on each side of
the viaduct. Upon this all trains are
detained until the force of the wind
abates. The interruption is tele-
graphed along the line. In Febru-
ary, 1907, a wind velocity of sixty-
five miles an hour was recorded. The
danger of very high winds to trains
on an exposed bridge or viaduct was
tragically illustrated many years ago
by the lamentable Tay Bridge disas-
ter in Scotland.

£he “Vaccination Chase.”

In the early days of Gary, Indiana’s
new steel city, smallpox broke out in
a crowd of negroes, who were prompt-
ly quarantined, a “pest house in the
bush” being hastily established. Im-
mediately a force of physicians was
hurried into the town to vaccinate the
whole population. The process was a
strange one to the foreigners and ex-
planation was too laborious and slow.
They fled in terror whenever ap-
proached, so that a common sight on
Broadway, and one which—to hear
it told—must have provided an amaz-
ing deal of sport for the more intelli-
gent inhabitants, was a Hungarian
tearing down the street pursued by a
policeman and a doctor—satchel in
hand. The victim captured, he was
at onoe pinned to the curbstone or
pavement, his leg or arm bared, and
despite sputtering protestations the
job was triumphantly performed.—
The Survey,

Caught a Baby Whale.

The smallest specimen of a baby
whale ever caught by a British trawfl-
er was landed at Grimsby yesterday
by the King James. It was brought
up In the trawl net in the North Sea,
and was so small—eighteen inches
long and three pounds three ounces
in weight—that the fishermen could
not realize it was a whale until an
expert certified the fact.

The local officer for the Board of
Fisheries secured this specimen,
which could not have been calved
more than three or four days, and Im-
mediately despatched it to the labor-
atories of the fisheries department in
London.—London Standard.

If You've Prospered You Are
Miserable, Says Prof. Small, of
Chicago University.

;. According to Professor Albion Wk
I Small, head of the Department of So-
| ciology of the University of Chicago,
i every one is miserable who is pros-
1lperous. He told this to the Woman's
Club,

|  "We modern Americans,” he said,
I"are the most unhappy people that
jhave ever lived on the face of the
| earth. Why?

"Because we are the most prosper-

jous people.

"Because we are the freest people.

“Because we are the most highly

j educated.

i "Misery does not make people dis-
i satisfied as much as prosperity. It is
not those who are the most miserable
nor those who lack the most of social
or material wealth whose dissatisfac-
tion over their condition breaks out
into revolutions for reform.

"Take the great revolutions of
modern history—the French Revolu-
tion or the Civil War, for example—
and you will note that the respective
countries in which these agitations
developed were not ripe for revolu-
tion until they had come to a certain
degree of prosperity, which devel-
oped the idea of personal rights and
liberties.

“The main reason why, in my judg-
ment, there will be no revolution in
Russia for a long time to come is the
fact that the common people of that
country are so miserable that they
have been, and will long be, unable
to develop a dissatisfaction acute
enough to break into forcible resist-
ance.

"In the same manner freedom and
education make for unhappiness.
They bring serious responsibilities.
They make the individual feel and
see the actual inequality of men.

"They flood society with problems
that tax the mind and sear the heart.
So various are the appeals which they
make to our intellects and our feel-
ings that we reach for a remedy and
then, lobster like, we travel backward
to find how near it fits the disease.-

"Our American forefathers hit upon
political democracy as the remedy for
all social wrongs. We have tried it.
We have twisted it and stretched it
and revised it and have in the end
found that it has brought us graft,
corruption and social unrest. The
longer we have handled it the more
complex and the more distressing
have our political and social problems
become.

“Now we have new doctors in the i

field. Social democracy is the cure-
all they would have us swallow.

"But let us beware. We have been
sorely disappointed in political dem-
ocracy; may not social democracy
bring just as many and just as trying
complications?

"Let us not despair. The talent
for misery is the fountain of progress.
It is only when men can picture to
themselves what they think and what
they want, and can work up enough
genuine dissatisfaction to get them-
selves into action that they accom-
plish anything worth while.”

Clock That Tells Much.

One of the most wonderful clocks
in existence is now In the possession
of Louis Desoutter, who has had the
honor of taking it to Buckingham
Palace for inspection by the Queen.
Her Majesty showed great interest in
Its beautiful mechanism.

The clock is fixed on a Louis Seize
stand and has four faces. Besides
marking the hours, it shows the tides
at six different parts of the world, the
mean time and the solar time, the
age of the moon, the movements of
the planets, all eclipses, and is a per-
petual calendar. It was made by Jan-
vier, of Paris, in 17S9 for the French
Academy, and took eleven years to
manufacture; the workmanship is
magnificent.—London Evening Stan-
dard.

SCALE RAVAGES.

ALFALFA HAY CROP.

