Senate Progressives Demand 
Vote on Pet Measure.

Once more an innocent citizen, this 
time a property owner, has been forced 
to spend thirty-six hours in the borough 
lockup, simply, because the Recorder, 
no doubt, acting dnder the xMayor’s 
orders, would not give Mr. Welicsko 
a hearing. The following is as true a 
report o f the case as we have been 
able to abtain;

It seems that Mr. George Welicsko, 
shortly after twelve( o’ clock, Saturday 
night, went for a pint of beer, upon 
his return, he stopped in his store, 
which is rented to a barber, to talk a 
while. Officer Donovan immediately 
entered and with bis usual domineering 
way, placed Welicsko under arrest, not 
even allowing him to go up f  airs to 
put his shoes on.

A fter 
a short while, it is rumared, the mayor 
held a whispered conversation with the 
Recorder. 'What he said will never be 
known, but Levenson evidently under­
stood for his words seemed to have a 
peculiar affect on the ‘ ‘acting’ ’ Recor­
der, for he at once ordered the prisoner

IS THE COMPROMISE OFF?
Administration Bill May Be Lost if 

Its Opponents Are Successful In Pre­
venting It Reaching a Vote—Appro­
priation Bills Suffer.

Washington, March 2.—With only 
two days and a half of this session of 
congress remaining, the Republican in­
surgents are demanding a vote on the 
Taft tariff commission bill, and the 
senate probably will remain iu session 
continuously until the last minute. 
The compromise of the most recent 
filibusters appears to have accom­
plished little more than to exonerate 
Lorimer.

When the senate progressives con­
sented to a vote on the Lorimer case 
they forced the laying of the tariff com­
mission bill before the senate as the 
unfinished business and obtained a 
gentleman’s agreement that there 
would be no filibuster against the vote 
on this measure. Developments show 
that the gentleman’s agreement was 
not an all embracing affair. It did 
not include Senators Heyburn and 
Hale on the Republican side and Sena­
tor Stone and some of his supporters 
on the Democratic side. All of these 
are bitter opponents of the tariff com­
mittee and they will do everything 
possible to accomplish its defeat.

The result of the dilatory tactics was 
that the senate disposed of only one of 
the eleven appropriation bills confront­
ing it.

It was apparent that the insurgents 
and most of the Republican regulars in 
carrying out the compromise agree­
ment were prepared to force a i„t:e on 
the tariff board.

Senator Money offered an amend­
ment to the bill providing that the 
board should be composed of five 
senators and five representatives. This 
was in accordance with the Demo­
cratic idea that a tariff board, if creat­
ed, should be made a creature of con­
gress instead of a bureau under the 
control of the president. The amend­
ment was defeated.

Another effort to amend the bill 
was made by Senator Bailey. He ob­
jected to the provision giving the 
board power to subpoena witnesses 
and to compel the production of books 
and papers. It was defeated by a vote 
of 37 to 25.'

Austrian Nobleman, Who Looks the
Part, Is Charged With Pawning
Platinum Crucibles Belonging to
Vice Consul of Neighboring Republic.

New York, March 2.—There was un­
wonted excitement iu the lobby of the 
Plaza hotel when Richard Von Arkovy, 
who says he is an Austrian baron, a 
graduate of the universities of Mu­
nich and Oxford and a friend of Count 
Szecbenyi, Lord Decies and other 
noblemen, suddenly attempted to chas­
tise a man who had just spoken to him 
at the desk.

The than was Detective Walsh, and 
the reason that Von Arkovy resented 
his presence was that Walsh had just 
informed him he was under arrest for 
grand larceny.
• Dressed with the most scrupulous 

taste, handsome, tall, with a monocle 
that fell from his eye in the moments 
of his vehement protest against the 
charges, he appeared to be every Inch 
a nobleman. And, moreover, he offered 
an explanation of his arrest which left 
the police neutral as to his guilt or in­
nocence.

