Stephen Hededus, Hungarian, 
some years ago owned $1,000, rep­
resenting his life earnings. A friend 
borrowed the money from him and 
failed ever to pay it back. Worry­
ing over the loss of the money is said 
to have been the cause of the unbal­
anced mind of the man. Hegedus 
was arrested some weeks ago and 
Recorder Thomas L. Slugg sentenced 
him to spend ninety days in the work- 
house.  ̂ While it was seen that his 
mind was not right, it was not believ­
ed that he was slowly getting to be 
insane over the money brooding.

Chief of Police Henry J. Harring­
ton was notified by the county work- 
house that Hegedus is acting unus­
ually queer and mentally disarranged. 
He was brought back to the borough. 
Doctors J. Wantoch and H. L. Strand- 
berg examined him and the physicians 
decided to send him to the state hos­
pital at Trenton for observation.

Mrs. Anne Toresko, of Christopher 
street was also committed to the state 
hospital at the suggestion o f the phys­
icians. The police say that the wom­
an tried to scald her children with 
boiling water. Mrs. Teresko has been 
ailing for several years. She lost her 
eyesight also.

Four men were rescued from 
drowning when the rowboat in which 
they were rowing capsized off the 
Staten Island Sound here shortly a f­
ter 10 o’clock Wednesday night. John 
Daly, a seaman from the steamer 
“ Namasket,”  one of the merchant 
fleet ship anchored along the sound, 
told Chief of Police Henry J. Har­
rington that he and three other com­
panions from the ship left in a row­
boat at 6 o ’clock for Carteret. About 
10 o ’clock the quartet boarded the 
boat. One of the men attempted to 
stand up in the boat capsing it to up­
set. Daly was the first to go over­
board and another seaman followed, 
while the other two men held a fast 
grip on the rowboat. They succeeded 
to board it again and make for the 
ship.

Meanwhile Daly reached safely the 
shore at the dock of the Warner 
Chemical Company, losing sight of 
the companion, who landed nearer 
the ferry.

Edward Merrill, deckhand on the 
ferry “ Clinton,” running between 
Carteret and Linoleumville, went af­
ter Daly, who according to Merrell 
refused assistance. The deckhand 
then left. A 3 o’clock yesterday 
morning a police officer found Daly 
writhing in pain. He was taken to 
police headquarters, given fresh 
clothing and returned to his ship 
shortly before noon.

MAYOR AND COUNCIL AT HEARING
Witnesses Say That Water Company’s Claims 

Have No Foundation— Water Company Offic­
ials Are Heard— H. A . Hennessy a Witness 

At Yesterday’s Session.

The hearing for the big increase in rate being asked b y  the 
M iddlesex W ater C om pany were continued yesterday and W ednes­
day at the office o f  the Public Utility Com m ission in Newark. M ayor 
Mulvihill, the Borough Colncil and A ttorney Emil Stremlau were in 
attendance.

The day was mainly taken up b y  the municipalities w ho put on 
a number o f witnedfees. \ Their star witness was W aite A . Shaw, fo r ­
mer city engineer of Chicago and 
former member of the Illinois Utility 
Commission as well as fomer presi­
dent of the National Association of 
Utility Commissioners.

Mr. Shawr testified that he ap­
praised the property of the Middlesex 
Water Company and his testimony 
differed in a number of respects from 
the claim set forth by the Middlesex 
Water Company’s expert, Mr. Nich­
olas J. Hill. The depreciated cost ar­
rived at by Mr. Shaw was $1,800,000 
as compared to $2,500,000, the figure 
of Mr. Hiil, exclusive of the cost of 
land and taxes, which were compar­
atively small items.

The difference was largely due to 
the method in arriving at the depre­
ciated cost. Mr. Shaw testified that

25 %  Reduction On
Federal Income Tax

Collector Frank C. Ferguson of the 
Fifth District of New Jersey, in com­

Roosevelt Post To 
Entertain County Posts

At the meeting of Roosevelt Post 
No. 263, American Legion, last 
night, considerable business was 
transacted.

In this connection the engineer of the 
water company, in arriving at his 
figures allowed some seventeen per 
cent to cover insurance, taxes, in­
terest during construction, conting­
encies, superintendence, legal ex­
expenses, etc., on the theory that 
these costs would come into being 
during the oretical rebuilding of the 
plant.

The municipalities’ engineer also 
pointed out that though the com­
pany’s expert had given the reservoir 
at the Robinson’s Branch Station a 
shorter life than was to be normally 
expected because of the probable re­
moval and non-use of the reservoir 
due to increased property values with­
in a comparatively few years, he had 
not depreciated the diversion rights 
of the property which adjoins and 
feeds the reservoir. He pointed out 
that the diversion rights ought to, of 
course, he depreciated and suggested 
that at the time such property might 
be sold it was natural to suppose the 
price obtained would more than cover 
the original cost of the property some 
twenty-four years ago.

Mr. Shaw also pointed out that the 
prices after the Civil War and all 
other wars had gradually declined, 
although there were ups and downs in 
prices for short periods during that 
decline. The trend, however, he con­
tended, had always in the past been 
downward. He pointed out that in 
the figures of Mr. Hill no considera­
tion had been given to the fact that 
present day prices will not continue 
to obtain. Mr. Wharry, special coun­
sel for the Middlesex Water Com­
pany, attempted to attack this posi­
tion, but with little success, claiming 
that Mr. Gary and Mr. Hoover had 
recently started that high prices 
would continue.

Another important angle of Mr. 
Shaw’s testimony was to the effect

Five-Five-Three Ratio in Reality Five-Three 
One, America Being One

By WILLIAM B. SHEARER, American Naval Expert.

The -Washington conference established a naval ratio of five-five- 
three; England five, America five, Japan three. This was considered % 
victory for the United States because it marked the end of the two-power 
standard England had maintained for a century and it brought the United 
States on a level with her and gave us at the same time a marked superi­
ority over Japan. But whatever advantages might have been ours 
under that treaty have been thrown away. Today the five-five-three ratio 
exists on paper only. In reality is is five-three-one, America being one.

Not onlv are we outgunned so far as our battleships are concerned, but 
we are outnumbered in light cruisers and in fleet submarines. The Brit­
ish are four to one over us in light cruiser strength and the Japanese two 
and one-half to one.

Outgunned, outnumbered, part of the fleet in a deplorable condition, 
with no naval bases, and our only fuel reserve 2,100 miles distant we 
have lost our position in the five-five-three treaty.

To establish our ratio, or rather to re-establish it, we need 4,172 offi­
cers and 11,175 men, a reserve of 250 officers, and 18,179 men. Japan 
needs none.

Such a situation is almost treason to our security.

Disarmament in Accordance With the Theory 
of the Washington Conference

By PRESIDENT COOLIDGE, in New York Address.

•E H A V E  determined to maintain and can maintain, our own 
political independence, but our economic independence will 
be strengthened and increased when the economic stability 
of Europe is restored.

We hope further that such a condition wall he the beginning of a 
.secure and" enduring peace. Certainly it would remove many of the pres­
ent sources of disagreement and misunderstanding among the European 
nations.

When this adjustment is finally made, and has had sufficient time 
o f  operation to become a settled European policy, it would lay the foun­
dation for a further effort at disarmament in accordance with the theory 
ot the Washington conference.

Although that gathering was able to limit capital battleships, it had 
to leave the question o f ‘submarines, aircraft and land forces unsolved. 
•The main reason for this was the unsettled and almost threatening condi­
tion that still existed in Europe. A  final adjustment for the liquidation 
o f  rep a ratio life ought to be the beginning of a new era of peace and good 
will.

Our, past experience should warn us not to be overconfident in the 
lace of so many failures, but it also justifies the hope that something may 
De done where already there has been some success, and at least we can 
demonstrate that we have done all that we can.

The world knows that we do not seek to rule by force of arms; our 
strength is in our moral power. We increase the desire for peace every­
where by being peaceful. We maintain a military force for our defense, 
but our offensive lies in the justice of our cause.

We are against war because it is destructive. We are for peace, be­
cause it is constructive.

We seek concord with all nations through mutual understanding. We 
Believe in treaties and covenants and international law as a permanent 
record for a reliable determination of action. All these are evidences of 
a right intention.

