WHY SHOULD
LOYALTY BECOME
COMMUNITY ASSET

Because There Should he a Union
of All
tween Mei‘chants and Public

General Interests Be-

EACH DESERVE PATRONAGE

Patronize Merchants V/ho are Un-
selfish and Assist in Any
Worth'while Cause

Did you ever consider what loyal-
ty means to a community? Did you
ever ask yourself the question and at
the same time be fair and answer
it to fully'satisfy your own con-
science? Are you convinced in your
own mind that you are loyal to your
neighbors and your neighborhood
merchants?

‘In order for the continued growth
of a certain community, it is neces-
sary to have in that community one
hundred per cent loyalty on the part
of the business interes.ts and resi-
dents.

Putting the question to a mer-
ichant, he may say that loyalty is
trading at home—eliminating the
mail order housg and buying fi'om
the neighborhood store exclusively.
The same question put to a doctor
may get the response that real loy-
alty is calling a community physi-
Idan; to a lawyer, the appeal ‘would
jbe to' patronize the home lawyer;
Ithe publisher may say that loyalty
ifinds reflection in patronizing his
Iprinting plant and having all print-
ing done at home, and at the same
time, advertise exclusively in his pub-
lication instead of through other
channels, which he is thoroughly con-
vinced are not as effective. And the
dentist would surely say: “To prove
your loj'alty, let me do your dental
work.”

These are, indeed, requirements
for loyalty to a community, but there
is still an element that does not en-
ter into what we have been calling
attention to. It is much larger than
most people comprehend. F-or ex-
ample, here is profession, or busi-
ness mtm, or firm, as the case may
be, overating ip Dur community. He
or they do not belong to, or contrib-
ute to any organization for the prog-
ress of this community and neighbor-
hood. THEY MAKE MONEY HERE
TO INVE'ST ELSEWHERE. They
are leeches on the community, pure
and simple, sapping the communitj”s
vitality and offering very little or
nothing in return.

Is it loyalty to the community to
patronize such men or firms? Do you
consider it loyalty to assist the
greedy person whose every effort is
expended in sapping, or devouring
our community?

m\\e should remember that it is a
requisite of loyalty to support the
men and business institutions who
support our community and neigh-
borhood, providing, of coui'se, their
business is honorable and that- they
themselves are law-abiding citizens.

To be more explicit, the citizen
who sits back and takes in the coin
and gives nothing or does nothing
towards building up our community,
from which he rakes it, is not a good
citizen and real loyalty on the part
of the public here would demand that
he be given a good rest cure until
ho wakes up and becomes a real
booster, or else vacates his place and
gives an opportunity for a live man
who realizes he owes something to
the community in which he lives and
makes a livlihood.

As Thomas Gibbons wrote:
That man may last, but
never lives.
Who much receives, but
nothing gives;

Yv~hom none can love, w'hom
none can. thank—
'‘Creation’s blot. Creation’s

blank.

When it is iiossible, trade at home
or buy in your community, but when
you do this trading and buying, keep
uppermost in mind to patronize the
merchant who is doing things for our
community and not confimiig' his ef-
forts solely and selfishly to his own
interests. In other words, give your
support to those who labor with and
contribute to all forces for the com-
mercial progress and moral better-
ment of our community. Then why
should loyal citizens patronize per-
sons or firms who do nothing for the
community? Our particular neigh-
borhood is just what we make it and
co-operation is entirely essential upon
the part of those who live here, if we
are to make the proper progressive
stride in this great country of ours.

Away with the community leeches;
let us have one hundred per cent
loyalty in our community!

Colds in Head Prove

Impervious to Vaccine
Manchester, England.—A cold in the
head is still a cold in the head at the
Miuichester university,, where for .sev-
en montlus experiments have been go-
ing on to determine' tlie value of vac-
cination. Two hundred and eighty-
six persons took part in the test.

'Phe conclusion that vaccination
against colds has 00 preventive value
was suggested by the results of an
experiment carried on by Dr. A. F. C.
Davey, Dr. F. R. Ferguson and Dr.
W, W. 0. Topiey.

Students and members of tiie uni-
versity staff offered their services for
the experiment. Of these 138 were
inoculated with a stock vaccine con-
taining eight different kinds of mi-
crobes, and 148 were not inoculated.

Results showed tliat the 138 inocu-

Jersey. lated persons had 203 colds, the 148

uninoculated subjects had 103 colds
during the period of the test and that
the average duration of the colds
among the inoculated was 13 days
and among the others ten and one-
half days.

The investigators, how'ever, con-
cluded that the evidence does not jus-
tify with certainty any conclusion that
vaccine caused any harm.

CITIZENS OF NORTH
CAROLINA FIRST TO
DEFY KING GEORGE

Proclamation of Freedom

Made at Mecklenburg
More Than 152
Years Ago.

In spite'of doubting Thomas Jeffer-

son and the reluctance of certain less
.interested Virginians to admit that
m'anything good ever came out of Nortli
Carolina, no sufficient reason now
exists for questioning the proud boast
that the citizens of Mecklenburg
county, In the latter state, did fling
defiance In the face of Great Britain
‘In the form of a declaration of inde-
pendence Just thirteen months and
fifteen days before the Continental
(iliongress In Philadelphia saw fit to
ijnake the same decisive move. The
date was May 20, 1775, the place was
Charlotte, N. 0., and the Immediate
Iprovocation of precipitate action was
'the arrival of the express with the
news of the shooting down of Capt.
John Parker’'s Minute men by British
ftfegulars under Major Pitcairn on Lex-
ington common.
V It was In 1819 that a newspaper re-
print of what was said to be the
declaration itself—a document con-
taining several of the phrases of his
own famous paper—was called to the
attention of Thomas Jefferson by John
Adams. Writing to Adams from Mon-
ticello, Jefferson said he believed it
spurious, because up to that moment
he had never heard of it, though he
lived In the adjoining state of Vir-
ginia. He called attention also to the
circumstance that the witnesses ap-
pealed to were, most of them, dead.

Jefferson’s Mind Open.

However, Jefferson was careful to
add that he based his opinion on neg-
ative evidence which positive evidence
was perfectly competent to overthrow.
Cne of the most valiant collectors of
this evidence has been Archibald Hen-
derson, who Is otherwise known as the
American familiar of Bernard Shaw.
Another—furiously assailed when he
first collected the data—was Dr.
George Washington Graham, who has
written a whole book on the subject.
The controversy was heated and acri-
monious.

On the affirmative side it extended
to the insinuation that one of the Vir-
ginia champions of Jefferson’s priority
had used his position as minister from
this country to the Court of St. .Tames
to abstract from the British colonial
archives a copy of the Cape Fear
Mercury, which was material evidence
because it contained the text of the
Mecklenburg declaration printed with-
in the month after It was Issued. It
was known that such a copy had. In
fact, been sent to Lord Dartmouth by
Joslah Martin, the royal governor of
North Carolina at the time. Martin
described it as “the late most treason-
able publication of a committee in the
county of Mecklenburg explicitly re-
nouncing obedience to his majesty’s
government” and added that it “sur-
passed all horrid and treasonable pub-
lications that the Inflammatory spirit
of the country has produced.” On the
negative side there were charges of
forgery and mendacity—the manu-
facture of history out of whole cloth.

Events Leading to Action.

Assuming the evidence as sufficient,
the story of what happened becomes
a part of a well-connected series of
events in the province whose position
between two ostentatiously aristo-
cratic neighbors has sometimes, it is
said, deprived her of due considera-
tion. In March, 1774, Governor Martin
bad dissolved an unnily assembly. In
August of that year a convention had
, met under the governor’s nose in New
Berne and sent delegates to the Con-
tinental congress. For the rest of
that year the separate counties had
been busy with meetings and prepara-
tions, and in April, 1775, the assembly
which met by the authority of the

Denounced King George.

Obviously, the North Carolinians
were not in submissive mood when
the news of the first blood shed in
the North arrived. 'What happened
at Anson county courthouse when
tlip mesopuger rode.into that place is
recorded lu a certain family Bible
to which Doctor Henderson has had
access. The writer is a young man
named Morgan Brown, an eyewitness.
He says that the messenger found the
county court in session and the magis-
trates, some of whom were tories, on
after clusing' their record, never sat
again.”

Gathering of the Citizens.

At Charlotte, some fifty miles away,
the messenger appears to have found
an assembly of the leading citizens
of Mecklenburg summoned from the
various “companies” throughout the
county by the colonel commandant,
Thomas Polk. According to the re-
ceived chronology, the messenger ar-
rived May 19 and threw the gathering
into a fever. The secretary, John Mc-
Knitt Alexander, says they “sat In
the courthouse all night, neither
sleepy nor hungry nor fatigued,” and
In the morning passed a set of resolu-
tions prepared by Ephraim Brevard.

