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PLAYGROUND SITE
OFFER WITHDRAWN

Sam (Cheap John) Brovwwn De-
clares Newspaper Opposition
Prompts His Withdrawal.

At a meeting of the Borough Coun-
cil last Friday night, Sam (Cheap
John) Brown in a communication to
the Council withdrew his offer for
the sale of property to the Borough
as a possible site for a playground.
Mr. Brown declared that he made his
decision because of the opposition of
the newspapers. The price of the
tract ($30,000) offered by Mr. Brown
became known when the communica-
tion was read. The parcel was about
one-third of a tract recently pur-
chased by Mr. Brown and several
other persons from the American Ag-
ricultural Chemical Company and is
situated on Roosevelt Avenue oppo-
site the property of the First Na-

tional Bank and Firehouse No. 2
Councilman John Yuronka asked
to be understood that when he

brought the matter up several weeks
ago he only did so to learn more
about the offer. When the price
asked bj' Mr. Brown was mentioned
he said he would not support any
movement that called for any such
expenditure for a playground site
at this time.

Mayor Mulvihill said that he had
heard of no opposition to the deal;
he also said he thought the propo-
and
hoped that the'new administration
would consider Mr. Browns offer.

The Mayor took a rap at political
situations in the borough. “Let us
forget politics in our town, we can
accomplish much more. Whatever
| have done, | had in mind the in-
terest and the welfare of the people.

Mulvihill offered to help push the
borough forward and pledged him-
self to be behind the next adminis-
tration to the limit.

Councilman D’Zurilla again said
the Liebig site was not proper for
a park or playground, because of the
gas fumes. He expressed himself
in favor of a park in a suitable loca-
tion. The Mayor related a plan of
the Central Railroad to combine both
local stations into one near the park
site.

There was quite a squabble over
the road fixing now under way. D’'Zu-
rilla charged that thousands of dol-
lars are being spent for ashes. He
said that he had been informed sev-
enteen men were put to work this
month and ten in October. Three
foremen are supervising them.

Mayor Mulvihill denied this asser-
tion. He declared that thirty-five
men are on the payroll. D’Zurilla
said he obtained his information from
the time-keeper, the son-in-law of
Councilman Walter B. Vonah. The
mayor again asserted that 35 men
are now working and more will be
put ot work tomorrow.

D’Zurilla declared he did not ob-
ject to placing the men on the jobs,
but the huge expenditures for ashes
and cinders. He warned the Council
that the road appropriation has been
drained and that it will be a mi.sdc-
meanor to go over the appropriation.

When D’'Zurilla was told that he
himself approved the work, he replied
that he approved of employing men
to clean ditches and fix streets, but
never approved of spending money
for ashes.

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INDIAN TRIBE SUES
I WHITES FOR MILLION

Last of Mohicans Take Their
Case to Court.

Norwich, Conn.—The last of the
Moliicans are on the warpath.

Ttiey have fared forth to fight what
they term encroachment of the white
man on their hallowed precincts and
they have armed themselves with the
legal weapons of their pale faced
brethren instead of with the more de-
structive instruments of their aborig-

inal forebearers.
The Mohicans, or rather their de-
scendants, have brought suit in Su-

perior court against the state of Con-
necticut, its attorney general, the city
and town of Norwich and others, de-
manding $1,000,000 for the alleged
desecration of a small Indian burial
ground near here, in which the body
of the great sachem. Chief Uncas, sup-
posedly is buried.
Burial Ground Suit.

Edyth B. Gray and others, wYo de-
scribe themselves as heirs of the great
Uncas, charge the defendants with
preventing them from continuing to
use the burial ground as a cemetery,
that monuments there have been de-
stroyed or removed, and that the so-
called reservation has been cut up
Into building lots.

All told there are not more than
100 descendants of the tribe about
which .Tames Fenimore Cooper wove

such fantastic and romantic tales.
None of these are full blooded, vir-
tually all being white mixed. They

live on what they call “the reserva-
tion,” a small plot of land at Mohe-
gan. On the west bank of the Thames
river four miles from here. In reality.
It is not a reservation, for it is not
under federal or state supervision,

i, 16 Acre Plot.

The burial ground involved in the
suit is a 16 acre plot. It is studded
with several gravestones, one of which
marks the supposed last resting place
of Uncas. The noted chieftain’s grave
is marked by an obelisk monument
about seven feet high. Across the
face of one side is the inscription
"Uncas.”

The obelisk has an interesting his-
tory. Its base was laid in 1833 in the
presence of President Andrew .lackson
and a few members of his cabinet,
who journeyed by stage coach to Nor-
wich especially for the occasion. Then,
it seemed, the Norwichites forgot
about finishing the memorial until the
fall of 1840, when the money to com-
plete it was collected at a Harrison-
Tyler campaign meeting.

Finally, on July 4, 1842, the obelisk
was raised over the base.

Discover New Wave Length iIin

Corona Spectra.

Ninafou Island.—The discovery of a
new wave length in the spectra of
the sun’s corona and further informa-
tion .on the movements of the moon
were announced recently by American
scientists as the fruits of their ob-
servation of the solar eclipse here.

Siiectrographs obtained by Dr. S.
A. Mitchell, scientific head of the
american naval observatory expe-
dition, caught manifestations of the
heretofore unknown wave length,
which showed itself at 6,770 ang-
strom units. An angstrom unit is
one-hundred-millionth of a centimeter.

The data is expected to be useful
In computing movement of the moon
and in forecasting future eclipses.

Coronal disturbances on both the
east and west edges of the sun were

recorded. These appeared to have
had their origin in eruptive promi-
nences. The detail shown in the

spectrographie lines of the coronium
(chief constituent gas of the corona)
did not resemble that exhibited by
the prominences.

