Copies of nomination booklets should be sent via registered mail to the respective Committee member. The booklets will not be returned and will become the property of the MSSA.

Point System Nomination Path
Who is Eligible?
All nominees must be a minimum of 60 years old, have participated a minimum of 10 years in senior softball with MSSA and may begin earning nomination points at the conclusion of the first year playing. 

The following are the identified categories that are available for nominations: 

Player
A player is any person who is an active or former player for MSSA who meets the minimum age and years of play with MSSA requirements. 

A player must have a minimum of 12 total points to be considered for nomination. 

Players may earn the following points from playing in MSSA softball league. 

A player will receive 1 point for each season played regardless of the number of nights played. (Exception will be for those over 65 who play three nights will get 2 points per season)
The person nominating a player must provide booklets with the following information: 

• Completed Application 

• Picture of the nominee in uniform 

• Pictures of any awards accomplished with senior or other softball over the years

• Newspaper Articles or written documents 

• Letters of recommendation from former Managers, Players, Sponsors (minimum of three, any combination)

Coach
Coaches may earn the following points from playing in MSSA softball league. 

A coach must have a minimum of 12 total points to be considered for nomination. 

A coach will receive 1 point for each season Coached regardless of the number of nights coached. (Exception will be for those over 65 who coach three nights will get 2 points per season)
The person nominating a coach must provide booklets with the following information: 

• Completed Application 

• Picture of the nominee in uniform 

• Pictures of any awards accomplished with senior or other softball over the years

• Newspaper Articles or written documents 

• Letters of recommendation from former Coaches, Players, Sponsors (minimum of three, any combination)

Pioneer Coach/Player
A pioneer coach/player is any coach or person that is no longer a player due to any variety of reasons, age, medical, passed away who was dedicated to the MSSA. They helped promote softball for MSSA and were an example for others to follow. 

Pioneer Coach/player may earn nominations from playing/coaching/promoting MSSA softball league teams or tournaments. 

A pioneer coach/player must have a minimum 2 nominations from the HOF committee and a majority vote from the MSSA board to be considered for nomination. 

The person nominating the pioneer coach/player must provide booklets with the following information: 

• Completed Application 

• Picture of the nominee  

• Pictures of any accomplishments they were involved with senior or other softball over the years

• Newspaper Articles or written documents 

• Letters of recommendation from any active player/coach/sponsor/board member (minimum of three, any combination)

Sponsor
A sponsor is any person or other organization who has been involved with sponsoring a team or other event for MSSA. The sponsor must have been involved with MSSA for a minimum of 10 years. 

A sponsor must have a minimum 2 nominations from the HOF committee or 3 nominations from any coach or player, and a majority vote from the MSSA board to be considered for nomination. 

The person nominating the sponsor must provide booklets with the following information: 

• Completed Application 

• Picture of sponsor or organization  

• History of teams/events sponsored

• Highlight of the sponsors involvement 

• Letters of recommendation (minimum of 2 HOF committee or 3 from any coach or player committee)
Who votes on the nominations?
The HOF committee will vote and a majority of the committee will be required to advance the nomination to the MSSA board members for a vote. A majority of votes will be required by the board to send the nominations to all active members of the league for a vote. 

To be selected to the HOF a nominee must get 80% of the votes for placement. (Example: if 100 votes are tallied, the nominee will need to get a minimum of 80 votes total to be eligible for review by the HOF Committee) The HOF committee will only review those getting the required votes for placement. In the future those members of the HOF will get a vote on nominations with the HOF committee. 

The only exception for votes will be the pioneer and sponsor votes will not be voted on by the active members but by the HOF committee and MSSA Board. 

What happens to the nominees that are not elected?
If a nominee is not voted into the HOF. Their name will be eligible for review for the next two cycles with new nominations. If they are not voted into the HOF during that time, a new nomination will be required. 

Elections for HOF will occur every two years (even years).  Nominations can be submitted any year to be reviewed. 

MSSA and the HOF Commissioner will review and discuss any issues relating to the HOF inductions and their decision is final.