Time and experience have proved
-hat alfalfa is an unexcelled all round
stock food. It will make the finest
Deef, mutton, pork, and is one of the
best horse feeds known. It Is also
excellent for poultry. Chicks and
turkeys thrive exceedingly when
lurned into a patch of green alfalfa,
it is a most wholesome food for lay-
ng hens. Hogs may be both raised
md fattened on it. Nothing makes
oetter pork than alfalfa, topped with
pumpkins or Egyptian corn. Alfalfa
Is being "processed,” so to speak,
and made Into commercial products,
In which shape it is found to be ai
excellent provender.

But one of the best features about
alfalfa as a farm crop is the benefit,

it imparts to the soil upon which it is
grown. Alfalfa, by reason of its
great rooting qualities, is one of

those crops which do not run out
juickly. 1t not only roots very deep-
ly, but it roots profusely, throwing
Put into the soil, as it descends, a
myriad of shoots and tendrils that
jdraw nourishment from regions that
Jire not touched by other crops that
lroot less vigorously. Thus its sources
of growth and sustenance are greatly
enlarged and permit the plant to pro-
duce abundantly, season after season,
on the same soil without being re-
newed or the soil being fertilized
from outside sources.

So, the land that has been cropped
to ahalfa until it is thought best that
the crop be changed, the soil, instead
of being impoverished, has been am-
azingly enriched. It Is always a good
plan, w'hen about to be changed to
another crop, to permit the alfalfa to
attain its full growth and then plow
it under. Then, with the rotting of
tbe plants that have been plowed un-
der and the millions of roots that per-
meate the ground, the soil is in splen-
did shape for any other crop that may
be put in. In fact, the alfalfa raisers
of this valley have found that it will
not do to sow wheat on alfalfa land
the first year or two after it is bro-
ken up, as the soli is so rich in hu-
mus that the grain grows exceeding-
ly rank, falls down and rusts before
it Is ripe. They, therefore, make a
practice of putting in other crops
that can stand the replenished
strength of the soil, such as root
crops, beans, peas, cantaloupes, sweet
potatoes, berries and other fruits.—
Fresno Herald.

JAPANESE TROUBLE

9.000 Labours Present Demand
Upon Planters.
STRIKE LEADERS ARE  INDICTED.

More Of The Charged With Con-
spiracy To Committ Murder And
Incite Others To Crime — Futile
Appeal Of An Agitator To The Jap-
anese Government To Interfere—
The Japanese Consul’s Report Of
The Situation.

Honolulu  (Special). — Forty-five
delegates from the Japanese Union
op the Island of Hawaii, representing
9.000 laborers, have just concluded

a session lasting four days and
nights. They resolved not to strike
nor help the Oahu strikers, but to
present a statement of their demands
and trust to the fairness of the
planters. They ask for a 10-hour
day at one dollar, for time and a
half for overtime work and on Sun-
days and for quarters equal to those
of the Spaniards and Portuguese.
These demands will be presented to
the planters’ association.

Following the indictments of sev-
eral of the Japanese strike leaders,

the Territorial Grand Jury returned
additional indictments against .
Soga, F. Makino, M. Negoro, K.

Kawamura, Y. Tasaka and Y. Anas-
hira, for conspiracy to commit mur-
der and to incite others to crime.
An indictment tor assault was found
against Sugwara, who /is accused of
attempting to collect funds for the
strikers by violence. In addition to
these Indictments 13 of the stri-
king Japanese at the Waipalu plan-
tation were indicted for attacking a
police officer and rioting. As a re-
sult of the vigorous action of the
authorities the strikers are much de-
pressed.

The replevin suit brought to re-
cover the papers seized in the office
of the newspaper Jiji by High Sheriff
Henry was dismissed. Japanese Con-
sul Uyeno is investigating the al-
leged destruction of the safe of Edi-
tor Soga, of the Jiji, which was bro-
ken open by the authorities.

Tokio (Special i.— The report that
the Japanese of Hawaii had appealed
to Tokio, charging violation of treaty
rights as an outcome of the strike
agitation in the islands, is based up-
on the fact that one of the agitators
who was arrested at Honolulu sent
a cablegram to a brother living in
Japan requesting him to endeavojrA®

secure the intercession of the gov-
ernment in his behalf. In spite of
the fact that he knew it was use-

less, the brother conveyed the appeal
to the government.

A dispatch received here from the
Japanese consul at Honolulu says the
strike situation is improving, and
that ali the men in the two districts
have returned to work. The strike,
the consul says, is a result of agi-
tation on the part of Japanese
anarchists, the worst (dement, among
the Japanese, who ha”e been trying
to persuade all their countrymen to
join a union. They claimed, th.e dis-
patch  further asserts that they
would he able to increase wages, but
in reality their purpose was to col-
lect money.