The baron, who is thirty-one years 
old, put himself down as a landowner.. 
According to Randolph Newman, the 
Cuban vice consul’s lawyer, Jarron 
showed his two fine platinum crucibles 
to Von Arkovy on Feb. 19, 1909, and 
told the baron he was going to have 
the platinum made into rings. The 
baron, so the story goes, admired the 
crucibles and asked Jarron to let him 
take them to a Hungarian jeweler of 
his acquaintance to examine them.

In April, 1909, Jarron’s lawyer says, 
the baron pawned the crucibles. He 
got $15 on the crucible without a cover 
and $25 op the other one. Then, says 
the lawyer, he sold both pawn tickets 
to a man outside the pawnshop.

On the way down to police headquar­
ters the detective allowed the baron to 
stop at the Night and Day bank, where 
he cashed a check for $3,000. He told 
the detective that the money might 
come in handy for bail. At headquar­
ters*' he baron said that three years 
ago he had a card party at hia apart­
ments. One of the guests, he said, 
was Jarron, who left owing him $280. 
Later, he said, he met the vice consul 
at the Waldorf and asked him for the 
$280.

The vice consul, said the baron, 
gave him $10 and the two crucibles. 
The baron figures that the vice consul 
still owes him $220 of that $280.

The baron also said that he came 
over from England on the Lusitania 
with the Lord Decies party. He said 
he tried his hand at cards in the course 
of the voyage and was $1,000 winner 
when the ship reached New York. He 
said he attended the Gould-Decies wed-

Ancient Mark on “Frontier” of the
Plymouth and Massachusetts Bay 

Colonies Is in a State of 
Neglect.

North Attleboro, Mass.—The presen­
tation of a bill in the Massachusetts 
legislature providing funds for restor­
ing the Angle Tree monument and for 
creating a small reservation about it, 
directs public attention for the mo­
ment to one of the least known his­
torical landmarks In the common­
wealth.

Probably not one person in a thou­
sand in New England can tell what 
the Angle Tree monument Is, or what 
it stands for, and though it is in this 
town you may meet men on the street 
here who never heard of It. Yet there 
was a time when It marked the bound­
ary between the two pioneer common­
wealths of America, the Plymouth and 
Massachusetts Bay colonies.

Here stood two centuries ago a tree 
that the surveyors of the original 
Plymouth-Massachusetts Bay bound­
ary in 1664 thought a good mark for a 
“ station”  in their line of survey. At 
it, therefore, they ended a long, 
straight line they had drawn across 
what is now southeastern Massachu; 
setts, from Accord pond, at a point Ir 
the boundaries of the towns of Hing- 
ham, Norwell and Rockland. The pond 
doubtless was named to commemorate 
an agreement on the boundary.

The line was 27.35 miles long, from 
the pond to the angle tree, and itB di­
rection was west, 20.5 degrees south. 
From the tree it extended due west 
less than a mile to the Rhode Island 
border. From the pond Its eastern 
continuation was to the sea, along the 
boundary between the towns of Co- 
hasset and Scituate. Here was the 
"frontier” of Plymouth colony.

The tree selected as a mark by the 
surveyors In 1664, after their long and 
Blow march through swamp and forest 
must have been conspicuous among

those about it. But in the course of 
time the tree went the way of all 
trees and in 1790 the commonwealth 
of Massachusetts caused to be erected 
on the spot a slab-like shaft of slate 
stone 7.3 feet high, about seven inches 
thick and about 18 inches across its 
face. On this was engraved twq 
lengthy inscriptions.

The passing of nearly a century and 
a quarter and the ruthless hands of 
vandals have worked a sad change in 
the condition of the monument. One 
might expect to fall in with such a 
neglected monument in almost any 
other state more quickly than in Mas­
sachusetts. But though Plymouth rock 
Is housed In a granite canopy, nobody 
seemed to know or care until recently 
what was the fate of this other Plym­
outh landmark, at the west border of 
the old colony.

One glance at the monument is 
enough to show the work of the van­
dal has done more to deface it than 
the tooth of time. Names are scratched 
all over both faces, those of freshmen 
in a minor college most unblushingly 
prominent. The edges of the shaft 
have been chipped away by souvenir 
hunters.