But something more than these, is required to maintain the peace of 
the world. In its final determination it must come from the heart of the 
people. Unless it abide there, we cannot build for it any artificial lodging 
place. I f  the will of the world be evil, there is no artifice by which we 
can protect the nations from evil results.

T ILY may truthfully be said to be 
I—v a flower name. Although effort 
has been made to concoct for it an in­
tricate etymological history. It is best 
accounted for by the pure white 
flower with golden tongue, which gives 
its fragrance to the Spring ‘season.

Curiously, Lily has always been 
vaguely identified with Cecelia. Since 
the former was found difficult to trace, 
the Italian name Liliola was thought 
to be one of its progenitors. It was 
borne by Liliola Gonzaga In 1340, but 
was soon softened in Italy to Ziliola 
or Cecelia.

Lily is purely English, and American. 
The Scotch have the form Lilias, made 
popular through Lilias Ruthven In 
1557. A Scottish ballad is also spon­
sor for Lillian, but in recent years, the 
heroine of “Koswal and Lillian,” who 
was queen of Naples, is generally re­
ferred to as Lily, and the significance 
of tlie flower is the accepted motive 
for its use.

'The diamond is Lily’s talismanic 
stone. it will protect her from dan­
ger and disease, and promises tier vic­
tory over iter enemies and the fulfill­
ment of her ambitions. Saturday is 
her lucky day and 7 her lucky num­
ber.

Denmark is a flat country, and 
therefore an incentive to bicycling. As 
soon as children are ouFof swaddling 
clothes In Denmark they are lashed to 
the handlebars of their parents’ bicy­
cles, or strapped in rumble seats, and 
taken on long trips.

The Danes are confirmed wobblers 
while bicycling, due to their habit of 
guiding the bicycles with only one 
hand, the other being used to lead 
dogs, hold large bundles, convey open 
umbrellas, valises or other impedi­
menta, or to restrain the tendency of 
skirts to rise to the riders’ waists. The 
inventor who evolves a contrivance for 
holding down the skirts of lady bicy­
clists should reap a fortune in Copen­
hagen alone.

Everybody in Copenhagen rides to 
work on a bicycle every morning, so 
that the person who ventures on the 
streets afoot early In the morning or 
late in the afternoon is constantly In 
peril of being knocked down and hav­
ing his features enmeshed in a sprock­
et wheel or tangled in a welter of wire 
spokes.—K. L. Roberts, in Saturday 
Evening Post.

As regards the career of the 
young man, for example, New England 
today rcseu'hles France more nearly 
thnfi* the Far West.

Beyond the Mississippi, eyebrows are 
still raised when young George elects 
to settle down in old George’s business 
Instead of striking out for himself. In 
most Western communities any healthy 
mutt who elects to live on his Income 
without working at something will find 
himself most unhappily isolated—so 
much so, indeed, that almost invaria­
bly he Is forced to flee to New York 
or Paris.

CHOICE DISHES

Those who are fond of peanut but­
te r will like to  try  the following:

Rice and Pea- 
n u t  Casserole.—
Add one-half cup­
ful of rice un­
cooked to three 
cupfuls of cold 
w ater and bring 
quickly to a boil. 
Boil one minute 

then drain and dash cold w ater over it 
in a co lander; add one teaspoonful of 
salt and two cupfuls of boiling water 
and cook until tender. To one cupful 
of peanut bu tter add one beaten egg 
and one-half cupful of milk. But all 
together In a baking dish well-buttered. 
Sprinkle with one-half cupful of crack­
er crumbs which have been well but­
tered. Bake until the crumbs art* 
brown.

Apple Pudding.—Feel three large, 
good-flavored apples and cut Into 
small pieces. Lay on a greased plate. 
Sprinkle with a little from a cupful of 
sugar. Cream one tablespoonful of 
bu tte r with the rest of the sugar, one 
well-beaten egg, one-half cupful of 
milk and one and one-quarter cupfuls 
of flour sifted with one teaspoonful of 
baking powder. Beat thoroughly and 
pour over the apples and bake until 
brown. Serve with sugar and cream.

Tongue Slices Beat the yolk of an 
egg, add one-half tenspoonfui of curry 
powder and two tablespoonfuls of 
French mustard. Add a few drops of 
tabasco sauce gradually, a teaspoonful 
of W orcestershire sauce, two table- 
spoonfuls of olive oil and the Juice of 
half a lemon. Into this dip the slices 
of boiled tongue, and when well cov­
ered, roll the slices In sifted bread 
crumbs taken from the center of the 
losf. Arrange In a well-oiled broiler 
until the crumbs are brown. Serve 
around a mound of hot string beans 
well buttered and seasoned.

Cress Is particularly rich in 
mineral m atter, containing both sul­
phur and phosphorus. It Is especially 
good in the spring ns a stim ulant to 
the appetite, because of its peppery 
flavor.

A w aler cress soup Is very good, 
prepared as follows:

Take two bunches of w ater cress, 
each; bunch weighing a pound; one- 
half tablespoonful of minced onion, 
three tablespoonfuls of rice, three ta- 
blespoonfuls of butter, a dash of cay­
enne, the yolk of an egg, four cupfuls 
of chicken stock, a cupful of rich milk 
or thin cream, one-half U-unpoonful of 
salt, a grating of -nutmeg. Pick off the 
t ip s 'o f  the cress for garnishing, chop 
the rem ainder fine, stems and all. Fry 
the onion in b u tte r; add the stock, rice 
and cress. When well-cooked, rub 
through a sieve and add the egg and 
cream. Serve piping hot with a spoon­
ful of whipped cream on top, sprinkled 
with the tender tips of the cress.

If one has cress in abundance it 
may be cooked as any other green. Do 
not add any w ater except tha t which 
clings to the cress a fte r washing. Toss 
and s tir  until well-heated through. If 
care is used in cooking, no ex tra w ater 
need be added. Drain, save the liquor, 
thicken it, chop the cress, season with 
butter and serve with the thickened 
liquor.

A dish of lamb chops cooked to a 
turn  and garnished with a few sprays 
of cress makes a nice dinner dish. 
Serve some of the cress with each 
chop.

Cress finely minced, mixed with 
ualad dressing, makes a nice sandwich 
filling. Cress served with lettuce and 
•i few sliced radishes, with a French 
dressing, is a good, simple spring 
salad.

The spider quickly climbed out onto 
the dry stones above the water, drag­
ging the struggling fish with it, and 
when a convenient position was 
reached settled down to make a meal 
of his capture. The strength of the 
spider is astonishing, for the creature 
has been known to secure a fish more 
than four times Us own weight.—St.

Two Popular Symbols of America: the Statue of 
Liberty and Uncle Sam

There are two popular symbols of America. One is Columbia en­
throned, or the Statue of liberty enlightening the world. America, so 
symbolized, is a modern replica of Juno, whose chief concern it was to 
look after other people’s morals. Juno was the Olympian prude, a model 
matron and self-appointed censor.

I t is to our credit, however, that we have felt the need of another 
symbol. While the Statue of Liberty embodies our conscious rectitude 
and inspires our laudatory and exemplary nationalism, Uncle Sam, thank 
God, is not a statue. He is so constituted that he could not by any stretch 
of the imagination occupy a pedestal. He couRT not hold the pose with­
out feeling ridiculous. He is hearty and fraternal, impulsive and generous, 
and, above all, unselfconscious. He has a kind of instinctive wisdom by 
which he anticipates and disarms the laughter of the world by laughing 
promptly at himself.

I t is Uncle Sam who feeds the hungry tramp at the back door, while 
the Statue of Liberty reads him a lecture from the porch. I t was Uncle 
Sam who went to France in 1917 and to Russia in 1919, while the Statue 
of Liberty remained at home—on its pedestal.

There are many, many things about nature that wc do not under­
stand. We do not understand the origin of life or the fundamental cause 
or causes of its constant flux. We lack a satisfying explanation of such 
highly specialized adaptations as the extremes of protective coloration, 
the nest-taking habits of the solitary wasps, the extraordinary structural 
modifications and elaborate life-history of the complete parasites, and, 
even more baffling, those adaptive specializations which require for their 
utility very precise reciprocal mollifications of structure and habit on the 
part of two different animal species, or on the part of a plant and an ani­
mal, as the orchids and the insects that crosspollinate them.