In the resolutions occurred the fol-
lowing declarations:

“Kesolved » * e That we dis-
solve us with the mother country and
absolve ourselves from allegiance to
the British crown; and

“Resolved, That we do hereby de-
clare ourselves a free and independ-
ent people: that we are and of right
ought to be a sovereign and self-gov-
erning people under the power of God
and the general congress.”

Sought Only Their Rights.

Returning again to the story: Those
resolutions were read to the people
outside the courtliouse by Colonel
Polk and received with .“shouts and
huzzas.” In accordance with a provi-
sion in the resolutions themselves,
they were transmitted to the Conti-
nental congres.s, where the persons
approached said that the “subject of
the resolutions was premature to be
laid before the congress.”

At that time the cooler heads still
hoped to compose matters with the
mother country without- an actual
breach. The strongest statements oi
the Colonists’ determination not to
submit to coercion or to what they
regarded as the abridgment of their
liberties as subjects of the British
crown were coupled with expressions
of loyalty to the crown itself. Indeed,
among Americans who were far from
being tories there were many mwho
were proud of their own connection
with Britain and reluctant to sever it
George AVashington himseif about that
period, as Arcliibald Henderson re-
minds us, “abhorred independence”—
which meant tiiat he desire! to be a
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good Virginian and still reniain a good
Englishman.

Independence Not Sought.

As a matter of fact, even Jefferson
at this date was not an open advo-
cate of independence, nor did Patrick
Henry in his “ringing resolutions” (as
Jefferson called them), adopted in Vir-
ginia after the Lexington bloodshed,
take so rash a stand.

The sum of the matter is that the
declaration of independence which
Mecklenburg, N. C. issued one year
ahead of time and the revolution which
Virginia started a century aliead of
time liad each to wait till the country
at large was ready for the real tiling.
They were dramatic gestures, not
things accomplislied. Xevertheles.s, the
Virginia affair cost many lives of
patriots and some of tliose wlio were
not so counted, and ton” of ink have
been spilled over tlie Xorth Carolina
outbreak.—New York Times Magazine.

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PAUL REVERE HOME
MADE INTO SHRINE

Practically as It Was in the
Revolutionary Days.

The home of Paul Revere in North
square, Boston, Mass., was built some-
time between IfiTO and IfiSO. It was
purchased by Paul Revere in 1770 and
he lived in it until 1800. The house,
which is now owned by the l'aul Re-
vere Memorial association, lias been
restored to its original condition and
is open to the public.

Once inside tlie small paneled entry-
one sees tlie filght of stairs that rise
sharply to the second floor. From the
entry one passes tlirougli a left-hand
doorway and finds himself in a pine-
sheathed room, The nails on all hat
the fireplace are covered with quaint
wall paper.

The otlier downstairs room is the
old Kitciien. This room is both jian-
eled and plastered. Above tlie fire-
place on a narrow shelf are found
sundry candlesticks and otlier para-
phernalia. One of the most interest-
ing things in the entire kitchen is tlie
t-oddy warmer, shown in the accom-
panying sketch, which was made by
Paul Revere hinisolf. Wlien in use,
the straight iron rod of this, utensil
was removed from its resting place in
the thimble-like cap, and after being
heated in the -coals of the fireplace.

The summer season, now at hand, brings with it an economic
ill that annually takes a toll of thousands of ill gained dollars. It
is the itinerant peddler, the house to house door bell ringer and those
of his kind who travel' from place to place plying their trade and
imposing on the credulity of the unthinking, offering bargains in this
and that which most always turn out to be inferior merchandise sold
at higher prices or in short measure. It is well to beware of these
fellows and the plausible stories that they tell to engage the interest
and confidence of their prospects.

They are of many varieties and with as many kinas of merchan-
dise to sell. There is the oil cloth salesman who travels about in
a truck and delivers the goods on spot. More often than not his
goods are of an inferior character and the yardstick that he uses is
far short of standard. The purchaser usually finds both to be the
case but' always too late, for the bird has flown. Then there is the
“sailor” who “happens to be in port for a few days,” as he says. He,
too has a good story. For he tells his prospect that he has smuggled
in a few suit patterns which, because they have escaped the payment
of duty, he offers to sell at an attractive price. Often he says there
is enough in the patterns for a three piece suit. One may be lucky
enough to get two of the three. And usually its wearing qualities
are far below par. Inferior articles of these and many other kinds
are peddled about hither and yon during the summer months. The
automobile has been a great aid to this kind of chicanery for after
he has landed a few gullible prospects a day’s journey will take him
far away and beyond the reath of the buyer who discovers that he
has been victimized.

'What better insurance can there be than buying from the home
town merchant? If for any reason the articlel proves unsatisfactory
he is ready and willing to correct the trouble and satisfy his cus-
tomer. Not so with the peddler— he is gone tomorrow or yet today
if the chase gets too hot. He is not seeking to satisfy his customer
— he is after the money alone. The home town merchalit stakes his
reputation and his success on his record for fair and honest dealing.
He may be found at his place of business day in and day out, year
in and year out. There is nothing elusive about him. When folks
want support and contributions for this and that, they know where
to find him and he gives willingly and generously. Did anyone ever
hear of the itinerant merchant contributing a single cent for the ad-
vancement of a local cause? There is one real way of insuring good
goods at reasonable prices, one way of getting good value for the
dollar expended and that is to buy of the reputable home town
merchant.

Government Regulation of Agriculture Only
Hope of the Farmer

By MELV'IN A. TRAYLOR, Chicago Financier.

Railroad operations are supervised by federal and state commissions
and their rates are regulated to provide adequate financial support and
at the same time to impose no undue burden on the public. Somethinc™
along the same line can be worked out in agriculture. Basic prices in
agriculture can be regulated, but not until there is some restriction
on production.

Bankers are to a large e.xtent responsible for many of the mistakes
of the farmers by encouraging unsound practice in agriculture and by
failing to work out remedies for the ills that now beset the farmer in
nearly every section. No banker would lend money to commercial or
industrial concerns unless he were sure the enterprise was on a payin<j
basis. How many bankers make their agriculture loans on a similar
showing ?

Agricultural conditions have caused the failure of more banks in
the last three years than in the previous twenty-five-year period. This
is sufficient to emphasize to bankers the importance of stabilizing this
fundamental industry in the United States.

This can be done through balanced production and sound credit
policies.

SHRINE WORTHY OF
HISTORIC DOCUMENT

Independence  Declaration

Given New Place
of Honor.

After nearly a century and a half
the Declaration of Independence rests
for the first time in a permanent
shrine under the golden dome of the
Library of Congress at Washington.

Yellowed with age, and with the
signatures slowly fading, the parchment
on which the Declaration is written
has been kept for the last 30 years
locked aw,ay In the Department of
State. Very few people had ever seen
It or knew what had become of it. But
it was irapossib'.o that tl.is, the most
precious document in American his-
tory, should be allowed to fade into
oblivion, and at last steps were taken
to gratify the wish of patriotic Amer-
icans to see the original fundamental
document on wliich their independence
rests.

A handsome marble shrine was pre-
pared for It in the Lil'rary of Con-
gress, close to the national capitol,
where, guarded in every possible way
from further deterioration, it can be
seen by future generations for cen-
turies to come.

Altar of Freedom.

The shrine Is built like an altar
piece, with the Declaration In a mar-
ble case with heavy bronze doors,
flanked on each side by an American
eagle. Below it in a much larger case
Is the Constitution. Two layers of
heavy plate glass, with a film of spe-
cially prepared gelatin between them,
cover the two documents, and neu-
tralize the harmful effects of the
lights, so that they will not fade
further.

The small piece of parchment on
which the Declaration is written has
had a most thrilling history, for the
fate of the charter of liberty Was
closely connected with the vicissitudes
of the early days of the young re-
public.

Within a few months of Its signing
In Philadelphia its travels began, for
by December news came that Wash-
ington had been forced back over'the
Dela'svare, and congress lost no time
in moving to Baltimore, taking the
parchment with it.

When the tide of war swept the
British back, congress returned to Phil-
adelphia, only to leave again six
months later, when General Howe ad-
vanced on that city. The Declaration
was then housed for a time in Lan-
caster, Pa., and later In the court-
house at York, wdiere it stayed till It
was brought back to Philadelphia.

Two days later, with the British de-
feated and liberty assured, there took
place the first celebration of Inde-
pence day, with wild scenes of Jubila-
tion and loud cheers for the “Perpet-
ual and Undisturbed Independence of
the United States of America.”

Again Forced to Move.