Changes in coronal forms shown by
the successive spectra indicated vio-
lent motions in the inner corona.
These disturbances could be traced
to as far as 100,000 miles beyond the
sun’s surface, and, as far as is known,
never have been observed before.

Development of photographic plates
today indicated the expedition had
l)een successful beyond expectations.
A shortage of fresh water delayed de-
veloping. This became a difficult job
when fresh water had to be brought
ashore from the U. S. S. Taiiager
and protected from lava dust blown
in by trade winds.

Photographs of exceptional beauty
and detail were obtained, especially
nine plates from the sixty-three-foot
tower camera and tliree from the six-
ty-five-foot horizontal camera, con-
structed as an afterthought from
scrap material and a spare lens.

Beautiful coronal streamers, with
especially Interesting strawberry-
shaped domes, were conspicuous on
plates of all cameras.

The data indicates the totality was
of 93.9 seconds’ duration.

Successful photographs of the flash
spectrum were obtained both at the
beginning and end of totality.

Arson Changing With

Times, Marshal Finds

Madison, Wis.—Arson, like ail other
crimes, “has gone Twentieth century,”
according to observations of William
Greenwald, deputy state fire marshal
of Wisconsin.

“The present day torch is much
the superior of its counterpaiT of 20
to 40 years ago,” he explained, point-
ing out that the old ldea of a slow
burning candle in a pile of oil soaked
shavings is out of date.

Greenwald said that system offered
too much chance of failure because
“the candle might go out and soma
inquisitive person find the evidence.”

Common industrial use of highly
volatile oils has made the arson
“torch” harder to detect, he said.

Greenwald told of one man who
bought abandoned mills and some-
times operated them at a loss, but

; always recovered from the insurance

companies in case of a fire. A watch-
man, he said, in one of the mills told
of discovering a small fire and of run-
ning to get a bucket of water from a
fire barrel. The whole room burst into

flames when he threw the “water"
on the fire.

“Gasoline in those barrels marked
‘For fire only,”” was Greenwald’s ex-
planation.

ATROCITIES H
CHINA REPORTED

Missionary Says Effort Is Be-
ing Made to Arouse
Ignorant.

Peiping.—A deliberate effort to
arouse the feeiings of ignorant Chi-
nese against foreign residents, simi-
lar to efforts of the same sort made
just prior to the Boxer uprising in
1900, is reported by an American mis-
sionary in Honan province.

The missionary writes that a num-
ber of weil to do persons in a north
Honan county have been murdered
recently, and some of their vital or-
gans removed, an oifense particularly
objectionable to Chinese, who believe
it intereferes with the contentment of
the dead person in the spirit world.

The story has been spread in each
case that foreigners have paid gang-
sters to murder these people and get
their organs, which the Chinese be-
lieve foreigners use for medicine. The
story has appeared in several districts
at the same time, and seems to be a
co-ordinated attempt by some group
to stir up agitation against foreigners.

Atrocities Reported.

Many instances of the same sort of
atrocity have been reported from llo-
non and Kiangsi provinces, where
Communist armies are active, and it
is believed likely that a Communist
“missionary” has penetrated Honan,
and is at work among the bandits
there. While Honan has suffered im-
measurably during the last few
months from bandit raids in which
thousands were Kiiied or carried off
for ransom, this is the first hint that
the Communists of south China may
have come northward.

The bandits of Honan, unlike those
of Hunan and Iviangsi, do not pro-
fess Communistic ieanings. They are
straightforward robbers, who claim no
other purpose than to obtain as much
loot as possible. There are two claim-
ants to imperial rank in Honan at
present who have a considerable fol-
lowing and have established independ-
ent governments of their own in iso-
lated districts, but these men seem to
beiieve seriously that they may be
able to establish a new Chinese dy-
nasty, and are not robbers in the or-
dinary sense of the word.

Woman Bandit Chief.

The most picturesque robber chief-
tain in Honan at present is a woman,
the “Widow Chang,” who has been
active for more than a year and dur-
ing the last few weeks has invaded
the district near the ancient city of
Loyang and set up a govpment of
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The “Widow Chang” is said to have
been driven mad by the murder of
her husband and children by bandits
about a year ago. She sought admis-
sion to an established robber band
and a short time had risen to iead-
ership. While she is mentally unbal-
anced, she retains enough Intelligence
to direct her band with an iron hand,
and has gained many followers in re-
cent weeks.

The widow’s gang fought a pitched
battle with a people’s army near
Iningmen, the latter consisting of
farmers organized to defend their
farms from bandit.s, and the widow
was entirely victorious. The battle
lasted for two days and several hun-
dred were Kkilled.

The Widow Chang is a sort of fe-
male Robin Hood, who rapidly en-
lists the support of poor people In
districts where her band remains. She
robs the rich to pay the poor, and is
generally more gentle in her methods
than other chieftains. Recently, how-
ever, she has allied with another ban-
dit chieftain and seems to be on a par
with the others at present in cruelty.

Sense of Humor Kept
Couple Happy 90 Years

Denver.—John Dalziel, ninety-two,
and his wife, June, ninety-one, who
celebrated their sixty-ninth wedding
anniversary here recently, attribute
their long marital bliss to a sense of
humor.

"We started out in Scotland, think-
ing we knew a lot,” said Dalziel, who
has gained nation-wide fame as an
engraver. “Then life took hold of
us, turned us this way and that way,
laid responsibilities and burdens upon
us, gave us enough joy to make and
keep us grateful and enough sorrow to
insure opportunities and kept our
sense of humor alive.”

For a man standing on the thresh-
oid of his ninety-third year, Dalziel
made a surprising though frank ad-
mission.

“1 have discovered | don't know any-
thing and am preparing to take on a
charge of new and thriliing knowl-
edge,” he said.

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STOCK EXCHANGE USED BY
CBOOKS IN NEW SWINDLE

Exploitation of Public Through Man-
ipulation of Listed Securities *
Revealed.