CORPORATION TAX URGED
BY PRESIDENT TAFT

#
Desires Authority

Would Amend

Washington, D. C. (Special).—
President Taft sent to Congress a
message advocating that an amend-
ment to the Constitution conferring
power to levy an income tax be sub-
mitted, and that an amendment to
the tariff bill he passed imposing
upon all corporations and joint stock
companies, except national banks, an
excise tax of 2 per cent, on their net
income.

Text Of The Mi \ssage.
The text of the President’s mes-
sage is as follows:

>To the Senate and House of Repre-
sentatives:

"It is the Constitutional duty of
the President from time to time to
recommend to the consideration of
Congress such measures as he shall
judge necessary and expedient. In
my inaugural address, immediately
preceding this present extraordinary
session of Congress, | invited atten-
tion to the necessity for a revision of
the tariff at this session, and stated
the principles upon which | thought
the revision should be effected. |
referred to the then rapidly increas-
ing deficit and pointed out the ob-
ligation on the part of the framers
of the tariff bill to arrange the duty
so as to secure an adequate income
and suggested that if it was not pos-
sible to do so by import duties, new
kinds of taxation must be adopted
and among them | recommended a
graduated inheritance tax as correct
in principle and as certain and easy
of collection.

Income Tax Proposed.

The House of Representatives has
adopted the suggestion and has pro-
vided in the bill it passed for the
collection of such a tax. In the Sen-
ate the action of its Finance Commit-
tee and the course of the debate in-
dicate that it may not agree to this
provision, and it is now proposed to
make up the deficit by the imposition
of a general income tax in form and
substance of almost exactly the same
character as that which in the case
of Pollock vs. Farmers’ Loan and
Trust Company (157 U. S. 429) was
held by the Supreme Court to be a
direct tax, and therefore not within
the power of the Federal Government
to impose, unless apportioned among
the several States according to popu-
lation.

Amendment Proposed.

The decision of the Supreme Court
in the income tax cases deprived the
National Government of a power
which, by reason of previous de-
cisions of the Court, it was generally
supposed the Government had. It is
undoubtedly a power the National
Government ought to have. It might
be indispensable to the natural life
in great crises. Although | have not
considered a constitutional amend-
ment as necessary to the exercise of
certain phases of this power, a ma-
ture consideration has satisfied me
that an amendment is the only prop-
er course for its establishment to its
full extent. | therefore recommend
to the Congress that both houses, by
a two-third vote, shall propose an
amendment to the Constitution con-
ferring the power of levy an income
tax upon the National Government

The belief that any.grave devel-
opments would follow the affair has
been excluded, however, for it was
evidently due to someone's blunder,
for which either or both sides are
willing to express regrets. No offi-
cial statement of the facts surround-
ing the case has yet been given out.
While private dispatches from Vi-
borg assert that the Woodburn was
steering in accordance with direc-
tions given her by a convoying tor-
pedo boat, naval officers of the squad-
ron declare the steamer was heading
directly for the Standart, and that
they could not afford to run the
risk of having the Imperial yacht
run down.

Stockholm.— Coyne, the fireman
on board the British steamer Wood-
bum, that was fired upon in Pit-
Iripas'Bay by a vessel of the Rus-
sian squadron sustained only slight
injuries, and probably will be able
in a few days to leave the hospital
where he was removed. He declares
that three other members of the crew
sustained slight injuries from the
Russian fire. Further details of the
occurrence show that the Woodburn
strayed during the night within the
prohibited zone of navigation in the
vicinity of Pitkipas Bay. Her cap-
tain evidently was unfamiliar with
the published regulations. The Rus-
sian torpedo boat fired first three
blank shots, which were followed up
by four projectiles.

London.—The firing on the Brit-
ish steamer Woodburn by a Russian
torpedo boat in Pitkipas Bay has
not yet been reported to the Foreign
Office, and the owners of the vessel
are awaiting her return in order to
secure full details, xvhen they will
ask for a complete investigation of
the circumstances. Officials are in-
clined to believe that the action of
the Russian vessel was due to some
mistake which can be easily explain-
« d, and that the matter will be set-
teid by the, payment of compensa-
tion.

OBJECTS TO CIGARETTES.

Admiral Schroeder Wants Them Bar-
red From His Ships.
Washington, D. C. (Special).—
Cigarette smoking by the enlisted
men of the United States Navy should
be discouraged as much as possible

in the opinion of Rear Admiral Sea-
ton Schroeder, commandc-r in chief
of the Atlantic battleship fleet. Ad-
miral Schroeder desires to see a ban
placed on the habit and has recom-
mended to the Secretary of the Navy
that no cigarettes be sold at the
ship’s store on any of the vessels un-
der his command. It is probable that
Secretary Meyer will take action in
accordance with Admiral Schroeder’s
recommendation. Admiral Schroeder
began his observations as to the ef-
fects of cigarette smoking by the
jackies at different times while he
was executive officer of several of the
ships of the Navy. He believes that
cigarettes impair the health of the
men and do not in any way increase
their efficiency for duty.