About three years ago the condition 
of the stone led a number of antiqua­
rians, including Major Horton of At­
tleboro and a few progressive resi­
dents of North Attleboro, led by W. H. 
Bell, chairman of the board of select­
men, fb make a concerted effort to 
have the state restore the historic 
stone.

To this end a bill was presented to 
the legislature by Representative S. M. 
Holman of Attleboro, who was chair­
man of the committee on harbors and 
public lands. The bill was duly passed 
and became chapter 41 of the acts of 
1908. It directed the board of harbor 
and land commissioners to take such 
measures as might he necessary for 
the preservation of the monument and 
appropriated $500 for the purpose. It 
was found that to effect the improve­
ment desired land must be bought, 
both for the proposed reservation, and 
for the right of way to the monument 
from the street. The present bill pro­
vides for the purchase of half an acre 
of land and appropriates $500 for the 
entire project.

At present it is not possible to pick 
out a complete sentence in the inscrip­
tions. The top of the stone is cut in 
the form of a disc, on the south face 
of which appears the words “Plymouth 
Colony.” Fortunately the full text of 
the inscriptions is preserved and may 
be found in the atlas of the town of 

ntham, issued by the state. The 
options are complete historically, 
are curiosities in the an  of in- 
itica writing.

What will the next house do In the 
matter of appropriations? How deep a 
cut will be made in the Republican rec­
ord? And where will the knife he ap­
plied?

We need not take as the basis for 
Inquiry and speculation the remark ac­
credited to Mr. Aldrich, that good bus­
iness management of the government’s 
affairs would bring the sum total of 
present expenditures three hundred 
million dollars under present figures. 
The Rhode Island senator made no 
such assertion. But the figures are 
high, and the Democratic leaders in 
both houses of congress have criticized 
them roundly. Are they preparing to 
make a notable saving?

Mr. Livingston of Georgia is the 
senior member of the minority on the 
appropriations committee of the pres­
ent house, but he will not be a mem­
ber of the next house. Next in order 
come Mr. Fitzgerald of New York, Mr. 
Burleson of Texas, Mr. Sherley of Ken­
tucky and Mr. Bowers of Mississippi, 
all capable men. But what will be their 
fate at the hands of the committee 
on committees? Unless reassigned 
where they have made good, they will 
have to qualify for Important service 
elsewhere.

But the appropriations committee 
proper does not prepare all the supply 
hills. The pensions committee pre­
pares the pension bill, which Is a large 
one: the rivers and harbors committee 
prepares the bill of that name, and 
the naval committee the bill of that 
name. Shall we see cuts made in 
those measures? Not likely.

The pension bill Is a bill apart. It 
Is often criticized. There are men who 
sincerely praise the great services of 
those who saved the Union, and yet 
who think that the government at this 
remote day from the close of hostili­
ties is paying too much in the way of 
jimsions. But between criticism 
founded upon round numbers, and a 
definite proposition going Into details 
for a reduction of the appropriations, 
there Is a difference.

And who will propose any material 
reduction In the amount for keeping 
the navy fit? And where is the mem­
ber of the next house with a harbor or 
a running stream In his district who 
may be expected to lift his voice 
against governmental aid In those di­
rections ?

The tariff is a hard nut to crack, 
go will currency reform prove to be. 
But making the appropriations con­
form to partisan criticism—if there is 
a -serious effort to that end—may 
prove the hardest nut of all.—Wash­
ington Star.

What is described as the administra­
tion bill for a permanent tariff com­
mission, Introduced by Mr. Longworth 
of Ohio, will have to pass the ordeal of 
vigorous criticism before it is adopted 
by congress. We are Inclined to think 
that it may become the basis of effect­
ive action, but there are features of it 
that demand careful consideration.