So 1 w'ant to plead for a wider conception of evolution, a conception 
as wide as living Nature herself. One of the objections to the acceptance 
of evolution has been its particularity. It has seemed to too many to be 
a special explanation of a few special problems in Nature. To a large 
part of the general public it has seemed chiefly an explanation of human 
origin, which flies in the face of the Biblical explanation, and hence, by 
easy implication, is something that denies the Bible, God and religion. 
But it is much more than this, and at the same time does not have all 
the significance attributed to it by the theologians. It is living Nature, 
and th' way that living Nature lias become what it is and will further 
become what it will be.

Shops in Sidon Never
V isited  b y  the Sun

Sidon is unlike all the other cities 
of the world. The vaulted highways, 
low and narrow, impress a visitor as 
having the flavor of immemorial an­
tiquity. One may stand at the in te r­
section of streets and see in four di­
rections the solid vaulted masonry that 
gives the center of the city almost a 
subterranean appearance.

Many shops and homes have not 
been visited by a ray of sunlight for 
centuries. Great granite columns and 
pieces of columns lie about unused, 
to recall the departed days when in 
these parts  men built grandly. Sar­
cophagi are so abundant th a t they are 
used for w atering troughs and for 
building walls and houses. Although 
the names of Tyre and Sidon, because 
of their recurrence In the Bible and 
in literature tha t has borrowed its 
imagery from Scripture, are more fa ­
m iliar to the civilized world than those 
of some cities of a million Inhabitants, 
the actual places are seldom seen by 
strangers.

These cities—or city sites, for today 
Tyre is only an inconsiderable town 
of about 6.000 inhabitants, although it 
was once the prize for which kings 
and conquerors contended—suggest 
thoughts of the passing of the pomp 
and power of the past. Pharaohs of 
Egypt, kings of Assyria and Babylon 
and Persia and Greece and Rome, as 
well as the crusaders and the Moslems, 
all fought furious battles and main­
tained Incredible sieges for the cap­
tu re  of Tyre.

Although intrusted with historical 
associations and literary  traditions, 
th is once-powerful Tyre, which planted 
Carthage and established colonies in 
Europe, and was m istress of the Med­
iterranean, is now a ruin, with few 
traces of its ancient grandeur, all hav­
ing been submerged by sand and sea.

ELIZA

'C '  LIZA is another ofi» the Elizabeth 
cycle of feminine names. W ith 

the  single exception of Mary, there is 
no other nam e in the language of any 
country which has so many full-grown, 
fully  independent offsprings. Eliza, 
which a t first glance would seem to be 
E lizabeth w ith one syllable removed, 
has really an interesting little history 
of her own.

The name means, of course, “God’s 
oath.’’ The Divine title known to man 
before especial revelation to Moses in 
th e  burning bush was the Hebrew 
w ord Eli, which corresponds to our 
te rm  Deity. This word served as a pre­
fix to many Biblical proper names. The 
first was Eliezer, tlie nam e of Abra­
ham ’s stew ard who went to bring 
home Rebecca. L ater the name 
changed to E leazer and was applied to 
A aron’s eldest surviving son.

Following this b it of etymological 
h istory, Eliza would seem more likely 
th e  feminine of Eleazar than a rnefe 
contraction of Elizabeth. The la tte r 
explanation, however, is most general­
ly adhered to, due, perhaps, to the in­
fluence of Elizabethan poetry and 
dram a, which endeavored ’to  improve 
on the nam e of the good queen, by 
term ing her Eliza.

The popularity and prevalence of 
Eliza became widespread early in the 
N ineteenth century, and there are fre ­
quent instances of both names being 
given in baptism  to different children 
In the same family.

The aquam arine is E liza’s talism anic 
gem. I t  promises her travel and 
change, and many friends. Saturday 
is her lucky day and 2 her lucky num­
ber.

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Pepper Proposes New “Way of Peace”
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Senator Pepper of Pennsylvania 
offered In the senate a resolution pro­
posing that th<» United States Join the 
existing World court on the condition 
that the court be completely divorced 
from the League of Nations. The sen­
ator framed the resolution, at the re­
quest of his Republican colleagues in 
the foreign relations committee, for 
the purpose of harmonizing the differ­
ences between the recommendation of 
the late President Harding and Presi­
dent Coolidge that America join the 
court, with reservations keeping us 
clear of the league, and the attitude 
of the Republican opponents of the 
proposal.

The Committee on foreign rela­
tions, to which the resolution was re­
ferred, reported it to the senate with 
a detailed explanation. The report 
says:

"The resolution accepts the court 
as an established institution and con­
firms the tenure of the present judges. If the resolution Is adopted the Presi­
dent will be in a position, without further recourse to the senate, promptly to 
conclude with the states now adhering to the court a simple, direct and reason­
able agreement. Under its terms the United States will align itself with 48 
other states >n maintaining and perpetuating this Important international 
tribunal. On the other hand, the United States will remain, in that event, 
wholly free from any legal relation to the League of Nations.”

Andrews Off Again for the Gobi Desert

Roy Chapman Andre\vs, the ex­
plorer, has left New York for Peking 
to spend a year organizing the largest 
scientific expedition in history for a 
search in Mongolia arid Central Asia 
for remains of earlv human beings 
and prehuman types in the interest 
of the American Museum of Natural 
History. Andrews is the man who se­
cured the dinosaur eggs on the last 
expedition.

The expedition will not start to 
move into Mongolia until next spring. 
It will then consist of about 200 cam­
els, a squadron of motor trucks and 
motor cars, hundreds of coolies and a 
number ô  'experienced fossil hunters, 
automobile experts and a group 
leading American scientists.

In regions of the Gobi desert, fur­
ther west than those searched last 
year, the expedition will concentrate 
on the search for remains of men of 
thousands, hundreds of thousands and 

millions of years ago. One bed of Tertiary remains 1,000 feet thick has been 
"staked out” along the base of the Altai mountains. The hones of animals 
often associated with man have been found there.

But neither did they mention nominat­
ing conventions or platforms or national comtnlt-
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Madden May Be Next Speaker of House
Martin B. Madden of Chicago may 

be the next speaker of the house. 
Speaker Glllett has an ambition to be 
elected senator from Massachusetts, j 
So a new speaker is in order. At a 
meeting of the Republican members 
of the Illinois delegation In the house, 
at the home of Representative Brit­
ten, a resolution was adopted endors­
ing Madden as Illinois candidate for 
the office of speaker In the event the 
next house is Republican. Madden 
has so far made no announcement of 
his intentions. Commenting on the 
action of the Illinois Republicans, Rep­
resentative Britten made this state­
ment :

"Illinois has contributed ‘Uncle 
Joe’ Cannon and ‘Jim’ Mann to the 
house of representatives, and now pre­
sents the most powerful man on Cap­
itol hill.”

Representative Madden is serving 
his tenth term in congress. He is 

chairman of the committee on appropriations and has been a leader in the 
house for many years.
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Dr. Fewkes and the American Southwest
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The name “Fewkes” is a house­
hold word in many parts of the Unit­
ed States and especially in the South­
west. For Dr. Jesse Walter Fewkes 
has done more to illuminate the eth­
nological mysteries of the prehistoric 
Southwest than any other man.

Dr. Fewkes was born in 1850 at 
Newton, Mass., has various college de­
grees and is famous in the scientific 
world. He has been honored by many 
scientific associations. Ilis works and 
miscellaneous writings are many. •
Since 1018 Dr. Fewkes has been chief of the bureau of American ethnology
of the Smithsonian institution.

New York for President and Attorney General

Perhaps 
that is the reason why tl e next twenty years were 
without conventions. Tie campaign of 1882 sav 
the real start of national conventions. There were 
three parties—Anti-Masottic, National Republican 
or Whig and Democratic-—and all three conventions 
were held In Baltimore. The Democratic Conven­
tion was held May 21. There were then twenty- 
four states and all exceed Missouri sent delegates. 
The two-tblrds rule wi s adopted. No platform 
was issued. Andrew Jackson was unanimously 
renominated for President, The nominee for vice 
president was former Secretary of State Mnrtin 
Van Buren of New York. The election was held 
November 6 and the people voted In every state 
except South Carolina, where the legislature chose 
the electors. Jackson and Van Buren were elected.