For a time the document stayed in
Philadelphia, but in 1783 it was taken
on another journey, this time to
Princeton, N. J.,, and for a strange
reason. Owing to the looseness of the
Confederation, congress was unable to
collect taxes, and could not raise money
to pay the army, which finally took
matters into its own hands. A small
body of soldiers marched to Philadel-
phia and demanded their arrears of
pay at the point of the bayonet, and
congress, which had successfully defied
the powerful British empire, now de-
cided that discretion was the better
part of valor, and beat a hasty retreat.
They moved later to Annapolis, then
back to Trenton, N. J., and finally
transferred tlie seat of government to
New York city.

When George Washington became
President, the state documents were

handed over to him, and later were
taken back to Philadelphia. Then,
when It was decided to build the na-
tional capital at Washington, the Dec-
laration was taken to the city and
kept there In various places while the
state buildings were constructed.

In 1814, It barely escaped destruc-
tion by the British, who after the bat-
tle of Bladensburg advanced on Wash-
ington and burned the capitol, the
White House, and other government
buildings. But fortunately Secretary
of State Monroe realized in time that
tha BxlIUsjt gmad.jUikc the eltv. and

gave orders that th'e"most imporfaht
documents In his charge should be
removed as quickly as possible. The
Declaration was packed in a wagon
and taken with other documents up to
Leesburg, Va, where It was hidden
In a barn till The British had gone and
the danger was past.
Faded, but Legible.

Back again came the Declaration to
Wasiilngton, where it stayed till it was
taken to Philadelphia for a time for
the Centennial exposition. In the
meantime, as might be expected, the
fragile parchment had suffered quite
a little damage from frequent handling,
and its many, generally hurried, moves
from one place to another. So bad did
Its condition finally become that It was
feared It would fall to pieces alto-
gether, and it was withdrawn from
the public view and locked up in a
steel safe In'the State department.

Now once more, faded, but still
legible, it has been brought out, and
there In Its permanent resting place
this small piece of parchment will
stand as an enduring monument to re-
mind the thousands who pass before
it of the great principles of American
liberty for which their fathers fought
and died.

CHARACTER

HARACTER is a most important

factor in the economic and social
world. Remove character from busi-
ness and you have bankruptcy. Re-
move character from society and you
have the downfall of civilization.
What is this subtle, hidden and mys-
terious force which is of so much
value in life? What is character? It
is easier to tell what it is not than
to tell what it is.

Character is not what a person as-
sumes to be.

Character is not what a person thinks
himself to be. His standards may be
very low in the scAle of moral values
and thus he deceives himself. Char-
acter is not what some otlier person
thinks we are. The opinion which
others may have of us is our reputa-
tion, and reputation is not necessarily
character. Character is neither as-
sumption, imagination nor is it repu-
tation.

What then Is character? Character
is wliat a person is in the organic
unity of his secret thoughts. It is our
true self divorced from all assump-
tions. No person’s character can rise
higher than his ideals, and ideals are
thoughts reaching out for the highest
possible realization.

Character expresses itself in some
unconscious moment, in some un-
studied deed. When taken unawares
a person expresses his real self. A
heart set right and strong is not likely
to go wrong when temptation comes
in the flash of a moment. It is not so
much in a studied act as in an uncon-
scious act that character is usually
revealed.

A person always lives his moral life
from within outward. “Out of the
heart are the issues of life,” It has
been said that a person can success-
fully lie with his mouth but not with
his eyes.

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CTHE WHY of
SUPERSTITIONS

By H. IRVINQ KINQ

MADSTONES

\ /f ADSTONES are not as common
4t * now-a-days as they used to be,
but they have by no means been rele-
gated to tlie dust bin of things that
were in the world of folklore. Every
now and then you will run across one
and there are many thousands still in
this country who have an abiding faith
in the madstone’s efiicacy. In this coun-
try the madstone’s reputation rests
upon its supposed power of curing or
preventing hydrophobia.

People who do not desire to be con-
sidered superstitious and yet believe
in the madstone will tell you that it
cures by absoibing the poison when
applied to tlie wound caused by the
bite of a rabid dog. This idea is
scouted by the medical profession and
the American Philosophical society,
who in investigating the madstones in
use in Pennsylvania in 1889, found
that they were smooth pebbles evident-
ly selected on account of some pecu-
liarity of shape or marking, and the
most famous of them all was a piece
of white feldspar entirely lacking in
the powers of absorption attributed to
it.

The serpent-stone, which all over
the world is supposed to be a cure for
the bite of a venomous serpent, is but
a duplicate of the madstone. Pliny
calls the snake-stone the *“serpent’s
egg” and the ancient belief was that
the stone was either an egg of the ser-
pent or—as was more generally be-
lieved—was extracted from the ser-
pent's head and cured by sympathetic
magic. The “Druid’s glass” is the name
for them among the Welsh and Irish,
and in the large collection of mad-
stones and serpent-stones in the Mu-
seum of Scotch Antiquaries many are
actualiy pieces of ancient glass, or,
like the highly prized Pennsylvania
madstone, polished feldspar.

The madstone superstition, it will be
seen, has a pedigree going back to
primitive man and is based on sympa-
thetic magic. The first madstone was
undoubtedly a bezoar—that calcareous
deposit sometimes found in an animal
—as the serpent-stone was,,”*supposed
to be a bezoar taken from a serpent.
Gradually these magic stones became
any pebbles or pieces of glass selected
by the Druid priests—or by the super-
stitious inhabitants of Pennsylvania.

TREE RINGS CLEWS TO
HISTORY AND WEATHER

Life Story Is Revealed in
Own Cross-Section.

Washington.—Announcement by Dr.
A. E. Douglass of the L'niversily of
Arizona that the study of the sequence
of tree rings is likely to be of value
in long-time weather forecasting re-
calls that tree rings already have fur-
nished valuable clews to dating pre-
Columbian history of America.

This method was used in conjunc-
tion with pottery types in tixing the
time when Pueblo Bouito, New iMex-
ico, flourished as the metropolis of
America in the years before 1492.

Trees Our Oldest Inhabitants.

Dr. Neil M. Judd, leader of the Na-
tional Geographic society expeditions
to Pueblo Bouito, with whom Doctor
Douglass collaborated in applying his
method to the Pueblo Bonito ruins,
writes:

“The oldest living things In Amer-

i tgéz its big trﬁes, the sequoias of

-% iérra Nevada. -The pines and
junipers of Arizona and New Mexico
are much younger than the sequoias;
but, like the Ilatter, they are older
than any other living thing In their
own neighborhood. Some of these up-
land trees are between four hundred
and five hundred years of age, and it
Is not at all improbable that still old-
er ones may be found.

“The life history of almost every
tree Is revealed by its own-oross sec-
tion, this year’'s growth being record-
ed by a new ring. If any given year
has been one of scanty rainfall, the
particular ring for that year will be
relatively thin; and, conversely, if the
rainfall has been abundant, there will
be a corresponding increase in the
thickness of the annual ring.

“Periods of drought or excessive
moisture, it has been learned”™ tend to
repeat themselves at fairly regular In-
tervals, resulting thus in a more or
less orderly sequence of thick and thin
annual rings which do not vary, to

I any marked degree, in all the trees
of any one district.

“Certain of these ring series pos-
sesses individual features that quick-
ly identify them, no matter in what
locality they may be found, and these
are naturally utilized by the investi-
gator as Tjeys' to the problem he is
seeking to solve. And what Is true of
living trees Is likewise true of dead
trees, and beams or roofing timbers
from prehistoric ruins, like Pueblo
Bonito.

“From the foregoing it will be ob-
vious that if any overlapping series
of annual rings can be discovered—
that is, If a given sequence of rings
can be found both In a beam from
Pueblo Bonito and In a tree still liv-
ing—it will be possible to date the
former with reasonable exactness.

Tree Calendar's “Missing Link."

“Such a direct connection, however,
with no Intervening links in our time
chain from the beams of prehistoric
Pueblo Bonito to the living trees of
northern New Mexico, is rather be-
yond the range of possibilities; the

“It seems necessary, therefore, in
the present case, to find a’‘connecting
link’ in this time chain, and that was
the especial object of a subsidiary ex-
pedition authorized by the resea-rch
committee of the National Geographic
society in connection with the explora-
tion of Pueblo Bonito.

“Cross-sections from 49 timbers un-
earthed during the explorations of two
seasons were examined by Doctor
Douglass with very instructive re-
sults. These beams, taken from the
eastern portion of Pueblo Bonito, all
seem to have been cut within a period
of 12 years.

“Some timbers exposed in the north-
western quarter of the ruin, however,
were cut several years earlier, thus
corroborating the archeological evi-
dence previously presented.”

A romance of the General Motors
Proving Ground at Milford, Michigan,
comes to light today with the an-
nouncement that Chevrolet test car
number 112 has been retired from
/Y0 Proving' Ground service after
withstanding the "withering strain of
40,150 miles in four and one half
months over various types of roads
and a wide range of driving condi-
tions.