New York.—In the last year the pub-
lic has been exploited to the extent
of millions of dollars by under-cover
“rackets” using listed securities to
lure irtvestors into traps, says Louis
Guenther, publisher of the Financial
World in New Yorl® city. Tills loot-
ing was accomplished, he writes in the
current issue of the Financial World,
by manipulation, stock-boosting paid
tipster sheets, “come-on” telegrams
and false information. The evil has
grown to such an extent that even
bribery of customers’ men is employed.
Among these racketeers are individ
uals who- in the past have been in
volved in notorious financial, fniuds
This evil practice has grown so pro-
nounced that the necessity to check it
has become an urgent one. Otherwise
its continuance will succeed in under-
mining public confidence.

The stock “racketeers” have avoided'
detection, “not so much by their metli-
ods, wliich are simple enough, but by
the smoke screens Uioy have raised
about them. Beliind it they cover up
their identity. This done they then
proceed merrily with their work of
looting. They select a stock issue oij
which they can secure an option of a
large block of shares and then they
start to manufacture a fictitious mar-
ket for it by the use of predatory
tipster sheets, bribery, inspired misin-
formation, and come-on telegrams. Un-
der the cover of interest aroused
among their following the unsuspect-
ing investor is lured into their traps.
It was by the foregoing methods that
the public was drawn into the web
spun by these racketeers around Dun-
bill International, Advance Runiely,
Mallinson Silk, Manhattan Electric
and, more recently, Brockway Jlotor.
On a minor scale several otlier inac-
tive securities were employed for simi-
lar purposes.

“Manhattan Electric was boosted
from $27 a share to $55: Dunliill In-
ternational from .$10 to $43; Mallinson
Silk from $6 to $12, and Advance
Rumely from a low level to as high
as $119 for the preferred and $104 for
its common stock. After the racket-
eers had unloaded, these stocks fell
like a plummit. The most recent quota-
tions for these securities are- Ad-
vance Rumely, $18 for the preferred
and $4 for the common; $4 for Mal-
linson ; $10 for Dunhill International,
and $4 for Manhattan Electric.

It is pointed out, however, that the
companies whose securities were used
as the vehicles to carry on these finan-
cial rac!l--"*s WP-" not involved in these

operations. Tiiey were defenseless be-
cause their securities, being listed, are
more or less public property so far as
dealings are concerned.

The resourcefulness of the financial
plotters has now penetrated the sacred
precincts of the New York Stock ex-
change. “These schemes could not be
successfully conducted,” says this in-
vestment weekly, “if some firm and
rigid rule were devised whereby mem-,
bers are compelled to vouch for the
character of their clients, since no
trading can be done in any security
without this business being transacted
through members of the exchange. In
England tliere is a traditional rule
that before opening an account for a
customer a member of the London
Stock exchange insists upon at least
three references. Another desirable
check which the exchange could em-
ploy to keep these racketeering para-
sites away from its securities would
be for it to suspend all trading ac-
tivity in any stock where the evidence
is indisputable that it is being used
to exploit the public.”

71,CO0 Indian Children

Being Educated by U. S.

Washington.—With the opening' of
school tliis year 71,000 Indian chil-
dren throughout tlie United States
enrolled for classes.

Of this number, 38,000 are in pub-
lic schools, the remainder being edu-
cated at government schools located
on tlie various reservations, and at
missions and private institutions in
the country.

Approximately 5,000 cliildren are
living at their homes and attending
government day schools on the reser-
vations. These schools are largely for
smaller cliildren and constitute tlie
first step in the education of the In-
dian child. Boarding school Is the
next step, where, at the expense of
the federal government, a more ad-
vanced training is given.

Tlie 71.000 Indian children now be-
ing educated in United States schools
represent those who are physically
and mentally able to receive learn-
ing. An effort is being made to enroll
the remainder, about 9,000, who are
either married, ill, or defective.

Specialists Seeding to

Extend Use of Honey

Ancient literature, telling of the
adaptions of honey to suit the vary-
ing tastes and needs of past centuries,
provides clues which scientists are
now following to revive old uses and
to develop the present possibilities of
the product.

Tlie early Romans In their writings
often mentioned the honeybee and
honey. Among the products tliey
mentioned frequently are water honey.
;salt-water honey, water mead, rose
honey, honey foam, and honey vine-
gar.

The United States Department of
Agriculture is studying the chemical
properties of honey and methods of in-
ducing chemical elianges in it tliat
will open the field for new honey prod-
ucts. Specialists are perfecting metli-
ods of making honey candy, and some
manufacturers already have secret
processes for making tills confection.
(Many housekeepers now use honey to
sweeten beverages, cereals, and cakes
land generally in cooking.

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Writer Shows Franklin
Firm Believer in God

Hew Benjamin Franklin, “errone-
ensly supposed by man to be an
atheist,” called the attention of the
Constitutional convention to tlie fact
that small progress had been made
after four or five weeks because “we
have not hitherto once thought of
humbly applying to the Father of
Light to illumine our understandings,”
is pointed out by Representative
James M. Beck, former solicitor gen-
eral of the United States, in his stand-
ard work on “The Constitution of the
United States, Yesterday, Today and
Tomorrow.”

Mr Beck quotes Franklin as asking
his colleagues in the convention, “Do
we Imagine that we no longer need his
assistance?” And Franklin pronounced
this conviction: “That God governs
In the affairs of men. And if a spar-
row cannot fall to the ground with-
out his notice. Is It probable that an

empire can rise without ids aid?”
Franklin urged that “henceforth
prayers imploring the assistance of

heaven, and its ble.ssings on our de-
liberations, he held in this assembly
every morning, before we proceed to
business.”