Appendicitis is not a disease qf mod-
ern times, though its nature and meth-
ods of treatment are the result of
careful observation by one of our well
known modern surgeons while engaged
In postmortem work.

It may be safe to say that appendi-
citis is as old as mankind, for in
studying very old histories wherein
are given the diagnoses of the physi-
cians we read of cases of Inflamma-
tion of the bowels, Intestinal disorders
end like ailments the symptoms of
which prove that they most have been
appendicitis.

Appendicitis Is Inflammation of the
vermiform appendix, a small blind
tube, averaging two and a half Inches
In length and a quarter of an Inch In
diameter, attached to the coecum at
its inner and posterior part. It Is
made of a very sensitive mucous mem-
brane containing several glands.

The appendix is part of the digestive :

tract, its function, it is believed, being
to lubricate that part of the intestines.
though as yet there is no absolute
proof of this. Careful study of a child

The causes of this disease may he '

grouped under four heads—stenosis,
which means closing up: Impaction,
tlie entrance of foreign bodies, not nee-
essarlly seeds; exposure and injury.
Til fighting this disease nature takes
three methodsof disposing of the toxic
materials—discharging them into the
peritoneal cavity, sending them into
the bowels and discharging them
through an external wound. In the

Recipes.

Lettuce Soup.— Get a few heads of
cheap cabbage lettuce, wash them
‘well and cut them up. Let them cook
to a little butter and a little mixed
vegetables—carrot, leek and onion.
Add milk and a few shreds of lettuce.

Braised Heart. — CWan and wipe
the heart and then stuff It with sea-
soned and moistened bread crumbs.
Bear it In hot fat and cover with boil-
tog water. Steam for two hours.
Cover tho dish closely and serve with
brown gravy.

Baked Hominy With Cheese.—Pre-
pare boiled hominy in the ordinary
way. Stir a quarter of a pound of
grated cheese to two cups of cooked
mush while hot. Then cover with
soft bread crumbs dotted with butter,
-and brown in oven.

Butter Scotch. — Three pounds
sugar, one-quarter pound butter, one
teaspoonful cream of tartar, one ta-
blespoonful extract of lemon. Add
sufficient cold water to dissolve the
sugar; mix all the ingredients to-
gether and boll until brittle. When
mdone, butter a large, shallow pan and
pour In. When partly cold, mark off
in squares.

Parsnips Fried in Butter.—Scrape
the parsnips and boll gently forty-five
minutes. When cold, cut in long
slices about one-third of an inch
thick. Season with salt and pepper.
Dip In melted butter and in flour.
Have two tablespoonfuls of butter
ta the frying pin, and as soon as hot,
put in enough parsnips to cover the
bottom. Fry brown on both sides
and servo on a hot dish.

“Mend It or End It.”
Lord Morley first used this phrase

in connection with the House of
Lords in a famous speech in St.
James’ Hall in July, 1884. We learn

from the Manchester Guardian that

he used it again last Friday night
at the opening of the University
Union Buildings, when, referring to

the discussions at Oxford in his un-
dergraduate days, he spoke of their
debates about “the mending or the
ending of great institutions.” The
first literary use of the phrase, our
contemporary points out, seems to be
in a passage in Scott’s novel, “The
Monastery,” in which Halber.t Glen-
dinning exclaims: “My fate sends
me elsewhere to scenes where | shall
end it or mend it.” A year or two
later Byron used It in “Don Juan:”
“This is the way physicians mend or
end us.”—Westminster Gazette.

HAVE A BED OF ASPARAGUS.

There is no vegetable better for
Ifarly sprins than as&aragus, and_ it
Is easily produced. ost people im-
agine that it takes a great deal of
trouble and a long time to get aspar-
agus and that they must send off to a
nursery and buy roots. This is all
needless. You can get asparagus a
fear sooner from seed than you can
from planting the dug roots, which
ire checked by the digging. Prepare
i bed by deep digging or plowing and
work into it all the rotten manure
fou can—for the soil must be heavily
manured. Then mark out furrows
six inches deep and four feet apart.
Bit the seed as early in spring as
ran can work the land in good order
and cover then an inch or more.
Then, as they grow, work the soil to
them till level. Thin out the plants
to stand two feet apart in the row,
ind cultivate clean all summer. In
the fall apply kainit at rate of 500
pounds per acre, and as growth starts
In spring apply 150 pounds of nitrate
Df soda along the rows and this first
spring you can cut some good shoots,
but should not cut too long. Give a
good dressing of manure. Follow
this year after year and you will get
fine asparagus.—Farmers Home
Journal.