0 «e  of these, which will almost sure­
ly be Challenged, is the omission of 
any provision for requiring reports 
from the commission by either house 
of congress that may ask for them. 
The commission Is required to report 
on the request of congress or of the 
president, but under this clause the 
next house of representatives would be 
helpless to secure the aid of the com­
mission if the senate refused to con­
cur in a request for it. Another fea­
ture that will arouse a good deal of 
contention is that relating to the pow­
ers of the commission to compel the 
production of books and papers, and 
also to obtain business information 
confidentially. This is bound to prove 
a most delicate matter, and there is no 
denying that such powers are subject 
to abuse. On the other hand, it is 
equally undeniable that every manu­
facturer protected by duties on com­
peting goods Is the direct recipient of 
favor by legislation at the expense of 
the general public, and can properly 
and justly be held to account for the 
way in which he uses the favor grant­
ed. It is always open to these benefi­
ciaries to escape from the inconveni­
ence of official inquiry and inspection 
by consenting to the reduction of the 
favors enjoyed and by submitting to 
open competition, in which they would 
still have many substantial advantages.

What T a r i f f  Commission Will Do. 
An earnest of the high and impor­

tant purpose intended for the proposed 
permanent tariff commission is afford­
ed by the work now being done by the 
tariff board under the direction of 
President Taft. When the people un­
derstand it clearly, the senate, should 
it prove reactionary in this matter, 
will undergo a baptism of wrath be­
side which the bitter feeling already 
aroused against it will seem of as little 
consequence as a passing zephyr.

The board is compiling a glossary or 
dictionary of all the items in the tariff 
law. When a manufacturer or pro­
ducer asks for a duty of from 25 to 
100 per cent, on a certain article, this 
little book will enable congressmen to 
ascertain whether such protection is 
warranted. It will show the use of 
every article on which there is a tar­
iff. It will show the extent of produc­
tion and its relative cost in the United 
States and abroad. And what is of the 
utmost importance, it will show 
whether more is imported than export­
ed. The members of congress called 
upon to vote on a tariff item may do 
so intelligently by merely referring to 
this report.

Nothing can he more preposterous 
and paradoxical than the fact that 
never has a congress had this informa­
tion in hand in the framing of a tariff 
law. Senators and representatives 
have voted on tariff schedules with but 
little notion of their meaning except 
such as was conveyed by the interests 
demanding protection. Men who have 
been permitted to dictate some of the 
schedules have thereby been enabled 
to fasten a strong hold on American 
industries, through the ignorance of 
congress and the people on these sub­
jects.—Cleveland Leader.

For National Defense.
We have been engaged for a dozen 

years, since the skirmish with a fourth- 
rate European power found us dis­
gracefully unprepared, in a haphazard 
and often contradictory fashion in try­
ing to provide for a decent military 
force. We have succeeded in proving 
that it would he entirely practicable on 
a well-digested, comprehensive plan, 
embracing the future and made reason­
ably permanent. The secretary of war 
now urges that a competent commis­
sion be appointed to study the whole 
subject and to report such a plan. 
There is no more important recom­
mendation before congress, and there 
should be no difficulty in securing the 
necessary legislation at the present 
session in order that no time be lost. 
All we need is to provide for the effec­
tive use of the men who would, in 
proper conditions, gladly train them­
selves as possible soldiers.—New York 
Times.

Much 
Benefit by 
Sleeping 
Out of 
Doors

I  have been sleeping outdoors on my 
back porch some six years and do not come 
in for zero temperatures or snow-or rain. I  
use a sanitary folding couch and have a 
waterproof canvas cover which keeps the 
mattress dry in the day time and serves 
as an excellent top cover tucked in over 
all clothing and mattress at night. I  use 
an extra mattress over the thin one which 
came with the couch.

For covers I  use four heavy all-wool 
blankets and one comforter and over all 
this the waterproof cover acts as a protec­
tion from rain, snow and wind. About ten 

minutes before retiring I  put in two or three quart water bags. The 
water should be steaming hot when put into the bags. The bags of hot 
water keep the bed nice and warm all night.

I  use a wool stocking cap pulled down to the end o f my nose, cover­
ing and protecting the eyes.

ducks and a flock o f 45 or 50 cedar waxwings. These last feed chiefly on j 
the berries o f the fru it and wild viburnum.