The campaign of 1832 also saw the first party 
platform. After the National Republican Conven­
tion had nominated Henry Clay for President and 
John Sergeant of Pennsylvania for vice president 
the adoption of a platform was left to the National 
Assembly of Young Men, which met at Washing­
ton and put forth ten resolutions, constituting the 
first platform ever issued in the United States. 
The resolutions urged “adequate protection to 
American industry,” favored a system of Internal 
Improvements by the general government, upheld 
the respective powers of the Supreme court and 
the senate and condemned the indiscriminate re-

movai of public officers for political reasons. This 
last plank was aimed at the Democrats, inasmuch 
as the slogan, “To the victors' belong the spoils,” 
was first raised in the Jackson campaign of 1S28.

The Democratic Convention of the campaign of 
1836 was held in Baltimore, May 30, 1835. Though 
over 600 delegates attended from twenty-two states 
and the territories of Arkansas and Michigan, the 
vote was limited in each state delegation to the 
number of representatives in congress. There was 
no platform, though the New York state Demo­
crats Issued a declaration of party principles in 
January of 1836. Van Buren was nominated by 
acclamation and defeated Gen. William Henry Har­
rison, the National Republican candidate.

In the campaign of 1840 the Democratic Conven­
tion met at Baltimore and unanimously renominat­
ed Van Buren. No one was named for vice presi­
dent. The platform reaffirmed states’ rights and 
denied the power of the general government to 
carry’ on internal Improvement and the power of 
congress to charter a United States hank or to in­
terfere with questions of slavery. Van Buren was 
beaten by Harrison, who died a month after his 
inauguration and was succeeded by John Tyiert of 
Virginia, the National Whig vice president.

Probably the most significant feature of this 
campaign was the first convention of the National 
Abolition party at Albany, N. Y. It nominated 

es G. Blmey, a native of Kentucky, who had 
ncipated his slaves in 1834. A resolution was 
rited calling for the support of Christian free

Abolitionists were called political cranks, but 
iufd the foundations of the new Republican 

party.
The Democratic Convention of 1844 met In Balti­

more and nominated James K. Polk of Tennessee, 
who won over Henry Clay, nominated by the Na­
tional Whigs. The platform reaffirmed that of 
1840.

There were no less than seven conventions in 
1848. The winning candidate was Gen. Zachary 
Taylor, a hero of the Mexican war. who was nom­
inated by the Native American Convention and the 
National Whig Convention, both held in Philadel­
phia. The Democratic Convention in Baltimore 
nominated United States Senator Lewis Cass of 
Michigan. United States Senator Jefferson Davis 
of Mississippi was a candidate in this convention 
for the vice presidency. President Taylor died in 
office and was succeeded July S), 1850, by Vice Pres­
ident Millard Fillmore of New York.

In ,1852 the Democratic Convention, meeting In 
Baltimore, nominated Franklin Pierce of New 
Hampshire over Cass and United States Senator 
Stephen A. Douglas of Illinois. Pierce won the 
election over Geu. Winfield Scott, the National 
Whig candidate.

The conventions of 1856 were of great interest 
and importance as preliminary to the election of 
Abraham Lincoln In 1860 and the coming of the 
Civil war.

There was the American (Know-Nothing) Con­
vention in February In Philadelphia, with 227 dele­
gates from 27 states. Its platform was “America 
for Americans.” It nominated Fillmore. A rump 
convention nominated Gen. John C. Fremont, the 
explorer. A Whig Convention in Baltimore rati­
fied the Know-Nothing nominations.

There was the Republican Convention, the first 
of the new party, at Philadelphia, which nominated 
Fremont and Dayton of New Jersey. Lincoln got 
110 votes for vice president. The platform op­
posed the repeal of the Missouri Compromise of 
1820 in regard to slavery; favored the admission 
of Kansas as a free state: denied the right of con­
gress to legalize slavery, and upheld “liberty of 
conscience and equality of rights among citizens.”

And there was the Democratic Convention at 
Cincinnati, which nominated United States Min­
ister to England James Buchanan of Pennsylvania. 
The platform warned the country flint continued 
interference by congress with slavery and armed 
resistance to law as to fugitive slaves would end 
in civil war and disunion and declared It the right

Buchanan won the elec­
tion and during his adminis­
tration history was made rap­
idly along the line of the slav­
ery issue. The United States 
Supreme court rendered the 
Dred Scott decision that no 
negro, free or slave, was a citi­
zen, thus Implying that the 
Missouri Compromise had al­
ways been unconstitutional in 
its discrimination against 
slavery. There was a farci­
cal vote in Kansas in favor 
of the Lecompton pro-slavery 
state constitution, and prac­
tically a state of civil war in 
that territory. The famous 
“Freeport Debates” in Illinois 
in 1858 between Lincoln and 
Douglas attracted the atten­
tion' of the nation; Lincoln 
forced Douglas to uphold the 
doctrine of “popular sov­
ereignty,” thus bringing 
about the defeat of the “Lit­
tle Giant” in the next Presi­
dential campaign and his own 
election: And finally there
was the John Brown raid In 
1853 on Harpers Ferry in Vir­
ginia, which inflamed the 
South.

The result of Lincoln’s po­
litical strategy of 1858 was 
seen when the Democratic 
Convention of 1860 met in 
Charleston, S. C„ April 23. 
After taking 57 ballots with 
Douglas always in the lead 
with 145 to 151 votes out of 
303, the convention adjourned 
to Baltimore, June 18-23. 
After Chairman Caleb Cush­
ing of Massachusetts and 
many of the southern dele­
gates had left, this adjourned 
convention nominated Doug- 

glas with 181 votes against 7 for Vice President 
John C. Breekenridge of Kentucky.

The rump (Breekenridge) Democratic Conven­
tion met in Baltimore June 18-23, after adjourn­
ments from Charleston and Richmond, and nom­
inated Breekenridge. Both the regular and rump 
Democratic Conventions reaffirmed the Democratic 
platform of 1856.

In the meantime the Republican Convention had 
met at Chicago and nominated Lincoln, with a 
platform denouncing the Kansas Lecompton pro­
slavery state constitution, denying the right of 
congress to legalize slavery and calling for the 
admission of Kansas.

With the Democrats divided, Lincoln won by 
the following votes in the electoral college: Lin­
coln and Hamlin, 180: Breekenridge and Lane, 
72; Bell and Everett (Constitutional Union nom­
inees), 39; Douglas and Johnson, 12.

The slavery issue came to a head with the elec­
tion and inauguration of Lincoln. The Civil war 
began April 13, 1860, with the fall of Fort Sumter.

The Democratic Convention of 1864 was held 
at Chicago and nominated Gen. George B. McClel­
lan of New Jersey; only twenty-three states were 
represented by delegates. The platform upheld 
the Union but characterized the Civil war as a 
failure r.nd called for a cessation of hostilities. 
The flepubllcnn Convention, meeting In Baltimore, 
renominated l.incoln on a platform urging the 
fighting of the Civil war to n finish. The seced­
ing states did not vote. In the electoral college 
McClellan got 21 votes from Delaware, Kentucky 
and New Jersey. President Lincoln was shot 
April 14, 1865, five days after the surrender of I,ee 
at Appomattox, nnd was succeeded by Vice Pres­
ident Andrew Johnson, who was Impeached in 1868 
and escaped conviction by the house by one 
vote.

The campaign of 1876 brought about the famous 
contest between Hayes and Tilden, nominated re­
spectively by the Republicans at Cincinnati and 
the Democrats at St. Louis. The decision in the 
electoral college depended upon the twenty-two dis­
puted votes in four states—South Carolina, Flor­
ida, Louisiana and Oregon. The house was Demo­
cratic; the senate Republican. Congress appointed 
an electoral commission to seat the disputed elec­
tors. It was composed of five senators, five repre­
sentatives and four Supreme court justices. The 
justices chose Justice Joseph P. Bradley as the 
fifteenth member. The commission thus had eight 
Republicans and seven Democrats. By a strict 
purty vote the Republicans were seated, where­
upon congress In joint session March 2, 1877, de­
clared Hayes and Wheeler elected by an electoral 
vote of 185 to 184. During the four months feel­
ing ran high and the strain upon the nation was 
dangerous.