Number 112 had a standard light
delivery panel body on the standard
commercial car chassis and had been
taken out of regular production at
the Flint plant. When, in the course
of the usual routine, it was replaced
<t the Proving Ground by another
Chevrolet, it still had in it many miles
of unusued transportation, engineers
declared, despite the gruelling exper-
ience of so many miles of terrific test
driving.

Forty mileS' 0Jt of Detroit in the
hills and vales of Livingston Coun-
ty, where the great outdoor automo-
ibile laboratory is located, this Chev-
rolet, like others there, ‘underw-ent
supreme tests, the car was called
upon to go through all the types of
service an automobile may be heir
to—and more.

It was kept on test for 135 days,
“working” on an average of .341.8
miles a day. There were days when
it was driven more than 500 miles
in order to try its stamina. In ad-
dition to the test tvork at the Prov-
ing Ground, the car carried mail to
Detroit and return each day, .permit-
ting of a study and check of the car
under .actual road traffic conditions.

Engineers and technical men who
drove. and checked the car at the
Proving Ground had in mind the
many difficulties an automobile has
to contend "with in its lifetime. They
thought of the driver who speeds his
car over rough, rltted roads; they
considered the motorist who rides his
clutch; they had in mind the man
who habitually tramps on his brakes,
another who races a cold motor, an-
other who asksi his car to pull out of
a mud hole in high, and so on.

Although they realized at the same
time that 'only a very small minority
of drivers do these things today, they,
mwanted to study the ability of the
Chevrolet to withstand these abuses
and to be constantly on the watch
for developments that might further
improve the product.

Although the Proving Ground
eboasts some fine stretches of pave-
ment, number 112, during the four
and one half months it was on test
there, never left the gravel and dirt
roads, except on its trips out of the
grounds as a mail car.

Asked why, a Chevrolet engineer
replied: “Concrete makes it too
easy.”

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HOW AERIAL MAPS AID IN PLANNING
DEVELOPMENT CT ELECTRIC BDSINESS

An aerial map of approximately
200 square miles of its territory has
been made for Public Service Elec-
tric and Gas Company. This map
shows, the company’s activities in
the territory photographed and
will be an excellent aid in plan-
ning future developments and ex-
tensions. Hamilton, Maxwell, inc.,
and the Fairchild Aerial Camera
Corporation, of New York City,
took the aerial views.

The process of making an aerial
map is an interesting one. ‘'rife
area to be photographed having
been determined, the scalei is then
chosen. In this instance an origi-
nal scale of one inch to 800 feet is
used. This means that each piio-
tograph made on S x 10 negatives
portrays 51,200,000 square feet
of the earth's surface. To obtain
pictures to this scale a twelve
inch lens is used at an altitude of
0,000 feet. The pjlot of the aero-
plane must keep his ship at 0,600
feet plus or minus two per cent
to maintain tlie scale. In windy or
gusty weather tliis is diflicult to
d« and at the same time fly a true
course and an even KkOel, each of
which is essential to correct aerial

photo.grapUy.

Tlie  territory being photo-
graphed requires approximately
nine luiiidred exposures on 8x 10

negatives. Each photograph over-
laps the photographs of adjacent
territory on each side by at least
fifty per cent.

m\\leii the negatives have been
developed, they are plotted on a
keyed map to determine the exact
territory they cover. When this
is done they are numbered and
prints are made. These prints are
called contact prints and are used
to determine the necessary en-
largement or reduction to bring
the negative to the scale of one
inch equals SO feet.

After all contact prints have
been given a proper ratio correc-
tion, prints are made from the
original negatives according to the
ratios determined. These prints
are called ratio prints and must be
matched for scale and color. This
requires skill and particularly
where some 0O prints must show
no variation in color or size.

Sponsors in Washington Seek

More Funds in Congress.

Washington.—Obstacles wliich for
fifteen years have blocked the erec-
tion in Washington of a statue com-
memorating the 1.500 victims of ttie
disaster are slowly being
cle.nred away. Members of the Wom-
an’s Titanic Memorial association
hope that their objective will be
reached in another two years.

Organized shortly after the disaster
In 1912, the association promptly
raised more than $40,000 for the me-
morial, hut it was not until 1017 that
a bhill atithorizing use of public
grounds for the purpose got through
tlie legislative jam in congress. Then
the site which had been selected was
denied.

A new site was chosen, on the Po-
tomac near the ground dedicated to
the i.incoln memorial, and Mrs. Harry
Payne WIliitney of New York went
alnnid with completion of the statue
from a design approved by the Fine
Arts commission several years ear-
lier.

Aerial Mosaic Survey of Bayonne

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COUNCIL AT ODDS
OVER PASSAGE OF
SIDEWALK ORD.

- "ilfcmbers of Borough Council Are
Sidewalks on End
of Roosevelt Avenue

sE RAHWAY SEWER MEETING

Councilman Brown Objects to Or-
dinance That Regulates the
Hoighth of Awnings

m The reading of an Ordinance pro-
viding for the construction of side-
"walks and curbs on Roosevelt avenue
from McKinley street, westerly to the
borough line was contested by mem-
"hers of the Council at the meeting
Tuesday evening. Many of the prop-
-gty owners in that section are of
‘the opinion that the improvement is
mnot necessary.
- A remonstrance, signed by seven
remdents, who are affected by this
ordinance, was read, petitioning the
Council not to pass the ordinance.

Councilman Frank Andres said he
could see no real reason why the im-
provement was objected to as the
sidewalks were badly needed in that
particular part of the town. “It is
hazardous for pedestrians, under the
present conditions, and numerous ac-
cidents that have occurred there,
would not have happened if sidewalks
had been laid,” said Mr. Andres.

Mr. Elmer E. Brown, representing
the objecting property owners, differ-
ed in opinion with Councilman An-
dres. He said that sidewalks at this
time were not necessary as none of
theprbperty along that line was de-
veloped and the property owners
would derive noi benefit from the im-
provement.

Councilmen Coughlin, Brown, D’-
Zurilla and Vonah thought that the
Council should follow the wishes of
the majority of the property owners.
Jfeyor Thomas J. Mulvihill although
favoring the improvement, laid the
matter over to be taken up at a fu-
ture meeting.

fPwe ordinances for the paving of
~Neets were taken up on final read-
ing and were approved and adopted.
They are as follows, Emerson street
from Washington avenue to Noe’'s
Creek and High street from Wash-
ington avenue to Romanowski street.

Mayor Mulvihill spoke of the fire-
works evil. “Everyone is in sym-
pathy with a move to abolish the sale
of fireworks,” said the Mayor. He
pointed out that many children were
injured and often maimed for life
through the playing with firecrackers.
The Mayor requested to have an or-
dinance drafted to prohibt the sale
of explosives. On motion this was
ordered.

Mayor Mulvihill announced that
the engineer has practically complet-
ed the plans for the East Rahway
sewer and that another meeting will
ehortly ibe called with the property
owners in that district.

Borough Clerk Platt was directed
to. write to the Public Service Rail-
way Company to repair its crossing
at Carteret and Pershing avenues.

A petition was received from the
Warner Chemical Company urging
the Council to vacate portion of two
llrtreets which have never been pub-
licly dedicated and which now form
a partof the Warner plant property.

An ordinance to prohibit the erec-
tion of gas tanks, barber poles, signs
or any other obstruction on or above
dflie sidewralks arid regulatirig the
height of awmirigs to seven feet above
the sidewalks, was brought up for
final passage. When the section re-
lating to the awuings was read Coun-
cilman Brown objected, saying that
the shop windows would have no pro-
tection against the sun. The ordi-
nance was laid over till next meeting.

The curfew ordinance, requiring
children under sixteen years of age
to leave the streets at 10 o'clock at
flight, became a law, when it was
T®ssed at the final reading.

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|Libel Suit in Paris Court

Revives Mystery of
t French Heir.

Paris.—Once more across the scene
In France there moves the tragic fig-
lure of the "Lost Dauphin,” the pa-
thetic uncrowned Louis XVII, who
died a prisoner in the Temple and
iaround whose personality a score of
legends have been woven. Still the
tale persists that the unfortunate
iprince escaped; still recollections are
brought forth of the dozens of pre-
tenders who have claimed that they
mere the authentic heir to the Bour-
bon throne of France. Only the other
day in a Paris court there was en-
acted an echo of the famous Naun-
dorff case when Louis Charles Jean
;Philippe de Bourbon, calling himself
the rightful king of France, brought
an unsuccessful action for libel on ac-
count of statements published about
'Naundorff, his grandfather, says the
mNew York Times.

Was the ten-year-old Dauphin res-
cued from his prison tower by royal-
lists and taken to England? Did he
make his way to America and end a
long life there, as some have as-
serted? Eminent historians have
ibusied themselves for years produc-
ing proofs of the prince’s death and
dismissing the reports that he was
seen in other cpuntries long after
the-date of his burial.