An “impious” speech by Alexander
Hamilton Is also referred to by Mr.
Beck, on the authority of Jonathan
Dayton, the youngest member of the
convention. He records that Hamilton
“was confidently of opinion that they
were competent to transact the busi-
ness which had been Intrusted to their
care—that they were equal to every
exigency which might occur, and con-
cluded by saying, that therefore he did
not see the necessity of culling in for-
eign aid.” Washington fixed his eye
on Hamilton with a mixture of sur-
prise and indignation while he uttered
this Impertinent and impious speech.
—Washington Star.

Adrenalin Alleged to

Be Source of Courage

It would seem that adrenalin |Is
"the stuff to give 'em.”

H. G. Adams, lecturer In biology
at Cambridge (England) university,
states that when a man performs a
brave act in face of danger in a sud-
den crisis he does it under tlie effects
of adrenalin, which flows from a
gland near the kidneys into the blood.
Heroes, he said, are simply people
with large adrenal glands. The nor-
mal function of these glands is to con-
trol the growth and development of
the body.

Goats and Sheep

Glacier is the only national park in
which mountain goats and mountain
sheep may be seen together. “This is
Interesting,” says Dr. G. C. Ruble, the
park naturalist, “.since tliere is exis-
tant a myth that these animals are
deadly enemies, a fiction probably In-
vented to account for the fact timt
they were seldom or never seen to-
gether. Goats and sheep have differ-
ent habitats to satisfy differences of
food and safety requirements. Sheep
are grass-eating animals. They are
wary and fleet-footed, escaping danger
like deor by their agility. The clumsy,
slow-moving goat browses on buds and
twigs, and is dependent for safety on
the inaccessibility of his haunts.”

Wilkes Booth's Stage Career

Estimates vary somewhat concern-
ing file ability of John Wilkes Booth
as an actor. At the beginning of his
career in [I'liilladelphla he met with
constant failure. He was frequently
received with hisses. Later he played
two seasons in Richmond, where he
was held in esteem. He then became
a star and made a tour commencing at
Montgomery, Ala., and ending at Bos-
ton. This ivas on the whole success-
ful, and he was commended particu-
larly for his presentation of tlie part
of Richard Il. Booth did not get a
hearing in New York except at a few
benefits.—Washington Star.

W'on Fame as Educator

William Holmes McGuffiey (1800
1873), American educator, was born
in Washington county, Pa.; graduated
at Washington college, Pa., in 1825.
He was a professor first of ancieni
languages and later of moral phi-
losophy in  Miami university from
1836-1&30, pres'dent of Ohio univer-
sity from 1839-184:1 and professor of
moral philosophy iu the University of
of Virginia from 1845 until his death.
He compiled the so cailpd Eciectic
Series—a series of readers and other
schoolbooks, of which Immense num-
bers were sold.

“Plagues” of Past Ages

Practically Wiped Out
Leprosy became prevalent in the
Dark ages. The scourge of the “black
death” inaugurated the quarantine;
but civilization had discarded all the
other disfigurements of the Dark ages
before It relieved itself from the re-
current visitations of epidemics which
made their appearance throughout
Europe in those centuries. As late
ns 1798 smallpox was as common as
measles, and little more than a cen-
tury ago cholera claimed one In every
hundred of New York’'s population.
In 1873 yellow fever was epidemic in
19 states, which was half of them.
It has been only since Louis P"-
teur's experiments between 1857 and
1885 laid the foundation for the Iso-
lation of germs and the development
of antitoxins that specific treatment
has been possible. Patient observa-
tion has followed research in tracing
tlie causes of epidemics to their
sources. In this brief span of a few
generations many historic plagues
have become words of vague mean-
ing: and yet, they unquestionably
would be more rampant in this age
of travel and commerce than they
ever were before buf*for the vigilant
and effective public health agencies on
guard everywhere.

Infant Mortality Rate

Problem Facing France
Though large families are given offi-
cial encouragement in France, where
for militaristic reasons manpower is
at a premium, the i.ufant mortality rate
In the cities Is alarming. The French
have become spenders and, with
wages and salaries on a low level,
married women iiave poured into tlie
“gainful occupations.” They may run
tiny novelty stores, tobacco shops,
cafes, the husbands often working else-
where, or pound typewriters in offices
and tend machines in factories. Their
children, particularly if small, are In-
evitably neglected and moreover suf-
fer from lack of sunsliine and fresh
air because the old houses, in which
families of humble means are forced
to live, are only too commonly nn-
hygienic. The streets, formerly a play-
ground, tiave become a menace to life.
Thousands of French parents send
their offspring Into the country where,
for a monetary consideration, ttiey
receive the care of strangers. Tlie
children benefit by the out-of-doors
but are brought up under alien influ-
ences and the homes they come from
cease in large part to have any justifi-
cation.—Pathfinder Magazine.

Historic Ewentch

Many great men have been associ-
ated with Eisenach, which Is one of
the most Interesting old stowns of
Thuringia, Luther spent part of his
boyhood here, and In later life was
teid In the Wartburg nearby. Bach,
thexomposer, was organist In the par-
ish church. Wagner stayed in the
town while he was at work..on the
Meistersinger and Tannhauser. For
most part the town is,,made up of
small. Irregular houses and narrow,
crooked streets, which date back hun-
dreds of years, though the hills around
are built up with modern villas. Above
Eisenach stands the Wartburg, an al-
mo.st Impregnable medieval fortress
which commands a marvelous view of
the surrounding mountains and for-
ests.

Presidential Ensign

The use of the Presidential flag
originated with President Arthur. He
was the first to suggest it. This was
In the spring of 1882. The fact that
nearly every other great power of the
world had a royal ensign—a flag used
to Indicate the presence of Its head
or ruler on any vessel, prompted him
to lay the matter before the cabinet,
which made no opposition. President
Artliur himself decided upon the de-
sign of the flag, a blue ground with
the arms of the United States In the
center. It was then ordered by the
Navy department that this new flag
shonid be placed on their list, and
hoisted at the main when the Presi-
dent was on board any vessel. It
was first used on the occasion of Pres
Ident Arthur’s trip to Florida In 1883.