There was another dangerous strain in 1884. 
The Democratic Convention at Chicago nominated 
Cleveland. The Republican Convention at Chicago 
nominated Blaine. It became apparent that Blaine 
hnd 182 votes and Cleveland 183 in the electoral 
college, with the returns from New York (36 elec­
toral votes) not complete and the popular vote 
very close. Tammany was accused of withholding 
returns until reports from upstate New York 
showed how many votes were required to carry the 
electoral vote of the state and elect Cleveland. 
After two days of waiting. New York was reported 
Democratic by 1,149. This gave Cleveland the 
election.

It was at the 1S96 Democratic Convention at 
Chicago that William Jennings Bryan stampeded 
the delegates with his famous “Cross of Gold” 
speech and got the nomination. The platform de­
manded free and unlimited coinage of silver and 
gold at 16 to 1. McKinley’s vote in the electoral 
college was 271 as against 176 for Bryan.

The Democratic Conventions of succeeding cam­
paigns w’ere held as follows: 1900, Kansas City, 
Mo., Bryan and Stevenson; 1904, St. Louis, Parker 
and Davis; 1908, Denver, Bryan and Kern: 1912, 
Baltimore, Wilson nnd Marshall; 1916, Win- n and 
Marshall; 1920, San Francisco, Cox and Ronsevelt.

C H IC A G O ’ S U N D E R G R O U N D  
R A IL R O A D

The main retail and skyscraper dis­
trict of Chicago is jammed into what 
has been aptly termed the dreaded 
“mile square” and known as “The 

(Loop.” The traffic congestion which 
naturally resulted and steadily grows 
worse as business increases, produces' 
myriads of vexatious delays which re­
sult In costs beyond computation, nu­
merous mishaps and the unnecessary 
use of countless swear words, 
vln so large a city, the incessant 

traffic necessary to move supplies- 
from rail depots to stores and fac­
tories, shipments from salesrooms and 
factories to freight terminals, mall, 
coal to boiler rooms, ashes and exca­
vated material for new buildings to 
dumps, etc., reaches a startling mag­
nitude and becomes an increasingly 
serious problem—the corner of State 
and Madison streets, for instance, is 
said to be the busiest corner in the 
world.

To relieve the congestion and out 
down the delay, a far-sighted corpora­
tion constructed an intricate system 

j of underground tunnels, through which 
a railroad operates. Now much of this- 
traffic Is economically, quickly and 
conveniently trundled through this un­
derground artery of commerce—dur­
ing a recent year about 611,000 tons 
of freight, 58,000 tons of coal and 219,- 
000 wagonloads of excavated material 
and cinders.

Six feet wide and 7% feet high, and 
surrounded by a 12-inch wall of solid 
concrete, these tunnels are from 42 to- 
45 feet below the street surface. The 
method of construction left no chance 
for cave-ins or settling and has not 
interfered with the foundations of 
buildings. There is little water seep­
age, the average temperature is 55 de­
grees. winter and summer, and the 
frequent passage of trains provides a 
natural and adequate ventilation.

There are 62 miles of these hoi;se~ 
shoe-shaped tunnels, in which there 
are 140 crossings, 652 intersections, 
and 1,254 switches. The equipment 
includes 132 electric motors and 3,000 
cars, each 4 feet wide, 12 feet long, 
and holding from 1 to 6 tons, depend­
ing on the nature of the load. The 
track gauge is 2 feet. The tunnel and 
its equipment represents an invest­
ment of about $40,000,000. The opera­
tion requires about 570 people.

Train movements are controlled by 
| telephone—a system of signals operat- 
| ing to avoid collisions at street inter­

sections. In case of fire, a deluge of 
i water is prevented by heavy tight-fit­

ted iron doors over all shafts leading 
! to 'he tunnel.

There are connections with univer- 
| sal freight-receiving stations, railrrad 
; depots, freight terminals, business 
j houses, office buildings, etc.

( The so-called Furniture Mart, that 
| substantial-looking structure which 

rises on the shore of Lake Michigan 
north of the mouth of the Chicago 

j river, has the distinction of being the 
i largest building in the world.

This building is sixteen stories fall 
and covers an entire block of ground,

! 240 feet one way and 467 feet the 
| other way. The combined area of its 

16 floors makes the astounding total 
of 1,250,000 feet, or upward of 2S 

j acres, while the cubical capacity of 
| this monstrous project mounts to the 
! unbelievable total of 20,000,000 cubic 
; feet. Think of it!

Then get this! Three trainioads or 
; 6,800 piling were used for foundation 
i purposes. Three million feet of lutn- 
| her were used In connection with the 
| concrete work. Other materials of 
! construction included such items as 
! 80,000 barrels of cement; 40,000 cubic 
| yards or wagonloads of gravel; 4,500,- 
j 000 common brick and 700,000 face 
I brick ; 5,500 tons of reinforced steel - 
! miles and miles of piping for water­

ing and heating purposes and miles- 
and miles of wiring for electric light­
ing and other purposes, and 400,000 
square yards of plastering.

The exterior finish of this colossal 
building is of the so-called Gothic 
treatment, the material being dark- 
gray brick with terra cotta trimmings. 
The top story contains a restaurant 
which seats 750 diners at one time.

The bulk weight of the building is 
estimated to be 325,000,000 pounds. 
The estimated cost of the ground anti 
building was placed at $10,000,000.

The Furniture Mart is an addition 
extraordinary to Chicago’s many re­
markable buildings and its wonderful 
business enterprise.

Khiva Decides to Call Itself Soviet Republic

Khiva has a new constitution. The 
news means little more than that a 
dependency cf soviet Russia has de­
cided to call Itself “The Soviet Social­
ist Republic Of Khiva,” instead of “The 
People’s Socialist Republic of Khiva,” 
and to take away political rights from 
“nonlnborers,” says the Detroit News.

GOLF BALLS GETTING 
BETTER EVERY YEAR

Tlie bureau of education, through Its 
newly developed division of physical edu­
cation and school hygiene, covers the 
whole wide field embraced under these 
headings, and not a small portion of its 
energies , are devoted to the most'impor­
tant task of helping : to develop and en­
courage the ways and means of outdoor 
leereation. a half century since there 
was little need for such work, as the 
schoolground was of ample dimensions 
and the spirit of play needed no stimulus 
nor direction. The playground, however, 
through a nearsighted policy of economy, 
was in darner of being lost and the nat­
ural inclination of children to play hus been waning. The playground had to he rescued and restored nn/1 the cnild 
encouraged and taught how to piny, not only for the bodily benefits to be derived from out-of doors exercise, but for 
the mental and moral qualities which are developed and strengthened by gsunen

Information and Advice.
It is as a source of information and advice that the bureau reaches its largest clientele, and information and 

advice are forthcoming as to the size of school playgrounds, their preparation, laying out and equipment. For its pub­
lications on the organization and management of athletics and ottier games there has been a large demand from all 
over the country and from abroad. It has lent Its aid in the revival of folk dances, which had their origin in the out-of- 
doors life of our ancestors and are as suitable to the playground as to the gymnasium, and these have found a place 
especially in the vacation schools maintained on playgrounds by so many of our city departments of education.

The bureau is in close co-operation with other agencies which aim to conserve space for pi ay and to encourage 
the use of the out-of-doors, such as the National Physical Education association, the Playground and Iterreatlon As­
sociation of America, the American Child Health association, the Amateur Athletic federation, the Association of 
Summer Camps, etc. It is in co-operation with the state departments of education and has been influential In bring­
ing together the directors of physical education in these states for conferences in which the development of the 
sports of the playground has been one of the most Important subjects for discussion.

Municipal Playgrounds.
In a study of progress in equipment and methods in school and municipal playgrounds recently made by the bu­

reau it was learned that about 75 per cent of cities now have municipal playgrounds and nearly as many are pro­
viding playgrounds for al! new school buildings. In many cases these grounds are inadequate but in a few Instances 
they afford a space of as much as 300 square feet per child. One state sets a good example by supplying on average of 
twelve acres of ground for all its schools while in another the motto is “No elementary school with less than live 
acres and no high school with less than ten."