No less than 25 “lost Dauphins”—
the foremost of them Naundorff—have
appeared before French courts to
press their claims. Hergevault, Fru-
chard, Marassin, Mathurin Bruneau,
Dnfresne, Persat, Auguste Meves,
Fontolive, Kichemont—these are only
a few of the "missing princes” who
each in his day collected enthusiastic
partisans and disturbed the govern-
toent of Prance.

The little Louis XVII who saw his
feyal father and Marie Antoinette, his
mother, go from the Temple to the
guillotine had not been dead five years
before there were signs that the tale
that he was still alive was finding its
aynipathetic audience.

sprang into instant fame as tne nrst
claimant, gathering a small court
about him and declaring that the elder
Hergevault had provided the substi-
tute in the tower, while he himself was
the real prince. «Hailed for a time In
Spain as the authentic Dauphin, Her-
gevault was arrested on his return to
France and sent to prison for four
years. But no sooner was he free
than he collected once more his circle
of followers and resumed his pose.
For a second time he faced the court,
whicb sent him to Bicetre, where he
died, still proclaiming that he was the
Dauphin.

A drummer boy tried It next. He
confessed eventually that he was the
son of a clockmaker. A third con-
testant pointed to the mark of a
fleur-de-lis and crovm and the Bour-
bon initials on his thigh as proof that
he was the prisoner of the Temple.
Both found adherents who were loyal
to them.

The popular mind refuses to believe
that romantic figures pass away. So
firmly had the tale of the substitute
child gripped the public that it became
the foundation of every "missing
Dauphin” claim that appeared. Math-
urin Bruneau, the son of a shoe-
maker, returned to France from
America to press' his claim to the
throne. He went further than his
fellow-claimants, issuing a series of
proclamations in the name of the
king of France which promptly landed
him behind prison bars.

IUp to the time of the fall of the
Bourbons the “missing Dauphins”
had uniformly been persons from the
lower ranks of society; but now a
totally different type of claimant—an
Individual of natural gifts with the
ability to convince influential circles
—-ttas about to appear. In this clas-
sification are listed Naundorff and
Richemont, the two men who gave
the government of France the most to
think about in connection with theii
representations.

It was in 1S31 that Richemont made
his bow with the publication of the
“Memoirs of the Duke of Normandie,
Son of Louis XVI.” The work was an
Imposing, seemingly well authenti-
cated claim, backed by many docu-
merts and statements from important
persons.

Fate of Richemont.

Unfortunately for Richemont, how
ever, he seems to have been pos-
sessed of a natural, liking for intrigue
of all varieties. Following up his
memoirs with a volley of pamphlets
and mixing enthusiastically in a host
of political intrigues, he rapidly be-
came such a thorn in the side of the
eovernment that the police made a
descent on his lodgings, where they
unearthed papers of a treasonable
character. One more “Dauphin” went
on trial, this time charged with con-
spiracy against the life of the king
and the safety of the state.

He created a sensation by declar-
ing that he had disclosed his identity
as the Dauphin to Louis XVIII, but
had refused to press his claim
throne at the time, fearing that “
would precipitate a civil war. He
told a tale of being rescued from the
Temple In a basket of iahhdry and
of trav«l in Italy. America and Brazil.

Twelve years’ imprisonment was tne
penalty he received, but he escaped
and returned to the publication of
further "Memoirs of the Dauphin.”
With the Revolution of 1848 the pub-
lic Interest In missing princes had
waned a good deal, and Richemont
found himself unable to impress'the
public with his declarations. He died
in 1853.

Naundorff's tale was the most re-
markable of all. He arrived in Paris
In 1833, even dispatching an emissary
to Richemont's trial to protest “in the
name of Naundorff” against the claim-
ant His first act on opening his cam
paign was to send a letter to the
Duehesse d’Angouleme, calling upon
her to appear in court to accord him
recognition as her brother, the miss-
ing prince. The result was an imme-
diate opportunity for Naundorff to re-
count his story on the stand.

Rallied to His Call.

Here, there and everywhere sprang
up the "Naundorffistes” to rally at his
call. With a full 200 documents in
support of his representations, Naun-
dorff was marshaling by far the most
important mass of evidence yet ad-
duced by a claimant to the throne.
The court heard the evidence and
banished him from France.

After a further effort to continue
his campaign from England, Naun-
dorff turned his interest to inventions
and while on a visit to Holland in
connection with a “discovery” was
permitted by the Dutch government
to reside in Delft. Stricken by a
sudden illness, he died just after his
wife and daughter had been sum-
moned from England. To “Naundorff,
the inventor,” who had brought Napo-
leon, Josephine and a legion of other
historic figures into his testimony and
who had told of imprisonments, per-
secution, rescues and wild adventure
as the lost prince, tlie Dutch govern-
ment accorded a great funeral. Sol-
diers bore the bier and public men
followed it to the grtive.

The most picturesque and important
claimant had passed. It was Naun-
dorff who asserted that as the Dau-
phin he had been carried to the top
of the tower and hidden there by
friends while another child was put
In his place. When the substitute
died, his tale ran, the body was re-
moved from the coffin and, drugged
with opium, he was smuggled into It
On the way to the cemetery in a car-
riage he was removed and the empty
coffin was buried.

Among the theories advanced and
given wide credit in connection with
the death of the Dauphin is the one

that states that the unfortunate
prince was murdered in the Temple
in January, 1794, and that a feeble

child was substituted in his cell.
When this child in the course of time
succumbed, it was given out that the
Dauphin had died a natural death
and the substitute was interred as
Louis XVH. Not even the tale of
L'Aiglon, France’'s other pathetic
prince, can compare with that of the
Dauphin in its hold on the imagina-
tion. Many throne pretenders have
sprung up in history, but never in
such numbers as those who have as-
pired to be hailed as Louis X'Vn.

Lond,on, England.—Corpse smuggling
at the frontiers of Irak keeps Euro-
pean health officials busy enforcing
quarantine rules, according to reports
received here by the editors of the
Lancet. The desire of all devout Mo-
hammedans to make pilgrimages to
the cities visited by the prophet, as
well as the blessings that accrue to
the faithful when they make one of
the holy cities their final resting place,
makes plenty of work fpr the quaran-
tine officers.

New laws have been put Into effect
calling for the examination of all local
corpses as well as those in transit
from other countries. Now no corpse
can be buried in one of the holy places
without a pass. Examinations and
health permits are also issued to the
thousands of pilgrims that throng Into
Arabia from the East, thus enabling
health officers to check up on the rflost
fruitful sources of the spread of epi-
demics in the Orient.

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The OIld Parlor

Somebody has waked up, all at once;to the fact that, the old
parlor is gone. Not only here in America but in London and all over
England and almost everywhere in the Western-world. ' And the
qgueer thing about it is that nobody seems to have seen it go or going.
~Yesterday it was the core, the heart, the arcanum, the central sanc-
tum sanctorum of every full-fledged house. Today it is no more.
Along with the old room of state, the company headquarters where
the family put its best foot forward and stood the horsehair furniture
around in every solemn posture of the very primmest propriety, there
was the drawing room, too. A parlor and drawing room together
lifted any house fortuUate enough to possess them clear out of the
common and gave them caste and rank and glory. If so much arch-
itectural grandeur were still further buttressed in relief by a sitting
room, dining room and perhaps a first-floor den, there Was\ nothing
more needed of mortal distinction.

And now, complain certain elerly romancers, dreaming of times
past, parlor and drawing rooms have gone out and nobody saw them
go. Of course, the explanation is very simple. In all the old houses
where parlor and drawing room layout remains the same, a new
fashion of use and enjoyment has swept in and abliterated the old
boundaries. Families gradually got to living all over the house in-
stead of parking themselves in certain restricted parts of it and bar-
ring the rest from use except on state occasions. In the new houses
the parlor was simply forgotten' and every room made for daily use.

In the beginning the parlor was intended for use. It was the
part of the house where the family was» to have its private life and
pleasure and comfort, safe from every intrusion. Nobody has ever
told just how it got away from that simple intention and became
the formidable and formal and stuffy and forbidding thing it came
to be. In these latter days it has succumbed for the very good reason
that houses have shunk to the actual necessities, and the old-time
spaciousness ministering to pride has been outlawed by that master
economist known as H. C. L.

The Country Doctor

The scarcity of the country doctor as a source of keen popular
interest is matching the scarcity of teachers in the rural districts
which has been met by consolidations and the employment of spec-
ially trained teachers helpers.” The country doctor is stronger in
tradition than the country teacher and his disappearance even by
rumor is disturbing. In the generation represented by the grand-
parents of today the country 4»ctor was one of the greatest Amer-
ican institutions. He carried his supply of crude drugs in his saddle
bags and an exhaustless sunshine in his face and his cheery words.
Whatever he may have lacked in scientific attainment to handicap
him as compared to his town brother, he compensated for in that
rare atmosphere of fraternal cheerfulness which no country doctor
was without.