Tempered Copper Saw

A copper saw nearly 5,000 years old
has been acquired by the Field Mu-
seum of Natural History in Chicago.
Hardening copper wfls a process prao-
ticed by the ancients and the saw is
said to be an excellent example of
this lost art. Saws made of copper
are not used today, as the metal is
much too soft. It is believed that
hardening copper is a process for
wliich only the ancients had the se-
cret and inventors are still trying to
restore the art. Several scientists. It
is said, have succeeded in producing a
copper alloy comparahle to the hard-
ened copper of former days. Modern
industry, however, has found that steel
is so much better than copper that It
is now wused exclusively in making
most tools.

Ingenious Gas Lighter

In a si)iral gas lighter wuich uses
neither friction nor matclies there is
a smail mass of black materia! at the
center of the spiral wliich appears to
contain a iittle finely divided plati-
num. In the stream of gas this blow.-
and lights the flame. The burning of-
gas is an example of oxidation. Plati
mini has the property of starting oxi
drttion. even at ordinary temperature
The oxidation produces heat, whicti
soon raises tlie temperature of the
platinum until it glows and lights the
gas.

American “No Man’'s Land”

A triangular piece of territory
which is now the sontheasterly corner
of Columbia county, New York, has an
interesting history. It was originally
known as Boston corner and lies along
the soutliwest line of the town of
Mount Washington. Berkshire county.
Mass. It was first settled by Daniel
Porter about 1763. was incorporated
as a district April 14, 1838, and ceded
to New York May 14, 1853. This ces-
sion was made because persons arrest-
ed there could not bA,.b.rpught .(0 :a,
Massachusetts' court without going
through Newi York territory, there be-
ing no road liver the ffiAutalns tl/ the-
eastward into the ad”ining Massa-
chusetts town of' Mount Washington.
Prize fights and similar activities wore
common there because the New York
sheriff had no authority there and the
Massachusetts sheriff either could not
reach the place In time or was power-
less after he got there.

Old Expression

Tlie exiiression *“great horn-spoon”
is to be found in “Bigelow Papers,” in
winch it Is used as a humorous, but
meaningless oath, that may owe its
origin to the practice of using spoons
made from horn. In Scotland, until
late In the Nineteenth century, tho
making of spoons from the horns of
cattle or sheep was common, and in
that country porridge was always eat-
en with a horn-,spoon. The larger the
horn the greater the spoon, and so
Scottish spoons were of different sizes.
In Tliom’s “Jack O’ the Knowe,” re-
lating to Dumfriesshire, and publLshed
In 1877. the term “long horn-spoon” is
tlie utensil used to serve reeking kail
nut of tureen.s.—Literary Digest.

MACHINE ACE THREATEN
MAN WITH CESTBUGTIOH

Fosdick Says Unless Social Sciences
Advance With Other Sciences,
There’s Little Hope.

New York.—Has man a cliance to
survive the machine age he has cre-
ated? Or Is he changing bis physical
world so rapidly that'he will be an-
nihilated as were the saber-toothed
tiger and the mastodon?--

Raymond Blaine FosdiclY, writer on
political and social protjemg and a
brother of the Rev. Harry Emerson
Eosdick, declares that unless the so-
cial sciences are advanced to a place
of equality with physics, chemistry
and biology, there isn't much hope.

“We have utilized our growing ac-
quaintance with the laws of nature to
harness new forces and transform the
physical world about us, but the sci-
entific study of the human being, of
the springs of his conduct, and of hu-
man relations, has not been pushed
with anything like the same eagerness,
and with little of the same technique,”
Mr. Fosdlck says in Golden Book
Magazine.

“In spite of his new weapons and of
his Increased powers, man himself re-
mains as he was and always has been
—irrational. Impulsive, emotional, in-
herently conservative to change, bound
by customs and traditions which he
will not analyze, the victim of age-old
conventions and prejudices.

“Except for a certain urbanity, the
good nature and good temper of the
herd, modern man is probably not far
removed from his paleolithic ances-
tors. Science has exposed this paleo-
lithic savage, masquerading In modern
dress, to a sudden shift In environ-
ment which threatens to unbalance
his brain.”

Among current ideas that must be
scrutinized and revalued, Mr. Fosdick
says, are the conceptions of patriotism
and of Industry. “Once patriotism
was a unifying force that brought or-
der among small conflicting groups,”
he declares. “Today, in the world-
wide society of mankind, "it has be-
come a disintegrating force.”

He believes Industry has upset the
scale of human values, for it no longer
is one element of life, but the whole
of life. “Industry was made for man,
not man for industry,” he says.

Mr. Fosdick sees the way out in “a
fundamental reappraisal of things that
have hitherto been regarded as more
or less sacrosanct” and in a public
opinion “conscious of the growing dis-
proportion of civilization and eager to
encourage creative work in the sphere
of human relationships.”

First lllustrated Book

Is Found in England

London.-*ne of th'e’ heads of &
firm of English booksellers has recent-
ly discovered the first illustrated book
ever printed in England. It is the
/'tichlinia, “Book of Hours” and is
stated to be worth .?100,000.

William De Machliina was London’s
first printer to use wood blocks for
illustrations and this volume was is-
sued from his second printing press
near Fleet bridge in the middle of the
Fifteenth century.

Although fragments of the “Book of
Hours” have been found from time to
time in the bindings of old books, no
one ever suspected it was illustrated.
The volume consists of 100 vellum
pages and his eight illustrations por-
traying the meeting of the Virgin and
Elisabeth, the holy family at Bethle-
hem, the presentation at the temple,
the worship of the Magi, the massacre
of the Innocents, the shepherds, the
last judgment and the -crucifixion.