We are bringing back our vanishing playgrounds and the spirit of healthful play is again assuming its rightful 
place in the realm of education.

It has been said that the battles of a nation are lost or won on its school grounds, hut health and endurance are 
of as much value for purposes of peace as for war, and the bureau places first on the educational program, not 
only in theory but in practice, the unfolding of the bodily possibilities along with good mental and moral traits. All 
these qualities need for their full development a contact with nature and normal association with human nature 
.in the great out-of-doors.

Doctors Use Troughs of j 
Mercury to Test Pellets.

Thanks to X-rays, golf balls get bet­
ter every year. They drive farmer 
and retain their truth longer. And 
when they do become "sick” an op­
eration performed in time rarely falls 
In restoring their balance, whereas 
they formerly lmd to he scrapped, says 
A Golf Bull Worker in the London 
Dally Mull.

The time which elapses between j 
balance-testing and X-raying a K"!f j 
bull down to the actual surgical op­
eration necessary may not exceed two j 
or three minutes, hut the whole proc­
ess teems with interest.

First, any inaccuracy in a ball is de- | 
termlned by floating it in u trough of j 
mercury.

POULTRY
MUCH TURKEY LOSS 

DUE TO BLACKHEAD

A large part of tlie turkey losses 
seem to be due to blackhead. Various 
medicines have been recommended for 
this disease and recently, the ipecac 
treatment has received a great deal of 
publicity in hopes that it might be the 
long-sought-for cure.

Up to the present time I can locate 
no cases in our section where the 
ipecac treatment has given results 
sufficiently good enough to prove that 
it is definitely beneficial, says a writer 
in the Indiana Farmer’s Guide. This 
being tlie case. I feel that turkey 
breeders must still rely on the old 
methods of preventing disease and not 
depend upon medicines. Inbreeding 
must be avoided as it often results in 
weak poults which are subject to a 
disease like blackhead. Breeding from 
mature stock seems to produce more 
resistant poults than those from 
young breeding stock.

Turkeys that range with farm poul­
try of all kinds seem more apt to have 
blackhead as they are often scratch­
ing in the dirt of the other birds. 
Plenty of sour milk in tlie turkey ra­
tion seems to help the poults to resist 
blackhead. The sour milk is not a 
cure but it does stimulate a rapid, 
vigorous growth and this in turn helps 
to keep down digestive disorders which 
might weaken the poults and make 
them subject to blackhead.

It is difficult to raise poults on land 
where blackhead has been prevalent 
and some breeders have cleaned up 
their premises by ceasing to raise tur­
keys for a year or two. Then they ob­
tain clean breeding stock and have 
better success. At present there are 
many farmers who might have good 
success with turkeys because none of 
the birds have ranged on their farm 
for five or ten years or more and the 
soil is probably entirely free from the 
disease.

Profit Made in Guinea
Broilers and Roasters

The guinea hen is a good layer, but 
on account of the wild gamey flavor, 
the eggs have never had an extensive 
sale for table use. However, to turn 

j these eggs into young broilers or 
| roasters, a considerable profit will he 
I derived. The flesh is the nearest sub­

stitute we have for the wild game.
1 Tlie guinea is of a roving disposi- 
| tion, and one of Hie best known de- 
j stroyers of insects.

The laying season starts in early 
j April and continues until October, the 
| hen laying as many as 120 eggs in a 

season. In the early part of tlie 
| season it is not advisable to let the 
| guinea hen hatch a brood, as she is 
| of too restless a nature, and will not 
! give her young the proper attention.
[ But after the first of July, on account 
I of the warm weather, she will be more 
! quiet, and she can be safely entrusted 
j with a brood.

It requires four weeks to hatch out 
guineas. The hen always hides her 

j nest, and that, too, in some obscure 
i place. As they come off the nest they 
I give a shrill cry, and in this way their 
I hiding place can be detected. All the 
I hens of a flock are apt to lay in one 
I nest, and in taking away these eggs 
j  they should not be touched with the 
I hands, for if the hen discovers that the 
| nest has been touched she will' desert 
I it and hunt another place. But if the 
eggs are removed with a stick she 

j  will not leave the nest, even if the 
j eggs are taken out nearly every day.

Overcrowding Is One of 
Most Common Mistakes

Overcrowding is one of the most 
; common mistakes made in growing 
| chickens. Overcrowding of the baby 
! chicks usually corrects itself by the 
| simple method of the chicks dying 
from day to day until the number that 
can be accommodated with air is left. 
Any condition that depletes the vital­
ity of tlie chick is apt to bring on a 
looseness of the bowels.

All cases of diarrhea are not the in­
fectious white diarrhea; many of them 

| could have been prevented by provid- 
| ing .more room for the chicks; tlie 
| diarrhea is merely an evidence of over­
crowding.

i  When the young Stock have readied 
the sex-conscious age, tlie sexes should 
be separated. Separation of the sexes 
promotes the growth of each.

Wet Feeds for Chicks
A few breeders say they have good 

results with wet feeds for baby chicks. 
Since many breeders fail with this 
system, we do not recommend it. 
Clean dry grains after the rolled oats 
becomes offensive to tlie chicks is tlie 
safest feed. Sour milk is very impor­
tant in the feeding rations of baby 
ehickse

Lirtvmen making secondary connections on poles, preparatory to extend­
ing service to residence.

To distribute electricity to more 
than 200 communities in the state of 
New Jersey, from the generation 
plants to the consumers, requires ap­
proximately 25,000 miles of wire, equal | 
in length to the circumference of the 
earth. Also, there figure in this task 
of supplying most of the people of 
the state with electricity, 33,255 trans­
formers which regulate the amount of 
current flowing from fourteen huge 
generation stations, through eighty 
substations to upwards of 430,000 
meters in the territory served.

Back of the button of Public Service 
Electric Company, before the mere 
touch of that little button can furnish 
light and power for many conveni­
ences which it would be almost im­
practicable t-o live without, lie many 
processes that are necessary from the 
time the house owner makes appli­
cation for service until his meter is 
connected. These various necessary 
steps take time, and from the view­
point of the consumer’s safety alone, 
they must be done thoroughly.

First of all, the customer, or pros­
pective customer, signs application for 
service. This application, if possible, 
should be made at the nearest com­
mercial office. When the application 
is recorded, the order for the new ser­
vice is sent to the construction de­
partment. Here a survey is made of 
the work necessary to be done. If 
the customer wants service in a sec­
tion which is being newly developed, 
the job will require the placing of 
poles, extension of wires, installation 
of transformers and service connec­
tions. There may be rights of way 
over private property to secure and 
unusual obstacles to surmount, all of 
which will take time.

What Transformers Do
Transformers are necessary to re­

duce the voltage when the current 
is switched from the main wires to

the house connection. These trans­
formers give the customer protection 
hy means of fuses, and in storms, or 
unusual conditions, the lights some- 
limes go out because these fuses have 
functioned and have blown. A corps 
of men is maintained to look after 
(roubles of this nature.

After the transformer is installed 
a low voltage wire is extended along 
the poles and to this the service loop 
is connected. One transformer will 
often supply several homes. The ser­
vice loop is carried to the customer's 
premises and joined to the wires 
where they have been brought out of 
the house. In making service con­
nection from underground conduits. R 
often is necessary to extend a service 
pipe from the manhole to the 
premises, in which event the street 
has to be torn up.

When the wires are connected the 
meter is set. All meters are tested 
at the company’s laboratory before be­
ing placed. Then, and this is most 
important, when the provisions of city 
bureaus and underwriters’ boards 
have been complied with and the in­
spection has been passed, the custo­
mer is ready for his current. The 
ordinances regulating the manner in 
which electric light wires may be in­
stalled are for the protection of the 
public and the electric company has 
a corps of expert inspectors who work 
w'th the city bureaus and assist elec­
trical contractors in this important 
step. lit a company where 80,000 new 
meters are installed in a single ye: r, 
it will be seen that much time end 
work are necessary in making service 
connections.