Patients improved when they heard his horse’s hoofs on the
road. All the people for miles around were as members of one big
family so far as the doctor was concertied. As the towns grew the
young doctors chose to display their skill there, some because the
fife was less laborious, some becausel they believed rewards better.
The country doctor of today is at the disappearing point, largely be-
cai”™ of his consideration for wife and children. He says frankly
cash returns are satisfactory often, but that he wanU better condi-
tions for wife and family than he finds in the country.

Family Reunions

Family ties are said not to be as close as they used to be, and
yet rnany families are having reunions where a large number of near
and distant relative” are gathered together. Interest in genealogical
res™rch is said to be increasing, and many people are anxious to
find out who their ancestors were and where they came from, and
the desire to know the members of one’s old family tribe will never
disappear.

An obstacle in the way of such associations is created by the
scattering of families all over the courttry. Where a family used to
settle down in its home town or near by, the present generation is
likely to scatter all over the land, and some may go to foreign na-
tions. Yet as people travel more easily than formerly, many may
come from distant points,when the tribe holds its pow-wow.

It may be said that the tie that holds these distant relatives to-
gether is not close, since the people who assemble in an annual fam-
ily gathering may never meet elsewhere, and may not feel any par-
ticular congeniality of temperament. And yet anything rooted so
deeply in old traditions as the ties of family relationship, must still
be much of a power.

Back in old history people looked to their families for pro-
tection. Tribe fought against tribe, and if you were attacked and
your safety assailed, your government might not be able to do any-
thing for you, but your kinsmen would rally and beat off the tribe
that menaced you.

Those old times of tribal warfare are happily gone forever. But
the members of a family tribe now can reflect that they no doubt
share rertain traits handed down from common ansestors. Hence
they should have ideas in common, and when they get together they
should have important elements of congeniality that run deep in
their natures.

The United States is using up its
timber supply four times as rapidly
as that supply is being replaced
through growth. The present rate of
drain upon the nation’s forest re-
sources Is not likely to decrease. On
the contrary, although our per capita
consumption Is now falling, our wood
requirements will probably Increase as
our population grows. This unbal-
anced condition between timber con-
sumption and timber replacement cre-
ates a great domestic problem, which
can be solved only by large timber
crops. To produce adequate timber
crops all of America's forest land—
470,000,000 acres—must be fiut to
work growing trees, and kept at work
to its full capacity. 'That forest man-
agement is practicable has been dem-
onstrated by owners of woodlands In
all sections of the country. It is nec-
essary to get all owners to undertake
timber growing as soon as possible.

Autopsies on 30,000 mummies, con-
ducted by a German scientist, have
proved something that we already
knew: that checks drawn on the bank
of health to pay for luxurious and
careless living have to be met some
time or other.

MONUMENTS OF ART
ON GOTHIC LINES

Intellect Reflected
in Cathedral.

Human

The resumption of services in the
cathedral of Reims marks the return
to the world of one of its great art
monuments. When the flood of war
dashed over northern France, the city
of Reims was in its course. The place
was laid in ruins by German shells.
Nb one Coiild vGalk those desolate
Neets after _the armistice without
Wondering hotv 'the cathedral eseapqd
destruction when nearly every other
structure in town went down.

It was badly damaged. Fire supple-
mented the work of shells. The roof
was destroyed. Many of the thou-
sands of statues were mutilated or
knocked to pieces. Fortunately the
marvelous stained glass of the rose
window of the west front was taken
ou,t before the bombardment and pre-
served, and the walls remained stand-
ing. After ail, the structure of a
Gothic building Is its main glory.

Cathedrals were the greatest
achievements of the human intellect
in the thousand years of the reorgan-
ization of Europe after tlie fall of the
Roman empire. In 1140 the abbey
church of St. Denis, a few miles north
of Paris, was begun by a remarkable
man, the Abbe Snger. This was the
first important Gothic building. It
was followed in quick succession by
the noble cathedrals of Notre Dame
of Paris, Bourges and Chartres, and
then by Reims, Amiens and Beauvais.
Within a century France had built 80
cathedrals and 500 large churches, the
loveliest creations of the spirit of man.
It was calculated in 1840 that at that
time of cheap building it would have
cost $1,000,000,000 to replace thenf.

It used to be thought that the long
avenues of pillars, with their branch-
ing arches and tracerled lines, were
inspired by the forests of northern
Europe. It Is now known they were
otherwise derived, but it has been
said that the Gothic is Robin Hood
architecture of the wild places, ener-
getic, adventuresome. Did it repre-
sent In Its soaring arches and lofty
spires the aspiring spirit of the age?
Perhaps so. But it represented as
well structural necessities, protection
of roofs from snow, high-hung chimes,
the delight of medieval builders in
beautiful lines silhouetted agalast the
sky, the challenge of bishops to the
Imposing hill castles of feudal lords.

In any event the energy of the last
half of the Twelfth century and the
first of the Thirteenth left these mon-
uments that men will never,permit to
disappear. Reims, whose complete re-
pair was largely made possible by the
generosity of an American, John D.
Rockefeller, Jr., belongs to the world.

Cargo Blown Into Place

Blowing a ship’s cargo into its
compartments by means of compressed
air and removing it in the same way
sounds fanciful, but that is the pro-
cedure on the Daniel: McCool, a lake
boat carrying bulk cement. between
Manitowoc, Milwaukee and Chicago,
on Lake Michigan, says Popular Me-
chanics Magazine. The air method
saves handling bags with the attend-
ant bother and loss from breakage.
The cement Is blown through pipes to
the boat directly from the works, al-
though there is a bag-filling apparatus
on the craft for the delivery of small
orders. Diesel engines and electrical-
ly driven propellers are found on the
boat, which is said to be the only one
of its kind.

Mystery of Giant Eel

An English exploring party has gone
to Africa to find the white Hon and
the bronto-sauriis. If the quest falls it
might profitably turn its attention to
one of the best-attested mysteries of
the Dark continent, that connected
with Victoria falls. Some time ago two
Englishmen, gazing into the great
basin of the falls, the Bolling pot, saw
swimming In Its vortex a huge eel-
like creature almost white in color, of
which even the exposed portion was
some fifty feet in length. For a decade
or more no sign of the monster was
seen, and the report passed Into the
category of a “traveler's tale.” Then
It reappeared. This time three people
saw it, and it remained in view for
some while.

NO PERIOD WITHOUT
CRADLE AND BABY

Earliest Component Parts of
Civilization

The cradle is thou”~t to be as old
as civilization. 4t any rate It is a
very ancient place of farnltnre that
had its place in tfae very earliest
homes. It has cotna down through the
ages together with the many cradle
songs. During lis existence many
styles have been used, and baby has
slept In the tree-tops and in all de-
grees of magnlllicence. The date when
the cradle flrxtt assmed Its character-
istic swinglhg or rocking Is not known,
but the small four-posted beds on
rockers were common before the Four-
teenth century. ~ early as 1223 the
cradle was used to Impart to the peo-
ple of Assisi the real meaning of the
Incarnation, says a writer In (he
Pathfinder Magazine.

The oldest form of cradle known Is
an oblong oak box without a lid.
Originally rockers on cradles were de-
tachable, but like other household ap-
pliances this one has been subject to
the changes of fashion In shape, adorn-
ment, etc. The original and simple
shape persisted for several centuries,
then the hood made Its appearance.
During Its time the cradle has been
paneled, carved. Inlaid, and mounted
In glided bronze. In the Eighteenth
century cradles became very elabo-
rate, especially those used for state oc-
casions. In modern times they have
become lighter and simpler, the old
hood usually being left off entirely or
replaced by draped curtains. It was
about the middle of the Nineteenth
century that iron cradles were intro-
duced along with Iron bedsteads. Now
this ancient article Is more often
called the “bassinet.” Bassinets are
usually made of delicate wood frames.
Iron framos or wicker.

In this country tne Indian mother
still hangs “baby, cradle and all” to
the branch of a tree, where the wind
rocks the little red bundle off to sleep.
These cradles are usually made of a
framework of bark, very warmly lined
and packed Into a sort of shoe, then
both baby and cradle are strapped
with reindeer thongs and lashed to the
tree. The value of one superior In-
dian, cradle is said to be equivalent to
the value of a good horse. Some
American babies take over the old
family clothes basket (sometimes a
new one) for their cradle, while others
have elaborate bassinets lined with
fancy silks and satins. In all lands
cradles are Inevitably connected with
songs. Generations of mothers have
sung; “Hushaby baby In the tree-top”
and others.