'I'ne find is particularly interesting
because these first-line drawings may
be said to be the foundation from
which all picture reproductions have
their origin. It is thought that the
bock may go to America.

Wheat Production

in Brazil Increases

Illo Janeiro.—Wheat production in
Brazil is increasing rapidly, official
statistics reveal.

In 1929 P.razil exported 21,567,223
kilos, valued at 6.000 contos, as com-
pared to only 1575011 kilos in 1028,
valued at approximately 4-16 contos.

The opening of a Corn Products Re-
fining company plant in tlie state of
Sao Paulo offers that state a new
outlet for its w-heat which now to-
tals about 20,000,000 sacks of sixty
kilos each. The corn products plant
has a daily capacity of 1,000 sacks.

This bonus amounts to $5 per each
map, The record is based on a com-
parisep qf the number of accidents
Yer 100,000 car miles during each
bonus period with the record for the

corresponding four months of the
previous year.
Operators having perfect records

for all three bonus periods of the
year will be given a special bonus of
$20 in addition to the period bonuses.

Activities of the Board of Educa-
tion, continue to be spiced with a
dash of political animosity, as was
revealed at a meeting of the Board
Wednesday night. The method em-
ployed by the finance committee in
reviewing bills before they are passed
was the subject for a long and heated
discussion. During the heat of the
argument Commissioner Joseph. W.
Mittuch, chairman of the committee
asked the Board to relieve him of
his post, while Commissioner Charles
A. Conrad threatened to resign from
the Board if the Board couid not
agree to carry on a more harmonious
meeting.

Trouble started when Commis-
sioner Edward J. Heil in looking over
a large batch of bills rebuked the
finance committee for not going over
the bills the night before the meet-
ing.

Commissioner Conrad, in face of
the laudatory remarks upheld Heil
m his contention and launched an at-
tack on Mittuch. He charged that
bills were “pushed through at the
table” without a chance to rectify
figures or go over them. Lots of
bills were “not up to snuff” Conrad
said. “You are wrong” interjected
Mittuch. Mr. Conrad related that
many bills v/ere approved and paid
which did not carry his signature.
Mr. Mittuch replied he did not know
of them, and declared that Conrad
was as much guilty 'of wrong-doing
as the other members of the com-
mittee, knowing the conditions he re-
lated. Conrad believed that all bills
should be itemized, and bids for var-
ious items advertised.

Bishop sought to stem the fighting
stampede, as he hurled some charges
at Conrad. Commissioner Coughlin,
recited as he did on previous occa-
sions that under a law passed last
year bids must be asked on all sup-
plies costing over $250 and repairs
of over $500.

“Since it seems to be a question as
to my qualification as chairman of
the finance committee, and since | am
wishing to s”e the work of the board
expedited, | beg you in all sincerity
to relieve me as chairman of that
committee” Mittuch pleaded, as he
suggested that Mr. Heil be named to
that office. Mittuch added that he
could not devote too much time to
this work, that it would not be pos-
sible for him to meet the night be-
fore to pass on the bills or do it at
his home.

Mr. Heil declared he does not seek
the job. He thought the finance
chairman should know if bills pre-
sented were right and did not think
that it was possible to go over pro-
perly a big bundle of bills within the
short time at the meeting.

Averring that he does not further
his political interests through the
board, Mittuch said, he does not v,ilsh
to air his political grievances there.
He felt every member of the board
was willing to do his best. He did
not think he would care to serve on
the board for twenty-three or twen-
ty-four years. “It is all so distaste-
ful” Mittuch concluded as he stren-
uously objected to the harrasing.

President Bishop thought Heil
was correct when be suggested that
the bills should be itemized.

Mittuch said that Coughlin would
make it believe that he sought the
chairmanship of the finance commit-
tee. Mittuch asked the president to
tell whether he sought the chairm.an-
ship or not. Bishop did not go into
the discussion. “l do not choose to
serve on the committee” again hurled
Mittuch.

Commissioner Conrad said he did
not know how long he will be a mem-
ber of the board, “Mavbe three years
or less,” but assured that he will quit

if “these fights” continue. Bishop
asked Conrad if he wanted the fin-
ance chairmanship. “You left me

out in the cold at the start and I'll
stay there”, was- the answer.

Commissioner Heil centered his
fight on three bills submitted by
Julius Kloss, landscape gardener of
this borough. The bills were for
$454, $465.75 and $150 a total of $1,-
065.75 for landscape work done at
the Nathan Hale School addition.
Heil asked why no bids were asked.

Commissioner Welblund, said that
the building committee of five men,
which included Commissioner -Tef-
freys was directed to take care of
the matter. Being the only landscape
gardener in town the job was given
him. Jeffreys upheld 'Welblund in
this report, saying that all the five
members of the committee were sat-
isfied.

President Bishop declared that
Kloss was the only landscape gar-
dener here, while Heil contended that
Ruckriegel should have had a chance
to bid on the work, too.

FORGOTTEN CASH
HELD BY ban:s

MiUlsns of Dollars Await Their
Rightful Owners

Albany, N. Y.—Between one and
two million orphaned dollars are ly-
ing in banks all over New York state
awaiting their- rightful owners.

Some of them have been waiting
patiently for many years. Some of
them may wait forever.

Thousands of them were deposl(ed
by mining companies and Investmer
concerns that probably ceased opeml»
ing years ago, They are all listed
among the dormant hank accounts
published periodically in the state
banking department bulletin

During the World war a pulilic
school started a war chest fund. It
now lies forgotten in a bank The
bulletin lists an unclaimed deposit of
“Memorial Hospital Workers,” and
another by the “Standing Committee
of Ialestine Charities.”

Several athletic societies have been
formed, collected money, banked it
and—forgotten about It One of them
was the Bronx Garden association.