The applications are cared for as 
they come in, each in its turn, and 
erery efTort is made to hasten the 
work, not only for the convenience 
of the customer but because as soon 
as the current is turned on, the com­
pany’s revenue starts.

nue, in the Borough of Carteret on 
or before July 18, 1924, in the man­
ner following, to wit:

Said sidewalk shall be curbed or 
recurbed with good quality “ Blue- 
stone”  not less than five feet long nor 
less than twenty inches deep and five 
inches thick for twelve inches down 
from the top measured at right ang­
les to the face, and the back shall be 
free from projections of more than 
two inches, and shall be paved with a 
sidewalk constucted of concrete not 
less than five feet in width, the outer 
edge parallel to and three feet inside 
of the curb line and laid to the estab­
lished sidewalk grade allowing a rise 
of one-quarter of an inch to the foot 
from the curbline toward the prop­
erty line. The concrete sidewalk 
shall be constructed of an eight inch 
cinder sub-base and a three and one- 
half inch base of 1-2-4 concrete and a 
one-half inch one to one and one-half 
mortar finish; all work shall be done 
under the supervision and direction 
of the street committee and the bor­
ough engineer; providing, however, 
that nothing herein shall be construed 
to effect any sidewalks and curbs on 
said street now in good repair and 
constructed on said grade and slope, 
said sidewalks being now paved in ac­
cordance herewith.

2. In case the owner or owners of 
any of the lands fronting or border­
ing on said street, shall fail to con­
struct, pave, repave, curb, recurb, im­
prove and repair the said sidewalks 
on or before the date above fixed,

WRITES LOG ON 
GAS POISON AS  

HE A W A ITS END

Would-Be Suicide Describes 
His Sensations Until He 

Loses Consciousness.

New York.—After turning on the gas 
end opening a window so that the 
spreading fumes would not poison his 
landlady, Donald Rose, fifty-nine years 
old, of 360 East One Hundred Sixty- 
sixth street, the Bronx, wrote a run­
ning account of his approaching death. 
The escaping gas aroused other room­
ers, who found Rose unconscious on 
his bed, and Rev. Anthony Barone, fif­
ty years old, chaplain of St. Ursuline 
academy, One Hundred Sixty-fifth 
street and Grand concourse, the Bronx, 
overcome In his room directly above. 
Rose was taken to Lincoln hospital in 
a serious condition, but will recover, 
while Father Barone was able to re­
main at home after being attended by 
Doctor Godsick.

The note, written In pencil, evidently 
toegan as soon as he turned on the gas 
about twenty minutes after midnight. 
Addressed to his son, Don, it read in 
part:

“If this comes off it Is the best that 
can happen under the circumstances. 
You would rather see me dead than 
living. Forget and forgive. I am sorry. 
I cannot work any more, so better 
■dead. Farewell all. I ba'-e not writ-

ten to mother (Rose meant his wife, 
his landlady, Mrs. Clare Schallas, said, 
■who is in Scotland). I wish I had gone 
home. Too late now. I am extremely 
reluctant to mak'e the attempt. Don, 
nothing reflects on you. It is entirely 
myself. I am not steady any more. 
Cheer up and forget me and may you 
and Ethel enjoy a long life.”

Then Rose began to record his sen­
sations, noting the time as follows:

“12:20—I begin to feel it. 12 :30— 
(Good-by was indistinctly written); 
my thoughts are all of my old home. 
12:40—I opened the window. I did not 
want to harm Mrs. Schallas. My 
thoughts are still at home. 12:50—My 
ears are ringing.”

There were blanks to be filled for 
one o’clock and intervals thereafter, 
but the writing was nothing but a 
scrawl and entirely illegible.

Give Medal to Captain
of Rat-Killing Team

Albany, Ore.—The annual war on 
rodents in the Ash Swale district net­
ted a total of 3,653 pests and settled a 
controversy of three years’ standing 
as to the most efficient hunter of ro­
dents in the community. A gold medal 
was presented to Charles Bowers, cap­
tain of one of the hunting teams, for 
thrice winning the honors in the an­
nual shoot. His brother, E. S. Bowers, 
captained the opposing team and 
turned in the next high score.

The mice suffered the most from 
the hunters, 3,292 of them being killed 
during the hunt. Other victims of the 
crusaders were rats, bluejays, gray 
digger squirrels, jackrabbits, gophers, 
moles, hawks, skunks and crows. The 
club was formed in 1908 and has 
yearly done a great work in ridding 
the community of rodents that are 
parasites on the crops of the vicinity. 
An oyster supper was given to the 
victorious 25 by the losing side.

Farmer Hangs by Hand
From Top of Windmill

Highland, Wls.—Lawrence Esser, 
farmer residing near here, met with 
painful injuries to his right hand 
while going through a harrowing ex­
perience at the same time.

Flick reported that 
he caused the cars to buckle by apply­
ing the brakes suddenly, in order to 
save the life of an aged woman who 
was walking along the ties.

Some Suggestions on
Adjustment of Skirts

Many people still prefer their skirts 
on a belt at the regulation waist line. 
When thl* Is done, writes a clothing 
specialist la the Colorado Agricultural 
college, a piece of belting about two 
Inches wide is prepared to fit the 
waist, and fastened with hooks and 
eyes. The skirt is pinned to this with 
the upper edge of the skirt extending 
slightly above the top of the belt. In 
finishing the skirt may be turned over 
the belt and faced down with bias tape, 
or the raw edge may be turned under 
between the belt and the skirt with 
the folded edge extending slightly 
above the belt and stitched by trni- 
chine.

Another method of adjusting a skirt 
at the waist is to fit the belt at the 
hip line or below the regulation waist 
line, and then finish as above. Skirts 
finished in this way look well with 
tuck-ln blouses of the sports or tail­
ored type, but it is generally neces­
sary to pin the skirt firmly to the 
underclothing to hold it In position.

For wear with overblouses skirts 
should be attached to a long under- 
waist or underbody. It is not nec­
essary to shape this underbody. In­
stead take an easy hip measure, also 
the measure from the underarm to the 
hip*. allowing for a hem or casing for 
ribbon at the top. Cut a straight 
piece of material according to this 
measure and join the ends. If the 
material i* narrow It may be fully as 
easy to have a seam on each side, or 
• lengthwise strip of the material with 
one seam may be used, but this will 
be more apt to stretch as the weight 
of the skirt will then come on the 
crosswise or filling threads, which are 
not as strong.

Finish the seams with a French 
seam and make a hem and casing at 
the top and also shoulder straps. Turn 
under the lower edge and pin over ttie 
top edge of the skirt. Try on, then 
baste and stitch to position, overcast­
ing the raw edge of the «klrt under­
neath or facing with a thin straight 
strip of the waist material.

W e are inclined to believe that Mr. Chamber- 
lain would do well to pay homage here more than 
once a year, to eliminate the sale of moonshine and 
other poisonous liquids which is sold as booze.

HAPPINESS THROUGH COURTESY
Courtesy seems such a little thing. Some think 

it isn’t worth while. They boast their sterling jual- 
ities of “ greater” importance—but neglect those lit­
tle acts of courtesy that make the world so much 
sweeter— that make it a better place to live—that 
bring so much happiness. Courtesy is a mark of 
good breeding, it is respectful, therefore it som- 
mands respect. It is the polish that welcomes the 
customer, cheers the fellow-worker, and makes the 

> day easier for your superior. Courtesy is a recogni­
tion o f the rights o f others. It is what we all want 
for ourselves. To be courteous, therefore, is to 
practice the Golden Rule. To be discourteous is to 
be brutal— self-centered—intolerant. It spreads 
gloom. It makes people dread to meet you. In hin­
ders progress. It paves the highway of life with 
scowls and grouches. It promotes misunderstand­
ings, sows discord and leads to failure. The desire 
Lo be courteous cultivates a cheerful beaming per­
sonality. It radiates good will. Increase your stock 
o f courtesy toward others and you will increase 
y o u r  s to ck  o f  h appiness fo r  y ou rse lf.

I  joined the Fabian society and the Labor party because I attended 
the Versailles conference— a brigadier general of the British army— and 
saw face to face the utter incapacity, folly and dishonesty of the poli­
ticians assembled there to dispose of the destinies of the world. I had 
been in the army twenty-six years, but I had never seen anything like the 
thick-headedness of the Versailles statesmen.