Branford Theatre Now
Using Cooling Device

The most modem air conditioning
and cooling equipment available has
been installed and is now O'perating
at the Refrigerated Branford Thea-
tre, Newark, and will continue thru-
out the hot spells of summer. This
installation, costing more than $100,-
000, is the work of the Carrier Engi-
neering Comi>any, of Newark, the
firm that also designed and manu-
ifaetured the plant. The Refrigerated
Branford is the first theatre in New
Jersey to obtain this scientific air-
cooling accommodation of the latest
known type.

Persons who will avail themselves
of the opportunity to attend the Re-
frigerated Branford ewill find the
playhouse so cool and delightfully
comfortable that it can easily be
termed “Newark’s Greatest Summer
Resort.”

Popularly, the ingenious machines
and devices of this air conditioning
system is known as Manufactured
Weather. What it actually accom-
plishes is to completely wash out all
air entering the playhouse. During
the summer season the temperature
and humidity are automatically re-
duced to the point essential for com-
fort. During the winter, the same
system is used to wash, warm and
humidify the air. The same condi-
tions of temperature, humidity and
air purity are automatically main-
tained at the Refrigerated Branford
every day of the year regardless of
the season or the weather outside.

The equipment at the Refrgierated
Branford has been designed to sup-
ply more than 30 cubic feet of fresh
conditioned air a minute for each
person in the theatre.

PREFERS DEATH
TO NAMING PAL
IN BANK HOLDUP

Light Sentence Is Promised
If He Informs on His
Accomplice.

Cherokee, Okla.—Dave Brown sits
in prison with two terrible preroga-
tives before him. He can die in the
electric chair—or he can “snitch” on
a partner in a bank holdup by re-
vealing the partner’s identity, and live.
He has chosen to die, but there is a
possibility that his courage will weak-
en as the time for execution draws
nigh.

Last December two men robbed the
Farmers' State bank, at Jet, of $1,000.
Brown, the youngest of the two, was
captured with a stolen motor car in
the Osage hills. Mrs. Clyde Tucker,
cashier, who was alone in the bank,
said she could not have identified
Brown without his help. Brown con-
fessed, to Dale Mitchell, prosecuting
attorney at Enid. Mitchell, it is said,
promised Brown a term in the reform-
atory at Granite if he would confess.

“We promised him the same thing
if he would tell us all he knew about
the robbery,” said H. C. Kirkendall,
prosecuting attorney of Alfalfa county,
the other day. “We made him no
other promises.”

Limit If He Didn't Tell.

“We told him,” said Sheriff Dare
Goss, “that he’'d get the limit if he
didn't come through. He didn't pay
any attention to that. That's the only
promise we made.”

These promises and alleged prom-
ises are Important because Brown is
using them as a basis' for a complaint
that officers have not kept faith.
Judge Charles Swindall of the Tw'en-
tleth judicial district of Oklahoma, be-
fore whom Brown was tried, said he

would offer a prison term If Brown
would tell the name of his partner.

Brown refused. Judge Swindall
sentenced him to die. The judge took
advantage of a two-year-old statute
providing a death sentence for bank
robbers who wuse firearms. Brown
took his sentence stoically.

"That judge gave me that sentence
like he enjoyed It,” he said later.

Denies He Would Have Shot.

"I am in love with life and | don’t
want to die. | couldn’'t go on living,
thinking | had been the means of
sending a man to prison by ‘snitch-
ing.””

A sweetheart who turned on Brown
might save him from the electric chair.
She betrayed him to the law, but
Brown will no more reveal her name
than he will that of his partner in the
Jet robbery.

Beliefs Among Various
* Tribes Differ.

j; Washington.—Nearly 100,000 Indians
Jn the United States are uutouclied by
Christian doctrines, the board of In-

' dian commissioners recently estimated,
and' remain to all intents and pnr-

t , poses pagans, presumably still liold-
mg in large measure the beliefs of
their ancestors. What tliese primi-
tive Indian religious tieliefs are is
told in a bulletin from the National
Geographic society.

“Ppetic fancy and a natural tend-
.ency to describe newly encountered
, beliefs and customs in terras of those

already tamiliar iiave given wliite peo-

m pie many false ideas, in regard to

' the religious beliefs of the American

' Indians,” says the bulletin. ‘‘Some

menthusiasts have pictured the typical
red man as noble and ethical beyond
his white brottier, believing in a fa-

'm therly ‘Gfeat Spirit’ and striving to
live the good life that he may go

'w after death to the ‘Happy Hunting

' mGround.” Tins is a fallacy.

Have No Single Religion.

[ ] “There is no single religion of the

f; American Indians. Instead tlie be-
liefs differed widely in different sec-
tions and among different tribei
There was, however, a general simh
-larity of views, and these were about
vthat could have been expected from

.; people of a relatively prirnitive degree

ym of culture. Nowhere does what could
truly be called the conception of a
‘Great Spirit,’ an overruling deity,
emerge.

“There were greater and lesser
. spirits, to be sure, but the character-

istic Indian belief is in a multitude of

.. spirits animating animals, objects and
tlie various forces of nature. Nor

V were these spirits inlierently good or
m;bad, morally. They might help or

j . hinder the individual in his activities
or health, and whether they did the
one or the other was the test of their

m‘goodness’ or ‘badness’ for him.

“The primitive Indian has no con-
ception of a hell; nor is his entry into
the spirit land dependent on his con-
duct. He enters it as a matter of
course, he believes, and continues
there whatever activities have inter-
ested him in this life. To some tribes
this is a ‘skyland, to others it is

m merely a region of the earth, ‘in the

“Some tribes, however,
those of the Pacific coast region, do
have a creation myth. In some it is

Jleforestation the Only Practical Solution of

the Floo(i Problem

By CHARLES LATHROP PACK, American Tree Association.

UE population is increasing at the rate of about 1,000,000 a

year. Couple the flood situation and the population increase.

Trees at the headwaters play a big part in*flood control. West-

ern farming, the backbone of the country, faces the danger that

some time in the future much of the vegetation and forest cover on the

watersheds of that section may entirely disappear. Trees break the' force

of the rainfall, and the forest floor, acting as a large sponge, absorbs

rain, permits gradual run-off and aids in preventing floods. In the

bread basket of the nation drained by western streams the run-oif water
is not absorbed as it should be.

This condition helps to cause floods. The available supply of rain
water needed for the thirsty crops is wasted as flood waters. This is
one of the lessons of deforestation set forth in the forestry primer which
we published to mark 1926 the semicentennial of forestry. Farmers
suffer on account of the lack of irrigation water. Towns and cities that
depended on the mountain streams for their water supplies would be
handicapped severely. In a thousand ways, a deficient water supply,
due to forest depletion, causes hardships in the region exposed, to such
misfortune.

Eeforestation must enter into any plan for control of the Dlississippi.
Every acre of land in this valley, the nation’s bread basket, contributes
to flood conditions. Failure to hold the absorptive surface soil of fields
and pastures against the denudation of erosion has contributed to a much
more rapid removal of the water that falls upon these eroded

University Students Interested in Public Poli-
cies Only as Citizens

By DAVID KINLEY, President University of Illinois.

In the years since the war there has been a notable increase in the
attempts to use college and university students for purposes of propa-
ganda. Conferences have been called by individuals, “representatives”
of students and institutions, have been sent to attend them, and resolu-
tions have been duly drawn up to be presented to congress or the Presi-
dent, or to some other puMic authority.

I have refused to participate in any of these conferences. | have
taken the ground that if the students wish to participate, they are free
to do so; that if they wish my help | will give it; but that I have no
right to send one or two students, picked by myself, to any conference
and say that they represent the 13,000 men and women of the University
of Illinois. They do not represent them in any true sense, because they
were not selected by them.

Conferences of the kind referred to have been called mainly to help
on movements for or against some particular public policy. Such matters
,usT®*not students’ business. Their interest in those matters is their inter-
est as citizens and not as students. Such attempts to “use” college and
university students seem to me highly objectionable. In some other than
English-speaking countries it has been customary for university students
to interfere in governmental matters, national and international. The
practice has never prevailed among university students in English-speak-
ing countries. Such practice, in- my opinion, is unfortunate and not
within the province of university students.

Our great businesses are breeding atmospheres in which fear flourishes.
Oranite walls, marble corridors, smart uniformed guides, hushed ante-
rooms, luxurious suites—the environment conspires to awe what with
all its bravado is the essentially timid human spirit.

But it is not merely a question of the problem of the right kind
'Of .home-like and amiable scenery. To be candid, it is the business
leader far more than the business scene that jirevents business life from
fulfilling more of the conditions of the good life. They have become
unapproachable and cold in their personal relations with their employees.
And this has made their employees afraid of them. And so there is fear
in the ranks of labor in our great corporations.

But there is also fear at the top. Business leaders are plagued day
and night by visions of Bolshevists and a hundred other bugaboos. Many
business men see industrial spooks everywhere and they live in a state
of perpetual fear.