Another New York bank carries the
tinclaimed  deposit of a baroness,
while still another has a 1903 class
fund. There are hundreds of estates
listed, with apparently aware
of the money (ieposited in tlie name
of the administrators.

The state banking department has
all of these unclaimed accounts listed
alphabetically, and a score of clerks
are kept busy checking up on inqui-
ries all over the country.

With trust companions and state
banks an account becomes dormant
after It has lain inactive for five
years, and with savings hanks after
20 years.

“Yet despite its importance In the
western hemisphere, little is known of

oxinsists of twenty states, wliereas
smaller United States of America is
made up of forty-eight. Naturally,
therefore, the average Brazilian unit
Is larger. Three of Brazil's states are
bigger than Texas, two of them more
than twice as big; while a fourth Is
almost equal in size to our largest
commonweal

“A glance al a map of Brazil sliows
relatively small states crowded into
the blunt northeastern point that the
republic pushes toward Europe. But
even the tiniest of the Brazilian states
to be found there—Sergipe—is more
than six and a half times the size of
Rhode Island. The next smallest—
Brazil's Delaware—is approximately
the size of five Delawares.

“Location gives Brazil a certain In-
dividuality. It embraces the western
hemisphere’s largest tropical area. It
owns a greater segment of the equator
than any other single country in the
world and contains the world's great-
est river. Its eastern peninsula reaches
closer to the Old world than any other
land in the Americas. Because of tliis
fact frequent airplane flights have

between Brazil and Africa.

“The great republic stands out be-
cause of its products. And the great-
est of these Is coffee. The plant,
nally ~m  Abyssinia (Ethiopia),
into Brazil from
French Guiana 300 hundred years ago.
Gradually it found the best conditions
for Its culture on the uplands of south-
eastern Brazil and has flourished
amazingly. Sao Paulo is the leading
coffee state. Brazil furnishes more
than three-fourths of the world's cof-
fee, and of this Sao Paulo grows 70
per cent. Most of the rest is grown
In the adjoining states of Minas Ge-
raes, Espirito Santo, and Rio de Ja-
neiro. In 1928 Brazil produced more
than 19,(X)0000 sacks of coffee, each
weighing 132 pounds—more than
pound apiece for every one of the
earth’s inhabitants. About half of the
average Brazilian coffee crop goes
the United States of America.

“Brazil has manageS to hold on to and
Increase her dominant position in cof-
fee production, and no country seems
likely to wrest It from her. But in
regard to other key products In world
commerce which the republic once con-
trolled, her record has not been so

Lite. She has seen outside conn-
forge far ahead of her In tlie
production one after another, of cot-
sugar, cacao and rubber. But
Brazil still produces large crops of
each of these commodities. Her cot-
ton, sugar, and cacao are largely used
at home. Because her ‘wild" rubber
from the Amazon valley has special
uses which the plantation rubber of
the Far East cannot supply, she still
exports thousands of tons of it an-
nually, valued between ten and
twenty millions of dollars.

“From its name to details of its
constitution, the United States of Bra-
sil has been patterned closely after
the United States of America Much

e same rs were conferred on
the federal government in the two
countries, and approximately the same
fields of activity were reserved to tlie
states. One marked difference is that
in Brazil the states reserved the right
to place export duties on tlieir prod-
ucts. The plan has not worked well,
and was actually an important factor
in causing the loss to Brazil of her
one-time dominant position in rubber
production.

Standards Bureau Sets

Battery Specifications
Washington—Establishment of a
revised national standard for dry cells
and batteries for radio, telephone, ig-
nition, fiashli-ght and other uses, which
sets up authoritative specifications for
materials, workmanship, performance,
markings and sizes was disclosed re-
cently at the bureau of standards.

The now standard is the product of
six years of study under j:he adminis-
trative direction of the bureau by a
technical committee of the American
Standards association, which has just
given its approval. The committee was
headed by G. W. Vinal, of the bureau
staff, and included representatives of
producers, distributors and the public
selected by 15 national organizations
interested in the problem.

Methods of test to determine com-
pliance with the specifications are set
forth in detail as part of the new
standard. To assure satisfactory serv-
ice in the wide variety of uses for
which dry cells and batteries are now
required in everyday life, the standard
provides for heavy-lpad |nterm|ttenl
tests, continuous tests of tliree,
nod nine montUn' duration.

9 As a bulletin recently issued by a
motorist organization said, “it may
seem callous to urge motorists to re-
ject the overtures of walkers for free
rides, especially in cold and inclem-
ent weather. Doubtless there are
many desei'ving persons to whom a
lift would be an act of charity, but
unfortunately the motorist is in no
position to judge the character of
walkers who hail him, with the result
that many kind-hearted drivers are
attacked and robbed by pedestrians
they have befriended. The practice
of robbing motorists is becoming in-
creasingly prevalent.”

The club rightly feels it is its duty
to warn motorists of this danger and
| desire to add my own word to cau-
tion to unwary drivers whose sympa-
thies may be won by a forlorn lei-
low, wistfully begging a ride. He may
not be forlorn at all, and his wistful-
ness may conceal a sinister deter-
mination to reward his benefactor

Evasion of this tax is a serious of-
fense, and the practice of illegally
jtransporting passengers for hire is
Jgrossly unfair competition with es-
tablished transportation companies
which not only have heavy invest-
ments in their lines, but, what is
more important from the standpoint
of this Department and of the State,
conscientiously paid.

These two points may thus be sum-
marized :

1. Ignore hitch-hikers.

2. Don’'t accept compensation for
“lifts”.

28,500 men at work to meet the in-
sistent clamor of dealers for cars
following the highly successful intro-
duction of the new 1931 line on Nov-
ember 15, Mr. Knudsen stated.