I came away with the conviction that this sort of thing must not 
happen again. I  resolved that I would devote my life to the prevention of 
war. This, not in spite of my being a soldier— rather because I am a sol­
dier. Soldiers hate war. The best anti-militarists in the world today are 
to be found among the officers who fought in the late war.

But war cannot be prevented by setting up mere agreements or insti­
tutions, by organizing an international debating society at Geneva or any­
where else. What we need most of all is not new treaties, but a change of 
the international mind. Man fights because he wants to. It is this will 
to fight that we have to combat above all, and we have to do it through 
education— through what I might, call Fabianizing the world.

It is the futility of war even more than its immorality and wicked­
ness that we must bring home to the masses— so that they can bring it 
home to their rulers.

NOSEBLEED AND A  KEY

IN MANY parts of the country it is

Carteret was beaten by the leading 
baseball representative outfit of 
Perth Amboy again.

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PREPARATIONS FOR BOY SCOUTS 
AT CAMP PAMRAPO PROGRESSING

Perth Amboy District Council of Boy Scouts of 
America Preparing Summer Camp For Boys 

Twelve Miles From Bear Mountain.

Preparations for Camp Pamrapo is 
the big activity now of the Perth Am­
boy District Council, Boy Scouts of 
America. The Camp Committee con­
sisting of Messrs. Chairman A. B. Mc­
Dowell, Glensworth Sturgis, Fritz 
Abegg, Max Wurtzel and Malcolm 
Dodge met Wednesday of last week 
to check up on the arrangements be­
ing perfected with the Kanohwahke 
Scout Camps Management and to pre­
pare certain policies for this season 
at Camp Pamrapo. This marks the 
sixth year that scouts of this section 
have been enjoying the unusually fine 
camping opportunities in the great 
Palisades Interstate Park. Camp 
Pamrapo is located twelve miles west 
of Bear Mour.'ain.

Through the organization o f the 
Perth Amboy District Council the 
scouts of Perth Amboy, Woodbridge 
and Carteret can participate in the 
greatest boy’s work in the world be­
cause the Kanahwahke Scout Camps 
have achieved that pinnacle of fame 
through the rapid and efficient de­
velopment which has taken place dur­
ing the past six years.

The facilities extended to Scout 
Councils using the camp sites at this 
point in the Palisades Interstate Park 
are such that every requirement for 
a successful scout camping proposi­
tion is taken care down to the last de­
tail. When one stops to consider the 
taking care of the housing commis­
sary, health and sanitary measures 
for some two thousand campers a day 
in one area, a person can appreciate 
the extent of the thing. Each day 
during the summer ten tons of food 
stuffs come in for use in these sixteen 
camp units.

A centran ordinating headquarters 
gives attention to ah' overhead details, 
leaving each camp director and scout 
leader free to concentrate on the 
more important activities— that of 
the daily camp program.

These activities are chosen with 
special reference to advancement in 
scouting, but the recreational, relig­
ious and inspirational needs of the 
scouts are not overlooked. Swim­
ming is very rigidly supervised and 
safeguarded. Qualified expert life

savers are on watch during the en­
tire swimming period. The camp 
staff consists of Scout Executive Jos. 
D. Carstang, who will be director; Ev- 
eritt Tuttle of Woodbridge will be as­
sistant camp director; Andrew Tilton, 
Jr., o f Perth Amboy, will be in charge 
of swimming and boating activities 
and Scout Julius Wagner of Perth 
Amboy will be official camp bugler. 
A number of scoutmasters and other 
leaders are planning to attend camp 
with their troops. Among those who 
have expressed their intention to go 
are Scoutmasters Dr. F. Abegg, Jos. 
Harris, John Dixon and John Wilson. 
Arrangements have been made with 
the religious ai^thorities of the three 
principal faiths to have present a 
member of their clergy to conduct 
service in the camp each week-end. 
Attendance is required of all campers 
to their respective service.

An attractive camp circular has 
been sent to the parents of all scouts 
with a letter and application for use 
in enrolling him for camp. To Scout 
Frank Szentmiklossy of Troop 4, 
Perth Amboy, goes the honor of first 
camp enrollment. He intends to be at 
Camp Pamrapo for four weeks.

A large appropriation from the 
budget of the scout council will be 
used as a “ subsidy”  for considerable 
of the camp expense. Also the round 
trip transportation of every boy and 
leader who enrolls. As a result of 
this arrangement it has been possible 
to reduce the camp charges to the 
scout to $7 per week. Enrollment is 
desired for a full period (two weeks) 
although any scout who can only go 
for a week should stay home because 
his registration for camp is as much 
desired as the more fortunate boy. 
Scout camping will develop a boy in 
the fullest sense so far as his mental, 
moral and physical advancement is 
concerned.

Carteret Troop Boy Scouts, No. 1, 
meets Tuesday evenings at St. Jos­
eph’s C. C. Hall. C. Rapp is Scout­
master.

Troop 2, under the active leader­
ship of Scoutmaster Robinsdn, meets 
every Friday night at the First Pres­
byterian Church basement.

Fetish When Hunting

The favorite hunt-fetish among the 
Pueblo Indians was the mountain lion 
or cougar, which they deemed the 
king of animals. Every Indian car­
ried a fetish when he hunted, and de­
rived his power from it by putting its 
mouth to his own and drawing in his 
breath—“drinking the breath” of the 
image—and praying to it, or rather 
the animal spirit it represented, to help 
him.

The ceremony was indispensable at 
the beginning of a hunt. Then before 
following the trail the Indian imitated 
the roar of his patron beast, to terrify 
and bewilder the game. He firmly 
believed that without these supersti­
tious ceremonials he would stand no 
chance at all in the hunt, but with 
thexp he was sure to succeed. The ani­
mals which were successful hunters 
themselves were the objects of rever­
ence, and the Indian was careful to 
invoke their aid, that his own pursuit 
might be as fortunate ns theirs.

The hunter, when he struck a trail, 
took a forked twig and pluced it in 
front of a footprint, with the fork 
opening backward.

ON THE SCREEN

“ New Jersey and Public Service”
T o Be Shown at Perth Amboy 

High School Next Tuesday.

Stockholders of Public Service 
Corporation of New Jersey, employ­
es of Public Service companies and 
the friends o f both, will have an op­
portunity on Tuesday evening, July 
1st, at the Perth Amboy High School, 
at 8.15 P. M., to see the motion pic­
ture “ New Jersep and Public Ser­
vice,”  which is announced as the 
most comprehensive and complete in­
dustrial film that has ever been pro­
duced in the United States.

Public Service Corporation caused 
the picture to be made in order to 
give the public a graphic representa­
tion of the operation of Public Service 
utilities and the part that they play 
in the industrial activities o f the 
state.

The photography took more than 
four months and over three miles of 
film were used. The picture not only 
shows the processes by which some 
two million tons of coal a year are 
converted into gas and electricity, 
but also the industrial use made of 
the product.

The taking of the photographs led 
the camera man into the vehicular 
tunnel under the bed of the Hudson 
river where a series of remarkable 
views showing construction methods 
was obtained and into many of the 
state’s great factories where gas and 
electricity is used. The same current 
that drives the intricate and delicate 
machinery in a North Hudson em­
broidery factory, lifts a sixteen-ton 
shovel full o f ore at the Lehigh Val­
ley Railroad docks, melts steel in a 
Harrison Ibundry and helps to make 
ice in an Exxes County artificial ice 
plant.

The picture will be a revelation to 
those imagined that gas passed the 
heyday of its usefulness when elec­
tricity came to the front and who fail 
to realize the extent to which gas is 
used in industrial processes. The film 
shows gas baking 4,000 loaves of 
bread an hour, cooking the meals of 
Princeton University students, baking 
30,000 pies a day; roasting 4,000,000 
pounds of coffee a month, and enter­
ing into many processes in the metai 
industry.

Those who are interested in New j

Jersey and its industrial greatness are 
given through this picture a cross sec­
tion of the state’s wide diversity of 
manufacture that is bound to be in­
teresting and attractive.

The corporation will show the pic­
ture during June and July at stock­
holders’ meetings in fifteen of ihe 
larger cities in the territory that it 
serves aftew which it will be available 
for use by Chambers of Commerce, 
Boards of Trade, civic, social and bus­
iness organizations, and wherever 
there is interest in New Jersey’s in­
dustries.