If it is not fear, what is the source of tljat savage abuse heaped upon
anyone who presumes to point out a singe business blemish? In Roose-
yelt's day, he was, at worst, a muckraker. Xow even the most friendly
and good-humored critic of business has become the garbage gatherer.
Or he has fastened upon him the supreme epithet of condemnation—
“Uplifter.”

We must get rid of fear in business.
It is limiting production.

It is destroying character.
It is keeping business back.

Recruits for Army of Asrial Fightors
Being Trained by Bureau of
Etymology.

New ro''k—An aerial fighting force
numbering untold millions of Kuro-
penn bugs tiuit look like smnli, ligi'.t-
ing monoplanes will be loosed upon
America within the next few years
and will figlit under tiie banner of
tile American farmer to make the
world safe for field corn.

Recruits for tliis vast array of air
flgiiters are being trained and multi-
plied by Dr, L. O. Howard, cliief of
the- bureau of etymology, at the gov-
ernment laboratory in  .Arlington,
-Mass., under an appropriation of $10,-
000,t)00.

Tlie plan is. says Doctor Howard in
Farm and Fireside, to employ a prin-
ciple of “bu.g-eat-bug” 'in figiiting the
coni borer by developing a European
type of parasite which preys upon the
enemy of America’s greatest crop. Tiie
Europoan corn borer was imported
accidentally into America in 1914 in
brooinstraw and being comparatively
free of these parasites became far
more dangerous tiian in Europe wliere
it was constantly engaged In battle
witl) hostile bugs. Parasites have now
been brought from tlie French and
Italian Riviera regions .and within
ten or fifteen’years, ofliciaLs estimate,
tliey wiiriiave attained such luimliers
that tliey will be able to attack tle
borer in ful!l force tliroughout the
great corn-growing areas.

One of tlie most spectacular types
of tliese aerial warriors, is a wasp-
like insect timt drives its stinger with
unerring accuracy tlirough a corn-
stalk to the tunnel where the borer is
hidden and lay.s its eggs Of slow de”th
upon it The larvae of the parasite
live outside'the borer and eventually
kill it.

Holder of Legion of Honor
Suddenly Suffers Complete
Moral Breakdown.

Paris.—A iirarder trial in whirh Inve
of one sort or anoiher is uul the doini-
ilating theme is rliire enougii of itself
in Franco to be .marked as tiniisual.

geon and holder of the Legion of
Honor—who is accused of havin.g
killed and robbed .Tacciiios lliisnelte,
olliclal in a .Alurseilles bank, in Harcli,
1925.

From the .scorcs of witnesses who
testified it wtis gleaned that Doctor
Boiigrat in recent yetirs suffered a
conijilete nioral brenlcdown. The jtros-
ecnnhai  siibinitled tliat the doctor,
after marrying into a tine ianiii.v tind
prospering with an envialtle clieiitt'le,
(suddenly developed stteli v.ild haltits
of night life and dritdsiiig that liis
wife left him. Beii.gnu's practice
dwindled tuid clianged until, it is said,
lie served only the lower classes of
the-city.

Check Reveals Crime.

Finally, two months after Eumebe
disappeared with 8,500 francs on his
person, which ho had drttwn that Sat-
urday to pay the btink workmen, the
hank official's body was found stuffed
in a cupboard of Doctor Bougrat's op-
erating room. Only the fact that Bou-

stuffed Body In a Cupboard.

grat had been arrested for cashin.g
a worthless check led the police to
search his house. Incidentally, Ku-
inebe’s wallet witli its 85tK) francs was
not on his person, nor his gold watch
and diamond ring.

Many strange things had happened
to patients of Doctor Bougrat in the
two years previous. Some had com-
plained of faking injections in the
doctor’s office, of losing consciousness
and recovering with their money and
jewelry gone. Some had awakened
in cellars with no memory of i*hat
had happened after their visit to the
doctor’s office. They reported thefts
of large sums of money, pointed sus-
picious fingers at tlie suave physician,
but his explanations to the police were
always beyond reproach.

Expert With Poisons.

But, court testimony brought up
more charges than ever. These, the
prosecution maintained with consider-
able success, reveal Doctor Bougrat as
an expert handler of poisons and
drugs. Is he a master In the art of
administering deadly potions? Tlie ex-
cited townsfolk liave recalled instances
enough to lead them to think so.

Tlu'oughout the trial, despite tlie
charges enumerated against him. Bou-
grat maintained surprising self-con-

troi. He was found .guiltv and sen-
tenced to life imprisonment at hard
labor.

younger boy. Robert escaped by
jumping to the ground.

\GHOST STORIES HELP

SELL OLD CASTLES

Find Spooks Enhance Value
of Property.

London.—Ghost stories are being
bought and sold in the London real
estate market as a result of the dis-
covery that old castles with spooky
reputations are preferred by buyers,
particularly wealthy Americans, says
I'opular Mechanics Magazine. Not
that tlie purchasers believe in ghosts,
but there is something about owning
a home with a tradition of being
haunted that makes it worth thou-
sands more, in the estimation of many
purchasers.

Krrgland is well supplied with go,od
ghost stories, and the list is constant-
ly being added to, largely, it is be-
lieved, because candles are still ex-
tensively used for illuminalion and
the dim light of a candle is very fa-
vorable, according to scientists, for
producin.g tbe condition tliat leads to
seeing things that aren't there.

Ghosts have always had one draw-
back from the standpoint of careful
investigation—they are usually seen
by peoifle who don't want to see them,
and almost never by persons who go
looking for them. There is a simple
explanation for that, and for the
ghosts that are lieard as well as those
that are seen. The Vvisible glio-sts.
scientific investigators declare, exist
only in the eye of the beholder, and
the audible ones in liis ear.

Sounds Are Amplified.

Everybody, even those who have
never claimed to have Seen a ghost,
has lain awake at niglit and heard
queer sounds, abnormally loud, even
though they would have been inaudi-
ble to anyone else, because they ex-
isted only in tlie hearer's own ear.
The sounds were made by blood puls-
ing through the veins of the ear.
Picked up bji the eardrum, which am-
plifies them just as a radio receiver
amplifies an incoming si.gnal, the ear
sounds, heard in moments of appre-
homsion or nervousness, can easily be
ima.gined to be the stealthy steps of a
burglar or the movements of a more
ghostly visitor, particularly if one is
sleeping in a centuries-old castle well
supplied with ghostly le.gends.

As for the ghosts that are seen,
they are classified medically as Pur-
kinje images or Sanson specters, both
named after their discoverers, and it
is in seeing them that the weak light
from a candle plays such an impor-
tant part. Purkinje discovered that
under certain conditions, the blood
vessels of the retina, that film at the
back of the eye which is directly con-
nected with the nerve leading to the
brain and which really sees the image
focused on it by the eye lens, could
produce images of its own. To do
that, though, a dim light is necessary
as a bright illumination furnishes so
much light that the blood vessels do
not cast their shadowy reflections. It
is as when one meets an approaching
automobile at night. If the car has
bright lights on that flood of light
blinds the eye, 'fthereas if the dim-
mers are turned on the retina is able
to distinguish all the details of the
roadway clearly.

How It Is Explained.

l.ike the Purkinje image, the San-
son specter is produced within the
eye either on the front surface of
the cornea, which Is at the front of
the eyeball, or on either the front or
back surfaces of the crystalline lens,
a convex lens like that In a camera,
which focuses the image on the retina.
When you look throu.gh a street-car
window under certain light conditions,
you not only see the passing buildings
outside, but likewise images of the
people behind you, or buildings on the
opposite side of the street, the images
being formed on the window glass.
The Sanson specters are something of
the same sort, tiny Images, usually
badly blurred, of things which are at
one side, out of the direct line of vi-
sion. But the optical nerves, accus-
tomed to placing things they see by
their size and relation to other ob-
jects, transmit a message to the brain
saying that these blurred specters are
ahead, and. like the Images on the
street-car window, you can look right-
through them and see solid objects
behind.

Given a dim candle flame and a
condition of nervousness, grief, or
even indigestion, it isn’'t hard to imag-
ine that you are seeing images of
ghostly figures, particularly as they
appear to be almost transparent, and
move and shift position as you move.

Finds Substance to

Prevent Blood Clotting
Baltimore, Md.—From the liver of
dogs Prof. \V. H. Howell of the Johns
Hopkins university has prepared an
anti-coagulent that will keep a sam-
ple of blood in a practically normal
condition for 24 hours.

Qotting is nature’'s protection
against bleeding to death, but this
tendency of the vital fluid to congeal
after its exposure to the air offers
serious disadvantages in blood trans-
fusions and certain types of important
experimental work. This new clot-
preventing substance, which has been
named heparin, is of great interest,
therefore, to surgeons, pathologists
and otlier specialists who deal with
blood, particularly those who make
the various blood tests used in detect-
ing disease.