Future plans call for a gradual
further monthly step-up until the
spring demand sees the manufac-
turing plants operating at capacity,
Mr. Knudsen explained.

ily refused approval either because
they were in such a condition that
they were fit only for the junk pile,
or because their owner refused to
make necessary repairs.

TELEPHONE SET

Biologic Values Increased As
Result Of New Walker-Gor-
don Methods.

Considerable interest has been stir-
red among Woodbridge folk by the
Borden Research Foundation an-
nouncement of the development of a
new system of milk production at its
Walker - Gordon laboratories at
Plainsboro, N. J., details of which
have just reached here.

A new and more nutritious milk
of increased biologic value is achiev-
ed by this new system, which has
been developed under the direction
of Henry W. Jeffers, president of the
Walker-Gordon laboratories, and
which comprises new farming meth-
ods, newer and more complete medi-
cal, veterinary, laboratory and nu-
tritional controls, and a complete
new method of handling and milking
COWS.

Thomas A. Edison, Secretary of
Agriculture Arthur M. Hyde, Gov-
ernor Morgan F. Lai;son of New Jer-
sey, Dr. S. L. Crumbine of the Amer-
ican Child Health Association, and
Dr. Theobald Smith of the Rockefel-
ler Foundation for Medical Research

responsibility ends with the delivery
of the car to the owner, and he is
perhaps lulled into a sense of secur-
ity by the fact that since nothing has
happened to him previously, nothing
will happen in the future. It is un-
fortunate that for some people actual
participation in a serious or tragic
accident is the only way in which the
seriousness of the accident problem
can be impressed on their minds.”

An important 'and spectacular fea-
ture of the new system is the Roto-
iactor, the invention of Mr. Jeffers.
This device is located in its own two-
story brick and tile structure, and
comprises a revolving circular table
60 feet in diametero n which 50 cows
arq washed, dried and milked as they
ma\e one complete revolution. The
cows step upon the rotating platform,
receive their baths, . are dried by
waves of warm ‘air, and milked by
automatic milking machines, each
cow’s milk being collected in sealed
glass jars and conveyed through san-
itary pipes to an adjoining room. At
the completion of the 12% minute
revolution, each cow steps off the
platform and returns unguided to
her place in the barn an eighth of a
mile away. Sixteen hundred and eigh-
ty cows are thus milked, almost au-
tomatically, three times a day.

Since milk of the highest nutri-
tional value can only be made by
feeding the cows the most nutritious
feeds, the new Walker-Gordon sys-
tem begins with the soil. Artificial
drying of alfalfa and other forage
crops cut at the height of their nu-
tritive value is practiced not alone
because the increased vitamin A and
protein content is thus reflected in
the milk, but also because crops so
handled provide the equivalent of
June pastures for the cows through-
out the year. Feeding the cows on a
ration rich in the anti-scurvy vitamin
C increa.ses the content of this val-
uable vitamin in the milk. Experi-
ments now nearing completion indi-
cate that vitamin D which wards off
rickets can also be increased in the
milk by feeding the cows with con-
centrated sources of this vitamin.

of the Hudson, 43 miles from New
York City, is the headquarters of
winter sports enjoyment. There are
the big rink, outdoor skating on Hes-
sian Pond, toboganning on four
chutes on the eastern foot of Bear
Mountain, running out upon the big
playground and upon Hessian Lake;
and ski jumping for skilled or ama-
teur performers. The big ski jump,
900 feet long from top to bottom, on
the southern shoulder of Bear Moun-
tain, west of the Inn, will be the
scene of championship tournaments
in which expert jumpers from all
over the East will take part, in Janu-
ary and February. This chute is be-
ing improved, in the angle of the
drop below the take off, to permit
much longer jumps than hitherto, up

to 150 feet or more, and it is expect-

ed that previous records, of about
130 feet, will be smashed this season.
A shorter jump, for beginners, and
for the average outdoor person, with
a drop of fifteen or twenty feet, is
being bpilt at the foot of the big
chute and will afford a lot of harm-
less fun.

Skating events, in the rink, and
on Hessian Lake, are being schedul-
ed for January and February. The
rink and the outdoor* courses will be
used for tryouts for entrants in the
Winter Olympics to be held in Feb-
ruary, 1932, at Lake Placid.

The motor appro'aches to the Bear
Mountain and Harriman sections of
the park, are in good shape, and
these roads, within and without the
preserve, are promptly cleared after

every fresh snowfall. The Seven
Lakes Drive, the main motor high-
way across the Park from Bear

Mountain to Tuxedo, connecting at
Bear Mountain with New York State
Highway 9 W, the main route on the
west side of the Hudson from New
Jersey points, and New York by
ferry and tunnel; and at Southfields
with New York Route 17, a conven-
ient route from northeastern New
Jersey counties and urban districts,
has been widened four feet to im-
prove traffic conditions. A new park
entrance from No. 17, at Sloatsburg,
via Lake Sebago to the Seven Lakes
Drive at Kanawauke Lakes, is now
completely surfaced and smooth.

Limited accommodations for over-
night visitors, totalling about 250,
are available for the public, at Bear
Mountain Inn and in outside dormi-
tories. The Inn is restricted to wom-
en visitors, the other quarters to
men. Owing to these limited quar-
ters, inadecjuate for the numbers of
persons who would like to use them,
the Park Commission is compelled to
require advance reservations, which
may be made with Mrs. G. N. Brob-
st, superintendent, department of in-
formation, Palisades Intei'state Park,
25 Broadway, New York, telephone
Digby 6150, changing, after Decem-
ber 10, to the new tSate Office build-
ing in Center street, telephone CO
7-9800. Various groups in New York
and New Jersey reserve quarters at
the Inn, from Christmas and New
Year's to Washington's Birthdhy.
The overflow may be accommodated
in excellent hotels in Fort Montgom-
ery, Tomkins Cove and West Point,
information of which will be given
by the Park.
